hande, The lsland Belle was a stoall tug, armed with a
short thirly-iwo and & small Dahlgren bowitzer. Her
machizery was badly out of order, and her loss is comj
parativaly unimportant. Upon receiving lnformation of
Geoeral McClellan’s movements, the entire fleet got
under weigh and pushed down the Appomattox into the
Jamea river, thenos up the Jatter etresm Lo & poiut above
Turkey Island, where General McClellan's left wing first
renchied the river. Tho rebels wers itreated 1o & dome
of esleven-inch snd bnndred-pounder rifed shell, when
they approached Loo near the rivér, and shey gave our-
forces but little trouble at that point.

Ou Tueaday lau, in the afternoon, the Galena and Mahas-
ka shelled the rebels onour right wing, who were Inclined
to be a litila too importunaie in their advances, and ocea-
sioned them great loss of life, The Ore was sharp and
unjaterrupted, and the effect must have been tarrible.
The snsmy could be seen fromn Lhe Galsas, and of course
her fire was exceedingly correst and destructive. Three
or four nine-ineh sheil inte a regiment was quite enough
to produce greal comsternation, and the enemy were
fipally repulsed and withdrew out of range.
