TUB UNION.LETTER FROM TUURLOW WEED, ETC.
71ns Board met yesterday at one o'clock, President J.

T. Henry in tho chair.
Tho following important communication was recoived

from the Mayor anil referred to a committee:.
Mayor's Office, July 7, 1862.

To the Honorabia the Common Council:.
Ckntlkmen.The evenis of ihe last fortnight appear to

call for a renewed expression of our devotion to our
country aud of our unfaltering determination to sustuiu
the government in its efforts to suppress ihu rebellion.
After an almost uninterrupted series of victories for half
a year, we have at last met with two reverses.one at
Charleston aud the other beforeRichmond.which, though
indecisive aud temporary, do yet di-appotnt our con
tident expectations and tend to prolong the war, supposed
by somo hi bo well nigh ended. Upon such a disappoint¬
ment it seems tilting that we, as the olltcial organ of the
most populous and opuleut city of tho republic, should
repeut tho declaration of unwavering constancy, which
neither victory nor defeat can change, and our
unalterable resolution to stand by the government
in maintaining tho supremacy of the constitution and
the mtegrity of the country at all hazards, and at every
necessary sacriAco of life and Ireusure. In Ihe presence
of tho great conflict in which the country, is engaged
wo will forget all past dilferences of party "or opinion:
for in the presence of danger to the government Itself
all i«rly considerations sink into insignificance. Wo
will summon every loyal citizen to join us in supi>ortlng
the government, and to aid us by his services and coun¬
sel; we will give a generous contldeuce to tho President
and all whom in the exercise of his Just authority he
thinks proper to place in positions under him; and while
wo must exercise tho privilege of freemen to criticise
public men and exact from them fidelity to their
trusts, vigor and promptitude in action, aud such a com¬
prehensive aud well considered policy as to adapt the
uieens to the ends, availing for this purpose of all tho
instrumentalities that the usages of civilized warfare
will justify, we will declare to them that our lives and
fortunes are at the service of our country, and that we
ask only to be informed how much is needed, and to
bo assured that what we civo shall be faithfully
and wisely applied to that service. It is ouo of the uses
of national reverses that they serve to winnow the dis¬
loyal from the loytl. Now Is the time to know who is
true and who is false. The ceuniry never needed the
services ol iraitorr, and now less than ever. But she
does uoed the services of all her loyal children, that she
iiiay not only overthrow this gigantic but causeless re¬
bellion against her Integrity,but may rep.1 with becom¬
ing spirit the first approach to that foreign intervention
in her affairs which is, at times, obscurely threatened,
aud which we cannot admit for an instant without na¬
tional disgrace. Let us, then, seek out, discover and
bring to punishment every disloyal jsirson, and let us
call on all the loyal to stand togethor, and to speak and
act as one man for tho safely and honor of tlieir coun¬
try. If we had never had a victory; If from the begin¬
ning of the war til) now a scries of uninter¬
rupted disaster hod fallen u|>on our arms,
we could not even then have compromised with
revolt or submitted to dismemberment ,without
tho basest pusillanimity. But our arms have beeu tor
the most part victorious, the area of the rebellion has
been gradually contra* led by the advances of the armies
of tbe Union; the great rivers of the West have been
opened; all but lour oi the seaports on. the whole coan
irom Capo Henry to tbe Rio Grunde havo been retaken
and restored to the Union. The federal authority has
been ro es ab.ishwd over many fortresses and cities
where a year ngo it was contemned, aud we are gra¬
dually winning them nil back by the Irresistible force of
our arms. Our country, thui eforc, has no cause of dis¬
couragement, but every rua'ou to hojm and every mo-
live to persevere. Considering these things. I suggest,
respectfully, to your honorable bodies the propriety of
passing resolutions pledging the people of this metropolis
to the support of the government in the prosecution ol
the war and the maintenance of tbe national honor,
uud that you authorize your Joint Committees on
National Atta rs to unite wlih the committee of
the Chamber or Citumerco end ouer committees acting
w ith tliern in calling a public mooting of citizens ol' ail
parties to express, without reference to any party ques
tion wlmiever, their undiminished confidence in the jus¬
tice of.our cause, their inflexible pnrpi se to maintain it
to the end, and to proflcr to the government all the aid
it may need to the extent of nil our resources. Sines

By the lost sieamor from 1ho South we have received

uewB from the State of Ca icu, via Guayaquil. According
to an official communication of Arboletla to Zurama,
dated at Wondomo, May 18, he w*i then preparing to
cross the Cordilleras with his army to meet Mosquera.
Arboleda states that ho can muster twelve thousand

men, which appears to be exaggerated; but thero is no
doubt that he has a very respectable force, and much
superior to that of Mosquera.

It is said that Mosquera has sent to barricade the
mountain passes of Moras. Gnanacas and QuiniHo, but
that Arboleda, having been informed of his intention,
took immediate steps to prevent this obstacle to his
passing the Cordilleras.
From our latest cews Mosquera was at Plodras;

and Bogota, which ie tho placo of the greatest im¬
portance in New Granada, and the seat of government,
was in constant alarm of the guerillas, who had in
creased their numbers to e large force, and wero throat-
on iug to attack the city.
The prevailing opinion in Venezuela and Ecuador is op¬

posed to the reorganization of Colombia, as desired by
Mosquera, and I have seen a letter in print of.Geo.
Elores to Gen. Paez, in which he states that, in caae

Mosquera should attempt to force Venezuela into the
Colombian Union, Ecuador will protect and defend
tho rights and independence of Venezuela.

If Arboleda succeeds in passing thoCordilloras, and
should meet Mosquera, there is no doubt but what tho
ilrst battle will put an end to ilia war, as it Is generallybe'ieved that the party defeated will not have it in meir
IHiwer to organize a large force hereafter; one of the
poi ties will most certainly be entirely crushed.
There is no local news of importance to communicate.

Tho city is quiet; but no one xan teli how lung this
¦nay remain so. Tho peace of the Isthmus new depends
upon the instructions of General Mosquera to his militaryeoir.mander hero, it may yet be some time before these
instructions arrive; betas soon as ihey do arrive, if
they in any way conflict with the dnties of tho Gover¬
nor of tho State, there will be at once war on the
isthmus.
The departments in the interior of this State arc or-

gabiziug companies to defend the rights of tho Slate, and
there ie now a large force under arms at Santiago fte
Veraguas, whore the Governor threatens to movo the
capital.

tions and recruit and orgunize new battalions, lie re¬

Tlie city was thrown Into u great elate of alarm last
night, about nine o'clock. lbs shops and doors or the
houses were closed, and you could hear from every
quarter the jeople crying, "The negroes aro coming In
irom outside,'1 and an armo.I mub of negroos were run¬
ning through the street* yelling. "Kill him," "Kill
him." The origin of this ularm was aa follows:.Mr.
Antonio Morro and somo friends were dining at tho
European Hotel, when a negro, named P.utz, cams in and
insulted him. Mr. Morro then knocked Bui* down and
kicked him out of the hotel. Kuiz went outside ami
organized a mob of negroes, and came in to assassinate
Morro, whom they nitacked; but ho managed to make his
escape, aud the police wore called to defend him. The
negro mob then left, and everything since has remainedquiet.

It is not now so much a question of politics between
tho natives outside ana inside of the city, but a question
of color.negro against the white.

It is absolutely necessary that something should be
done to protect foreigners and their property on this
isthmus. If the I'nited Stutes will not take the reapou-
slbllity upon heirelf J would suggest an alliance of the
three great Powers.say France, England and the United
Slate..for the protection or the hves and property of
their respective subjects and citizens, by the organiza¬
tion of u respectable force at Panama, lo be paid by the
three Powers, and Willi the permission of the Governor
of tho suite, which, I proaurn ¦, thoy could get.

Iu order not to oltbnd the dignity of New Granada, I
would recuinmcifd that tho men to compose the ranks of
this force should bo natives of this country, who, if well
paid, would make food soldiers, and light against lb*tr
own couatr} men to maiutain order on the Isthmus.

I would also suggest that said force should be held sub¬
ject lo the order *i the Governor of tho Htate aud the
< £*isuls of the thr ee Pow ers.
A force something similar to the oue recommended

above was organized in Panama in 1864 by Mr Ban Run¬
nels, with the permission of tho Governor of the State,
nud supported by the Panama Railroad and .Pacific Mail
Steamship companies. Ho .elected his men-from the
families of lowpftable and honest colored nqtivos, and
they proved themselves to be obedient soldiers and of
unlliucbiiig courage.
At that time the railroad was not completed. and the

passengers were robbed and murdered on the Trans it
road; thate was no security for life or properly, and It
became necessary to otgani/o a guard.
A force hero, organized by the three grea' Powors. and

composed or yawl natives who Ulce uo interest iu the
political quea'.iens, and who are Irco Irom all prejudices,
would give coourity to the residents and the transit, and
would l>e a great support to tint Governor ot the'Siate.
