The fundamental principles of trade
use in thin city, I is the ol trouble of manual labor | 8T clearly violated by the present advance of
gold, which is in large supply here, and for which

the legitimate d.mand is, or should be, very light.
But when men's fears are aroused it is idle to
theorize upon ubstract principles. It is useless to
conceal the fact that within the past day or two—
that is to say, since the late movement of General
McClellan and the late call for troops—people are
much more generally apprehensive of an active
advance in specie than they were before, and that
very many of them are acting upon the appre-
hension. With regard to the possibility of check-
ing the movement in specie by legislative interfe-
rence, reflection will satisly every one that, at all
events, so far as gold is concerned, it can-
not be dome. An export duty om coin
would be unconstitutional. An embargo upon the
export of gold would, in the first place, smack
of repudiation; it would injure the public
credit fatally, and it would infallibly lead to hosrd-
ing here. It would probably cause gold to ad-
vance ten or twenty per cent more in a very few
days. An embargo upen the export of silver
might be tried, as we are mot producers of the
article, and an outward flow of silver—which is
imminent—would cause great embarrassment for
want of change, Mr. Hunter's famous law de-
grading our silver currency below the old Mint
standard was passed in order to prevent the ex-
portation of silver coin. The present premium on
silver defeats the object of that law, and new
legislation would not be inconsistent with our past
policy. But to attempt to interfere with the trade
in gold would inevitably produce mischief. We
must let it take care of itself. If we continue to
send abroad three or four millions a week of gold,
at 12 a 15 per cent premium, the country will grow
rich by the operation, though for the time the
effect may be to depreciate the currency and un-
settle values,
