Bow Our Military Operation* Appear to Southern Officer*.
Rebel Tettimony to the Superb Oeneralihip of McCUUan.
Stanton a Great Favorite at the SoutA.Ilow Beaure¬
gard Mured Hi* Troop* from Corinth to Richmond.A
Furiou* Attack to be Immediately Made on McCUUan
at Harri*on,i Landing.Rebel Ideal of the Summer
Campaign, «*«.» <*c-
From ths two rebel officers (prisoners) mentioned In

my last letter, I also learned the following facts, which
throw additional light upon ths movements of ths rebels
before our Into retreat, and upon their probable plana for
ths sumhisr campaign. Before I proceed, let me recall
ths attention of ths reader to what I said In regard to
the poraonal character of these two officers, end to
their oandor and truthfulness They alone, of all tba
prisonars with whom I conversed, admitted to its full
extent ths terrible Injury which wo bed inflicted on their
army, In ths bloody contest from ths 27th of Juno to the
2d of July. Thoy slono bore unqualified testimony to
ths superb strategy of McClellan, which they compared
to that of Napoleon; to the perfect understanding and hap.
py accord which exist between him end his generals, and
tba prompt and effective manner in which they exeeute his
orders, end to the steady discipline and unflinching cour-

aga of our troops, oppoeed, as they knew thorn to>he, by
three limes their number, sad by conetant reinforce¬
ments of fresh snsmlss. Thsy sxprsss the utmoet as¬

tonishment, not at ths ratreat Itself (that tbsy knsw
mast taka placs whsnsvar thsy movsd thslr overwhelm-
Ing numbers upon our little army, with whose exact
numerical strsngtb thsy wsro wall acquainted), but at
ths supsrb and succesarul manner In which It was con¬
ducted; st ths unoonquerable spirit of our troops, and at
ths bold and undauntad front which we preeented to
them every succeeding morning during the memorable
seven dnys. Ns one hut a Napoleon, thoy said, oould
have ooncaivsdand executed such a ratreat, In the face
of an army Ilka thalrs, and no troopa but veterans
canId have held them In chick as our* did. And I may
here remark, myself, that thia retraat, considered aa
a successful strategic movement, will alwsya be regard¬
ed In hlstorv as one of the best fruits of the months of
toll and labor which Gsnoral McClellan beatowsd upou (ha
army during the progress of Its lormatIon at Washington,
Compare this retreat with that from Bull run. There were
a thousand times the causes of penic and stampede
on the Chlckahominy that there wora nt Bull
run. Aud why win there neither panic nor
stampede hers? Because the troop# were disciplined,
and had confidence in their commander. But to return
to the information which 1 derived from these officers.
Thsy state that nothing gave the Confederate govern¬

ment so much encouragement ever sines the commence¬
ment of the peninsula campaign, and during its whole
continuance, as ths extraordinary couduct of Mr. Stanton,
In Interfering with MoCtellau'a plane, and in rsruaing him
reinforcements. By mesne of their agents at Washing¬
ton aaa alsswbsrs thsy war# kept perfectly informed of
the jealously with which Stanton regarded McClellan.
They were amaxed at the folly whk-h divided and cut up
the grand Army of tha l'otomuc into four detached bodies.
But when McClellan waa sent to commance tha peninsula
campaign with a force so utterly Inadequate to its vast
extent, and when they saw, week after week,
as bis army waa thinned out by buttle
and disease, hew niggardly he was rein¬
forced, the military leaders or the rebels resolved, by
c inuentrating their trooi* from all other points from
which a single regiment could be spared, not only to de-
feud lilchtn nd micce«Mully, but also to utterly aunibi
late that part of the Army of the 1' itoniau sent te the
peninsula. By means or desertera and spies they were
correctly Informed, week by week, of the waning
strength of Mcl lellan s army, as In its progress its ranks
bee.ms thlunsd by battle and disease; and tbey saw,
wilb mingled feelings of aniasemsnt and Jey. that no
reinforcements of stiy smount were sent to All up thsse
gaps in ths anks.

. ..Aliout ths 1st of May Ganeral Beauregard visited
Rl.-hmend, and a mllitany council was held, attended by
all the generals of high rank. It was at this council that
plans were adopted for the transfer of troope from Corinth
to Richmond, and for Jackson's diverscn towards Har
pur's Ferry. Immediately on Beauregard's return to

They are confident, too, that tba
raaults, so far .{of ths peninsula campaign, will lead to the
Immediate recognition of the Southern confederacy by
England and France. In regard to movements on tbair
part, they state that the result of affairs at Charleston
and Richmond will ao inspirit the Southern people that
there will be ne difficulty in having in the held by Octo¬
ber armies amounting to 500,000 troope, for whom, tbsy
say there is abundance of lbs best kind of arses.

In conclusion I would say that, so Tar as I am at pre¬
sent Informed, my officers, commissioned and non com-
ml-sioned. nobly performed their duties; and it might,
therefore, be Invidious to particularize. Still, injustice
to the gallant deed, who Uavo devoted their lives to their
coutitrc.l must record the names of Captain Brewster,
of the First, and Captain Buckley, of the Third; also Se¬
cond I.leuteuant Howell, of the Third, ftll officers of d;»
tinguiahed msrit.

. .These officers rought under my eye. As rsgards tne
conduct of the Second and Fourth regiments' officers, I
am toid that it was all that could be desired. But these
regiments having been taken from me,I did not see them
during tho action.

It is eminently due to my staff ojtlcers to say that they
carried out my orders Intelligently »nd promptly .and did
not hesitftte, and were often ex[iosed to the hottest nie

THE IMPORTANCE OP GEN. 8TONEMAN 8 MOVEMENTS
DURING THE RECENT CONTESTS ON THE PENINSULA.
The following extract from a letter from an offloer in

Gen. MoClelUn'S army will be found interesting:.
Whitr Hocse, July 1,1882.

Early on Thursday morning, June 26, Colonel H. 8.
Lansing, in command of the Seventeenth New York
Volunteer!, and of tho Eighteenth Massachusetts, Col.
Barnes, or Porter's division, Isft camp to rsconnoitrs tha
supposed advance of Stouewall Jackson, taking post at
Old Church and Hanover Cornets. Tbess two regiments
formed the entire foree of infantry under Gen. Stone-
man, who had, in addition, the Sixth Pennsylvania
cavalry, » part of tha Fifth and Sixth rsgular cavalry,
and Gibson s Hght battary. This position was nsld uutil
noon of Friday, and wblls tha battle was raging in their
rear. At noon, receiving orders to fall b*ck upon Whits
House, the entire eommand, making a detour of sixteen
miles In four hours, took up position at Tunstalls
station, and remained there until Saturday noon, and
until after the enemy had taken Despatch
were within half a mile, when the force tailback to
White House, covering the embarkation and destruction
of the remaining stores. Col. Barnes, of the Eighteenth
Massachusetts, left on the transport Vanderbtlt. Colonel
Lansing divided his command on board the gunboats
Cochura, Captain Patterson; Marblehead, Captain Shank
land, and Sebago, Captain Henry, remaining at White
Honao until Sunday afternoon. One boat being aground,
skirmishers ware thrown on shore on Saturday night to
prevant a surprise. On Sunday morning, the enemy s
sharpshooters becoming troublesome from their hiding
places on the bank above, Lieutenant Colonel Bertram,
or the Seventeenth, landed with twenty men, and drove
tbem back on their main body, retiring under the
Ore frmn the Marblehead, which did considerable
execution. The enemy were in force, InTautry,
cavalry and artillery. but found nothing, as what had
not been destroyed on Saturday was destroyed on Son-
day morning by parties from the Marblehead. Dropping
down to Cumberland, and thence to West Point, the
property was all shipped and towed off before the gun-
bouts left.the latter covering the fleet to \orktown.
At Fortress Msnros Col. I-oneing transferred bis com¬
mand to transports, and, starting immediately up James
river, landed st Harrison's baron Wednesday, simulta¬
neously with the arrival of the army from before Rieh-
m>nd. Geo. Stoneman, although 111, remained at tho
While House until nine P. M. of Saturday. Irem thora,
making ft forced march, he arrived at Yorklowu the
next mlternoon (Sunday) all sale.
This necessary service was successfully psrformed by

this command, snd.whlis it deprived thoss comprising
it of the opportunity of shsrlug ths dangers aud glories
of their comrsdss in srins,yetli rendered their move¬
ment of changing front complete.

Preparatory to the forward movement whtcn te now

evidently near at hand, expedition* in greater or lee*
force have been scouring the country In our vicinity
during the last couple of months. The more recent or
these was one under the command and direction of Col
Howard, of the Marine artillery, which has succeeded in
effectually ridding the peninsula lyiug between the Nous*
end Pamlico rivers of the presence and depredations of
tho rebel bands.
The expedition Rtarted from here on Wednesday even,

inglaet ln;the steamer* Union, Allison and Highland
Light, accompanied by the gunboat Picket. It consisted
of a detachment of the Marine artillery, with eight guns,
uudor Adjutant Peter*, Captains Marl in and Ayr**, aid
Lleutenuuls Hodden, Bloomer, Moore and Gerard; the
Seventeenth Massachusetts, under command of Llouten
ant Colonel John F. Fellows, and a detachment of Colonel
Mix'* Third New Yorlt cavalry, under Captain Gerard.
At tha outset th* expedition met with * series of mis¬
fortunes, which brought to our mind most forcibly the
vicissitudes which our fleet underwent at Hatteras and
the momorabis'.Swash." The steamers had proceeded
but thraa or four miles up th* Neus* when they
grounded on a bar, which, for Ita snags and sawyers,
Is equalled only in tha Mississippi. Tb# Allie n, owing
to the incompetency of the negro pNnts on board, was
run almost ashore, and Is now fast embedded among the
stumps. Th# same may b* said of the Highland Light,
and it is feared that both vessels will have to await a

flood or freshet in th# river to extricate themselves from
their present position. The Union, which is of very light
draught, was mors fortunate in keeping tbs ehsnnsl, but
came to anchor over night, and in th* morning andaa-
vored, but in vain, to assist th* others. Word was sent
to General Foetar of the disaster, who Immediately came
off with the staamers Pilot Boy and Alie# Price. Tho
latter got aground, and her troops war* trans¬
ferred to th* Pilot Boy, which, with tb*
Union, proceeded on to tho po.nt of attack
on 8wift croak, and thor# landed a portion of th* expo
ditiouary forces. 80 complete was the surprise that two
or the enemy 's pickets were mads prisoners, th* rest
escaping to the woods, leaving savaral of their horses
(they were cavalry) behind them. The Unlun and Pilot
Boy then returned to th* other staamers and labored to
remova them, but with auccasa only in the casa of tha
Alice Price, the Union, iu her endeavors to huul off th*
Allison,got aground herself. He:* the chapter of acci-
dents closed for tha day. Tho balance of the troops
artillorv and horses war* transferred to th* Alice l'ric*
which men proceeded up the river, and landed thurn at'
Swnt creek at daylight on the following i rtday morning
Here a junction of all the lorcea wua effected, and after
breaktast tha line of march was taken up. lb* compa¬
nies of ib* *«v«nie*uih Massachu-aits regiment wer#
thrown out alternately as skirmishers, accompanied by
a platoon or cavalry. As th* advance was made with
great caution, it was necessarily a slow oue. Th# main
body was put under command of Colonel Pel-
lows, white Colonel Howard, with a detachment of his
marines and several guns, made a detour from tb* road
at a distance of a few initea from tha landing place and
took poesaasion of tb# lowar brtdg*. Colonel Fellows
prucee.ted on, in accurdar.eo w ith his orders, to occupy
Bwy t crotk village, th# bridge leading to which was re¬
ported to be delouded by a battery or breastwork of
shingles, armed with six guns. Little worthy of not#
occurred until our troops came to tb# vlciuily of this
bridge. Tb* road, before crossing into tb* village, skirts
by the aide of tb* crook for a short distance Her* aur
pickets encountered those of tb* rebels, who immodl
aiolj lied, whereupou th* artillery was advsncod and
shelled th* woods across the stream. Becoming satisfied
that th* oniiistsr and gratis bad suthciantly prevented
a'l jiossibllity of en attack, or rather ambuscade by
the rebels in that direction, th* guns were'ad¬
vanced to th* bridge and Or* opeaod upon tb* breast¬
work of shingles, glimpses of which could be caught
through the somewhat dens* foliage. The rebels
returned a lew shots only, when Major Frank is, of the
Seventeenth Massachusetts, organized his advance for a
charge.
