Ru¬
mor is a great prevaricator, us all know; but
if there be the slightest foundation tor what she has
retailed on thosa points, it is due to the services aud the
cause that some rigid measures be takou to punish such
gross violations of discipline. We think it a matter of
regret that the public expectation was raised very high
at the beginning of tho great effort to whip and eject the
the enemy frem his position. As to tba capturing of his
wholo force, the brilliant victory wo have gained is over¬
slaughed by tho sanguine expectation of the wholesale
capture. And now that it Is pretty well ascertained that
the great body of the enemy's Torce has escaped, ths
triumph is measurably forgotten In the cavilling at the
failuro to bag the wh de concern. Ths victory is brilliant
and complete without tho capture. Our chivalrous
army has driven from lis fortifications, aud iugl >rP-
ously from the soene of its operations beforo Rich¬
mond. the most splendidly equipped end the best
drilled and largestarmy aver organized on this continent.
The disaster to that army is one of tbe soverest, and the
Tictory to our troops is glorious. There is too much to
rejoice over to admit of repiuiog that more had not been
done.
