J he manifestation of ihe sentiments end feoliogs of the

popular heart concerning the absorbing topie of the
times was not more characteristic and enthusiastic at

»ny of the other speakers' stands than at plat
rorm No. 4. The Intense heat of the arternoon
ltd not seem to have the effect of diminishing
the number of people oxpccted to be present. Quite
early in the afternoon hundreds had chosen the locality
of Union square as a convenient one ae well to enjoy the
repose which the sultry air invited aa to be in clog,
proximity to tbe place wbeie the monster meeting would
be organised. They lingered within the euclosure Of the
park or rested ou the sloops of the surrounding houses.
I ho residences about tbe square being beautifully adorned
with flags, and (heir doors and windows crowded with
spectators composad of tba inhabitants and invited
friends, presented a pleasiug and appropriate appear¬
ance. Stand No. 4 was situated on the west aide of

Union square, on the corner of Sixteenth street and
Uioadway. i.ike each of tbe others, |t was elegantly res-
tooned t^th flags. In front and on either aide was the
extensive space to be Oiled by tbe assembling multitude.
The salutes of artillery by a detachment or the Anthon
l.lght Battery,and by the workmen employed by Henry
Brewsier & Company, were Otly accompanied with ap-
propriate aira discoursed by Wallace's and Graffulla's
bands, which were stationed on tba stands.
Many of the business establishments having
closed at three, the employers ana employee
were now assembling fast and Oiling up the space which
orme the square. Several open carriages pasted and
were driven into convenient positions where the ladie.
end gentlemen within could witness the proceedings. It
was four o'clock precisely when tbe committees and
speakers leit the F.verett House aud proceeded to take
the places which had been assigned them. While the
officers and speakers were seen approaching this stand,
the moving mass of people quickly conoeutratiug around
tbe different stands, tho sound of the salvos of artillery
and the stirring music of the bands, joined to processions
arriving on the ground, with flugaaud banners, presented
altogether an interfiling and imposing spectacle. Then
the officers and speakers, wearing rosettes and badges
asor-nded tbo stand, the artillery blazed away in tuu
