All the lesding points on the
peniniu & and the rivers which bouud and inter-
sect it, are carefully set down, and the map cannot
fail to prove vi'mich interest to the public at the

A veto was transmilted yesterday from the

The veto alleged that the Supervisors should not
upon his nomination of Mr. Churchill as Commis-
sioner to fill the vacancy in the Board of Cummis-
siuners for erecting the new Court House. It was
staled in debate that the Mayor's nominee was not
& practical builder, and that he was Fresident of
the Eighteenth Ward Republican Association, the
object of his appointment being to secure a par-
tisan distribution of the laboring patronage on the
building. A motion to discharge the committee
from further consideration of the Mavor's nominee
was lost, Mr, Purdy stating the willingness of the
Board to confirm & fuir man, such as Cyrus Curtis,
James C. Willet, or & multitude of like well known
names on which they were prepared to consnlt
with the Meyor. There was no nomination for
Surrogate in the place of the late Edward C. West,
The Hoard unsnimously re=olved to donate the
sum of $5,000—one year's pay—to Mr, West's
widow.

ihe Crisls=The Volce of New York=YXo
Sacrifice Too Great for the Union.

The city of New York, en masse, has risen
and spoken again for the Union. Yesterday,
in Union square, we had a re-cnuctment of the
wblime speclacle of April, 1861, and a re-
afirmation of the same patriotic spirit and
determination of our loyal citicens—every-
thing for tie Union.

Cur great day of April, a year ago, was the
response of New York city to the Presi-
dent’s primary call for seventy-five thousal
men to maintain “the integrity of the Union,”
violently nssailed by a rebellious conspiracy
‘n the bombardment of Fort Sumter; and that
indignant aprising of New York raliied the
ioyal North, like the call of a trum pet, to the
support of the President. This second grand
couneil of our citizens, after Aficen monthbs of
war by land aud sen, and after the contribu-
tion by our eily and State to our army and
navy of not lest than one Lundred and twenty-
five thousand nien, is in answor to another
call of the President for reinforcements
to our army to the extent of three Lundred
thousand men.  Anticipating, too, from the dif-
fusion ef this imposing demoustration, snch an
awukening of our loyal States and people as
will meot all the demands of thiv crisis, we
devoten large portion of our available space
ta-da, to the productions of thls prand assem-
hiage, in order to sprewd them broadeast over
the land, and to the encsuragement of the
fr'ewds ol our preat cause nnd the terror of its
eacmies at home and wliroud.

The wdiress of 1 weviug aud the accom-
panging resolutions spesk aathoritatively the
voiee of our loyai cltizens. They stand npon
the solld plaiform of President Lineoln—
“The integrity of the Union"—ita su-
premacy, and oar federal consiintion. They
exposs  the disorgunizing  and  anarehi-
oul elenents  of this Souwtiern rebellion
with pecullar forco—iis abanrd and hypooriti-
cal pretencos, and its dem iralizing and dostrio.
tive tendencies. Tho address in yuestion, after
fully establishing the legal supremacy of the

The war, then, on our part, ia to be prose-
cuted, to the extent of our men, meaus and re-
tources, for the suppression of this rebellion;
and against any hostile foreign interventon
whatever the government can gount on the
unanimous support of our loyal States and
people. Such is the spirit of the address adopted
by the oity of New York at this mass meeting, aud
the accompanying resolutions are equally em-
phatic in defin'ng our position, The e1t; of
New York looks to no alternative but the sup-
pression of this rebellion. She stands by our
gallant armies in the fie'd; she is prepared for
any sacrifices to reinforce and strengthen
tiiem; sbe approves the wfse, jusi and con-
sistent Union war policy of President Lincoln;
she urges the governmentto *lose no tinie in
filling up our armies and putiing the whole
senconst in a state of complote defence,’ and
she knows no such word as fail.

Eaoh of the numerous apeakers on the geea-
sion, though differing from the rest wmore or
less, supports this paramount idea of the
vigorous prosecution of the war. Wo submit
our copious reports to the careful attention
of our readers; and for their more com-
plete information in regard to the late
and the present position of General
MeClellan’s army, in this connection, we
give them = very interesting illustrative
map of the ficld of war around the city of
Richmond.

SenaTorRs WapE AND Sumver.—The terms of
office of Senators Sumner, of Massachusetis, and
Whade, of Ohip, expire on the 4th of March
next. These Senators are very naturally de-
girous of » re-election, and are siraining every
nerve to secure such Leglslatures in their re-
spective States as will refurn them to the high
positivng which they now disgrace. Above all
others—for Senator Wils:n has much less
talent, though quite as much -dispoaition for
mischief—these two Senators have been con-
cerned in the detestable intrigues to which we
owae the almost negative results of our fificen
months' campaign. Distinctly and svowedly
these Benators have preferred the emancipation
of the negro to the salvation of the Union, and
they have lost no opportunity to express and to
act out their preference. They have iuter-

fered with, hampered, ann ed and l:iudered
our generals in the field by the most cownrdly,

malicious and treasonable devices. By the
foulest means they have suoceeded in clogging
the wheels of our progress in the war, and have
made another year of battles unavoidable.
Had it not been for them and their coadjutors
the war would have been over and the Union
restored on the Fourth of July finst. More
than any other men they are responsi-
ble for the useless sacrifice of blood
and treasure in the past, and for the
threc hundred thousand more men and five
nundred millions more dollars which will have
to be perilled in the future. Practically, and
in the most emphalic sense, they are traitors to
the country and enemies of the nation. From
them, more than from a thomnsand Vallan-
dighams, Jeff. Davis has received nid and com-
fort; for they have strengthened his forces by
exasperating the South and by dividing and
weakening the North. We hope that the loyal
men of Massachusetts and Ohio will ralse these
questions in the coming elections for State legls-
lators, and vote down every man who Is pledged
or who intends to vote for the reeclection of
these twin traitors, Sumner and Wade. They
have only escaped Fort Lafayetio and the gal-
lows hecause the government has distrnsted its
own power and misunderstood the seotiments
of the loyal people.  Let thiz misnniderstanding

The Confisoation bill, the bill admitting West
Virginin, and olber radical measures of this
description, are il)-thwed and ont of place, be"
cause, instend of niding the snocessful prosecu-
tion of ithe wr, they are obstructing and defeat-
ing it, as fur as tuey have any effect at all.
Their application is in the future, and they pre-
suppose the conguest of the rebellious States;
for until that is achieved they oun have no ope-
ration; and, therefore, the receipt in the old
cookery book, “first cateh your have, then
cook him,” &e., might be studied to advautnge
by our sapient legislators. But, when the re-
bellion is put down, every measure not instrict
accordance with (he coustitution must, of neces-
sity, fall to the ground. 1t is only in virtua of
the constitution, and by its authority, that the
government itself exists, and until the constitu-
tion is abolisbed or changed by the sovereign
power thut gave it vitulity Congress Lus no
power to make any laws inconsistent with its pro-
vizions, and no legal tribnnal can uphold them.
They willhe null and void, apd if the péople do
their duty they will elect a Congress which
will wipe frem the statute book all such revo-
lutionary measures.

For example, as appears from the proceed-
[ ings of Congress reported in yesterday’s

Heratp, the bill for the admission of West
Virginia into the Union as a State was passed
on Monday last. Had West Virginia becn a
Territory, that measure would have been per-
foctly constitutional; but, being part of a State
already in the Union, the bill ia both revoln-
tionary and absurd. If the rebellion is put
down, sll Yirginia—Eastern and Western-—will
be in the Union de fucto a8 one State, s it is
now de jure; but if the rebellion is not put
down, then the bill is but a brutum fulmen, of
no effect. The constitution expresaly provides
that a State cannot be divided and forined into
two States witlout tho authority of the whole
people of such State, Consequently the bill is,
in any case, nugatory. Itisnot in the power
of Congress, nor in the power of Congress
and the President united, to destroy the organi-
zation of any State, which is as indestructible
as the federal government itself. The Presi-
dent has a war power to suspend Biate func-
tions in any rebellions State, and to appoint pro.
vlsionsl Governors during the progress of the
war; but the moment the war is terminated that
power censes to exist, and the Stale returns to
its normal condition. The President recognizes
this principle in the draft of the bill he has just
sent to Coogress for the gradual abolition of
slavery in the Sputhern States with their own
consent; for he admits that though they might
nbolish alavery to-day they could re-enact it in
six months.

These exceptional bills, therafnm.mnnly
be regarded as temporary, and as measures of
policy and expedicncy? The question is, Are
they politic and expedientl They eannot be so
unless they aid the progress of the war. But
experience has ghown, and common sense pro-
claims aloud, that they are producing the con-
trary effect. Their tendency is to unite the
whole Bouth against the federal govenmant
and to exasperate the rebellion to desperution,
while at the same time they are calculated to
produce division and discontent at the North
and seriously to interfere with recruiting and
enlistments, so essential to success. The main
point is to emry on the war with vigor
and to & successful jesue. Everything
which is not subordinate to that is worse than
useless. The agitution of the mcasures of the
radicals is not only not subcrdirate te this end,
but is diametrically opposed to it. Consequent-
ly the radicals in Congress are dol:.g all that
in them lies to rerder the war a disastrous
failure. and the reconstruction of the Univn an
Imp szsihility.

The whole of the mischief arisea out of a de-
parture from (he anciert landinurks—an ignor-
ing of the very first principles on which the
government was founded. When the Declara-
tion of Independence was signed all the colo-
nies pussessed slaves, Between that period and
the formation of the constitution only one of
the Etates had abolished slavery, and that
Stafe was Massachusetts, The right to hold
nigro slaves was not then questioned. It was an
indisputable common law rvighit, and is plainly re-
cognized in the constitution, Bul when the North-
ern States, on account of cliczate, and the immi-
gration of freo white labor from Europe, found
it profitable to abolish siavery, and dil abolish
it volunturily, a set of fanntics conceived the
design of compelling the Bouthern States to
abolish it too, thongh these States bel'eve it to
be for their interest to retain it, on aceonnt of
their peculiar climate, and the flict that they do
not receive a sufliciency of free while labor by
immigration; and hecause, moreover, the negro
alone is snited to the cultivation of the ecotton
and sugar States. The meddling of the radi-
cals with the Iabor eystem of the Southern
States Is revolutionary and subversive of the
foundation of the government. It is the cause
of the war, the canse of its failure hitherto to
accomplish its legitimate object, and if con-
tinued it will be the cause at last of the ca-
tastrophe for which the radicals have been la-
boring for the last thirty years—the fioal aund
irrevoeable dissolution of the Unien—a com-
pact which they have declared through their
org.ns to be “a covenant with death snd an
ngreement with Hell.”

“ Makive Hisrorv."—The  phrase “ making
history” is with us significant of something
more than the importance of passing events.
We not on'y supply materials for the historian,
hut we anticipate, and, in a measure, render
useloss his labors. No war that the world bas
as yel seen will leave bebind it so many per-
feet memorinls of ita Incldents and leading
actors as that In which we are engaped. Take,
for example, the letters of onr correspondents
from the battle fields on which the preat sirug-
gle for the maintenance of our insuitutivns is
being fought ont. Nothing more graphic, pic-
turesque and accurate has, we will venture to
say, ever yet been written than these descrip-
tions of the events of the campaign. A preat
deal of nonsense has been uttered in praise of
Russell’s letters from the Crimea; but this was
because the plan of sending journalists to mili-
tary campaigns was at that time & novelty, and
people swallowed readily whatever ho chosa to
write. But we now know the precise value fo
attach to Mr. Russell's personal obscrvations,
which have always been made at a safe dis-
tance from the enemy, ard, for the most part:
compiled from hearsay. This ennnot be said of
the corps of correapondents, upwards of thirty
in number, who are employed by usz at the
various points at which hostilities are being
carried on. There is not one of them who does
not dally inenr as much danger in the pursuit
of his avocations us any soldier or officer in the
army. The consequence is that their letters
are more reliable in regard to facts, and cer-
tainly more interesting in point of style, from
their freedom from egotism and saolibery, than
anything that Mr. Russell bas written.

If the enterprise of the journali:i has done
much, photography has, however, done still
more for future generations, so far as the history
of our day is concerned. To the works of such
men a8 Brady will they be indebted for the
most vivid and faithful memorials of the coloa.
sal struggle in which we are engaged. Regard-
less of personal danger, the distinguished artist
to whom we refer was the firat to show that in
nothing to which photography could be applied
was it more usefal orinteresting than in the
illustration of the events of the present war.
To the patriotic feeting which prompted him to
seek, almost at the cannon’s mouth, an oppor-
tunity of carrying out this new application of
hia art, we are indebted for pictorial records of
the campaign, the value of which cannot be
suficiontly estimated. When we come to have
a school of historical painting—a branch in
which we are now lamentably deficient—these
pictures of Brady's will serve to make the for-
tune and fame of some American Vandermeulen,

A people who not only enact great deeds, but
inscribe them ineffaccably in the Book of Time,
as they move along, may well arrogate to them
selves the title of “history makers.” We do
not build pyramids to convey to posterity dim
visions of our greatness, We do better: we
preserve for them files of live newspapers and
the sun pictures of Brady.
