I
left Baton R uge on the morning of the 20th of June, ar¬
rived off Ellee Cliff in the afternoon of the 22d, where I
found three gunboat* awaiting my approach. To ©over
tbe tranaporta in p&asing the clilft I lauded, so as to oc¬
cupy all the wooda leading from the cliffR to tbe interior,
and out off two field gun* reported to be in poeitlon on
tbe cliff*. Tbe Thirtieth Massachusetts and two gun* of
Nim*' made a tearing march of eight mile*, while the
Fourth Wisconsin, with skirmisher* In advance, followed
by the Ninth Connecticut and four guns of Nime'and
two of Everett'*, inarched directly forward by tbe
cliff road leading to the battery and to
Natch**, distant eighteen miles, giving time,
however, for Dudley'* column first to reach this
road and eut off the retreat to Natchez Soon
the skirmisher* of the Fourth Wisconsin came upon tbe
abandoned battery, abandoned savo by a gun limber left
behind In tbe abandonment. Limber benches, tables, a
broken whlfflctree, some few ears of aewly gathered
green eorn, from e neighboring field, and the well trodden
earth marked the place of the camp, near the battery,
which was spacious, shaded and afforded a clear view
of the river, no and down, and waa perfectly protected
by it* height above the river from tbe fire of tbe gun¬
boats. The rebel method of using their gun* from the
cliffs I* to run the gun forward till it projects beyond the
cliff, depress It, fir* and run the gun back eut of sight,load and repeat.
Negroes afterward* told us that the battery, consistingof two guns and ninety mounted men, left some five hour*

before onr landing; but the fellows Had greatly loitered
on the way, for Col. Dudley reported be was within an
hour of Intercepting them. Tho 23d or June Rodney
was passed without molestation; but having learned
rrom various sources that res is tarco to tho further
advance of the transports would certainly be made
by guns in position on the heights or Grand Gulf,
we entered Bayou Pierre about three o'clock on tbe
morning of tbe 24th,arid attempted to reach Its point of
intersection with the Port Gibson and Grand Gulf Rad¬
ioed in order to move from thonoo on the rear of tne
Wwn and heights of Grand Gulf. After passing up the
bayou some nine miles, and still eight miles from Port
Gibson, a raft across the bayou stopped us. We then
backed down, for the bayou was too narrow to turn in, to
one Colonel Berry's plantation, four miles only by a g'*od
wayon road. Horo, at about eleven o'clock In the morn¬
ing, the troops were landed. The Fourth Wisconsin, NinthConnecticut and four guns, after marching two miles,
takings branch road by Hamilton's plantation, whichled to the rear of the reported rebel camp.so oe said
300, some 900 strong, pitched between the Port Gibson
Railroad and the road from Grand Gulf to Willow Springs,and which branch road produced tbe i nly two roods.viz:
the railroad and Willow Springs road leaidiug from Grand
Gulf to the interior.took the direct road which cuts
tbe railroad about on* mile in rear of Grand Gulf.
On* of the regiment*.the Seventh Vermont.was to
co operate with the Fourth Wisconsin and Ninth Con¬
necticut In the contemplated attack on the enmp,and the other Colonel Dudley's to be held in reserve
at the fork of the two roads. The rebels, apprizedof our coming, had decamped, leaving some of their sick,
a few old tents, numerous booths, some articles of house¬
hold furniture and a secession flag. (See herewith
Colonel Paine'e report.) The town of Grand Guff, which
onr troops, before leaving, burned to tbe ground, wasabandoned by all save a single sentinel on picket, who,loft behind, was captured by Ool. Dudley's flankers.
On the 26th w* arrived here off Vieksbnrg, and commenced running and levelling the line of the cut off canal,Md on the morning of the 2Tth broke ground. Between

The
fleet of Flag Officers Farragut and Davis are awaiting
the result with great interest, seven of Flag Officer Far
ragufs vessels havingpassed Vicksburg at eleven o'clock
on tbe morning of the 28th without alarming the bat¬
teries of the town, and nre anchored with nag Officer
Davie* fleet of six mortar boats and four gunboats an tba
west aid# of Barney's Point. The mortar vessels of Omn-
modore Porter and the remainder of Flag Offloer Farra¬
gut '» fleet remain hotow Vicksburg. Captain Davis ar¬
rived from Memphis on the let of July.
To protect Commodore Porter's mortar fleet, lying close

along the east bank of the river, within range of the
batteries of Vicksburg, but oenoealed from their view
by a dene* forest from the enemy's skirmishers, I have
despatched some three hundred men, under Major Whit
more, of the Thirtieth Massachusetts, for picket and re-
connoiteringoa that side of the town.

From Baton Rouge we have received intelligence of
quite a spirited little skirmish between Captain Magee's
oompany of cavalry and a considerable body of mounted
guerillas, In wblob the rebel camp was broken up, seve¬
ral of the guerillas killed and wounded. eight prisoners
taken, twenty horses, three males, a wagon loaded with
provisions sad forage, a quantity or arms, ammuni¬
tion, accoutrements,saddles and other horse equipage
captured and safely transported within our linea at
Baton Rouge.
The following explicit and excellent official report of

lieutenant Colonel John A. Keith, of the Twenty first
Indiana, who commanded the expedition, is a capital
account of the affhlr:.

iJSTTXJiAjrr colonel emu's official rspovt
Cakt Twenty-mm Indiana Votemoats, \

Baton Rouoi, July ., 1802. f
Jamb W McMillan, Colonel Twenty first Indiana Volun¬

teers, Commanding Poet:.
Sir.In obedience to order of Lieutenant Oeio&el Clark,

Sixth Michigan Volunteers, then commanding poet, I,
with forty ef McGee'e cavalry, under Captain MeGee, start-
ad from the camp of the Twenty-first Indiana Volunteers,
at seven o'clock P. M. ef tha 27th of June, to make such
reoonnolssance as In my opinion seemed beet. Koltowlug
tbe Greensburg road nineteen miles, we crossed te the
Camp Moore road by an unfrequented path, distance six
miles. Nina miles from where this path intersected the
last Darned road we breakfasted and fed our horses. At
eight o'clock A. M. we resumed our march twelve milbe
farther, in the direction of Camp Mooro; then we
crossed to the Greensburg road, capturing on tbe
way a guerilla. On arriving at the road we captured
three prisoners and the horaeof a fourth, who eecap
ed, under ure, by taking to the woods. Two of
the prisoners wore members of Captain Terrlll's Missis
slppi cavalry, and well armed. I learned that he, with
his company of one hundred and ten men, was encamped
at Williams Bridge, across the Amite river, on the
Greeaeburg road, eight mi lee dlstaat. I determined to
surprise him and destroy hie camp. The camp is only a
mile from the Clinton road. There are three bridges to
cross on tho Pert Hudson read before reaching the
camp.the farthest not more than hair a mile removed.
On reaching the first bridge 1 left Capt. McUee In tha rear
with tnstruetieas, and with twenty man pushed rapidly
forward. We saw no pickets until ire reached the
Amite Rrlthre (tbe last ooe). These were bailed by my
advauce Tbey fled without giving any alarm. One shot
was fired after tbem, when one of them was sean te tall
Seventy rod* from tbe bridge we were brought in front
of the encampment. Here we delivered a volley and
charged in upon them.. Tbe volley seemed te be tbe ilret
notice to the inmates of our approach. Tbe aflbct may
welt be Imagined. A geuaral stampede ensued,
in which everything not in sclual possession at
the time was abandoned. Accompanied by flva or iba
oien 1 cro-sed a small trench in tbo direction taken by
the enemy in their Might. when, on ascending the bank,
a volley of twenty round* wan poured into us from a

thicket immediately in front, and at a distance el not
more than thirty paces. TVe returned tbe lire witb our
revolvers. 1 then ordered the rear, who were acro-s the
trench, to move lorward to our support. This tbey re

fused to do. but roirulned la tba hollow, »omiugly
paralyzed a' this sudden show ef resistance Weeon
tinned firing witb our revolvers and receives a second
voliev at which lime Captain Mcliee was heard Sashing
erroae tbe bridge with the were#.

Haysen, John Buek-
ner and Daniel Borne, together, with a negro whom WW
captured in camp and who has tinoe died from tbe aflfoee
of his wounds. Seven of the prisoners escaped. Two of
the guard over them were killed, two had their horses
shot under them and two others wars wounded; four if
our horses were killed, among them my own. t
We were not further moleated, and at sunrise | spam nil

our march, reaching camp at half-pant eleven o'clock e»
the morning of the 20th but., with eight prisoners and nliff
the horseaaud other property, together with our dead
and wounded. The property has been properly dispose^
of by Captain McGee. We had, on reaching samp,marched ninety-six miles, neither man nor horns havtnjf
had a morsel of food for thirty-two hours of the Uses, and
the men, with the exception »f three hours of that time,
were constantly in the saddle. Captain McQee deserves
the greatest praise for the timely aid rendered when ww
were attacked first by the enemy, and alao for bis cool*
nesa during tbe time we were under fire at night, and for1
bis efforts in allaying the panic which for a moment pre¬
vailed among some of his men at that time. Too much
credit cannot be given Sergeants Marshall and Parnonsg
private Miller and Sergeant Brown for their courage ami
brave conduct in roceiving the two volloys in the camjf
or tbe enemy, and their snbsequeat conduct that nighi*
