Tivo turn were
killed by a shot and three wounded by saiiuter*.
Though sadly riddled, the t'arondelet was not struck
below the water lino, nor washer machinery itemed.

The f'arondelet at length succeeded In getting along

side and graippJing the Arkansas.* The order "Boarders
away" was instantly past cd, end the arew of the Yankee
gunboat speedily mounted tho deck of its adversary.
IVben there they found no foe to engage, and locked
around for simebody or something to flght. The crow
of tho Arkansas had retired below, and tho iron batches
wero closed and fa»teDod bonoath, bo that it wag unerly
impossible to go down and continue tho action.
The men of the Curoudelot were much in the
condition of one who attempts to open an oys
ter, but has neither knife, sciss ire nor stone
with which to perform the operation. Rifle and pistol
shots annoyed them from varijus loopholes, and hot
water and steam were sent forth from the pipes of tbo
Arkansas, while the guni of the rebo. continued to play
against the comparatively frail sides of tha Ctrnndalet.
The Caroudolet replied with her steam apparatus, and
this kind of fighting might hare continued till both were

exhausted had not the vessels struck bottom, by wbicb
the grappling! were loosed und the Arkansas allowed to
drift down tht stream, leaving the Carondslet by the
shoro. To the surprise of those on the latter boat, the
Arkansas did not reusw the battle, but put on all steam
and moved slowly down the river.

The Tyler succeeded In reaching the fleet nearly hair
an hour In advance of the Arkansas, thus giving a little
time to prepare for the reception of th9 vi'ltor. None
of the boats had much steain up, though all hud Arcs in
their furnaces. Instantly the utmost efforts w ere made
to get the boats ready to manuoeuvre in case the Arkansas
shuuld really make an at<ack.

Arkansas appeared around tha bend, though lbs Area
were "crowded"'as much as possible. Tha Louisville
and Cincinnati succeeded in potting their wheels in mo
tion and hoisting anchor, ami the Itenton had Just twur.g
/rom her moorings. The Cairo was doing her boat, and
the rams were prompt to perceive the exigencies of the
oeefKion and make ready for an onset. Tha vessels of
Commodore Farragut's squadron beat to quarters, and
determined to receive the enemy whilo at anchor.

As the Arkansas upproached .-he em-o.mtared gunboat

No. fl of Farragut's fleet, carrying one heavy cloven inch
Dahlgren and two small twelve-pounders at the bow.
This boat received several shots front the Arkansas, and
replied vigorously with hsr big gun, sending one ball
through'the side of the latter. Without stopping
tier engines, the Arkansas ran past No. 0. and next en
countered the Louisville, which gave her the full ben"fli
of her broadside and bow guna. The Arkansas had by
tbli time reached a position where her shot were eiTeot
ive in every direction. and she used all her guns st the
same moment, firing at transports and gunboats IndK
crimlnntely. None of the boats wore able to give the
Arkansas more than one or two broadsides before she
was out of reach. Moat of the bails were thrown at
short range, but many of the solid projectiles glanced
ofT, while the shells were shivered into a thousand frag-
meuts by tho force of the c >nctu»ir-a alone. The Benton.
Louisville and Cincinnati moved as speedily as they
could turn in tho river, and followed cloeoly ujon tho
heels of the Arkansas.

|ea-fully. Ouc of them is thought l have struck uenr
her water lino and caused her to 1 *k badly, as she kept
her pump constantly goiug and poiued out a largo st'tam
of waier f-oui her sides One of the Richmond's one

h'ladrnd-pound l'arrott shot is als« 8iipp--s»d to have gone
Completely through her. After each discharge of lur
guns ihe portholes or tho Arkansas were instantly closed
her sid- * pre-euting nothing bnt a mass of almost impeuej
liable wood and iroif. Oua of these iiorthules was lef
open for a moment, and a ball from the Benton cutcred,
killing ton men auil wounding several others. A shot
from one of the boats, at short range, Is suid to have
si ruck at tight angle* upon the side of tbe Arkansas, and
rebounded, falling into the water close to the vessel from
which it was discharged.

The Arkansas did not slacken her spoed during her

progress down the river, but kept steadily forward, firing
her guns as she moved ahead Her speed of motion i*
not as great as some of her frieuds have thought she
would attain, her immense weight causing her to draw
too much water for rapid movements. Her enormous
'.'.on prow was prominent to view; but she did notattompt
to use it upon any of tbe boatf gjUr tho first attack. This
was probably owing to her slow pace, and It is to bar hall
urc m tbli respect that we ar« doubtless Indebted for
tbe prescut safety of our boats.
