capital ware speedily oo the spot, bill in spite of their
puny irrigation the llamas rapidly advanced toward* the
quadrangle facing the marine barracks, and seised on the
local sutioa of the teioumbajaa (Bremen) and the large
depot or charcoal immediately behind the barracks. A
few minutes sufficed to oonsuiuc this couple of buildings,
and it ^speedily became evident that little short of a
miracle could save the barracks themselves.

So Intense was the heat that the lead on the dome of
the small mosque attached to the latter melted, and ran
down the walls in a stream of liquid Are which severely
scalded more than one of the dense crowd of would-be
salvors of the building.
At this juncture, when the barracks were virtually re¬

signed as a prey to the dames, two figures wero seen on
the roof of the building, so near to the roiling flood of fire
that it coruscated around thom like a nimbus, threaten¬
ing at oach moment to buck one or both into the biasing
sbyss. They were Instantly recognized as the Sultan and
the Capitan Pasha, and the iffect on tht lalorino crowd of
V'ldiei i, tailors and Jircmat was atuotiittly *Uc.r«al. In a
few seconds tho roof of the barracks was covered with
eager combatants of the llames, and his Majesty was ac¬
tually forced back out or the imminent danger into which
his humane r.eal had thus drawn him. Tho whole force
of tl.e cngini s was then turned on tho barracks and the
adjoining provision stores, and in lees than half an hour
all danger to this Important pile of buildings was averted
From that point tbe Sultan prooeedod up tho vaHey to the
sceue of the disaster's more successful activity amongst
the rtwoilings of the poor people who wero doomed to lose
their all by the calamity. It is no courtly exaggeration
V> Bay that his Majesty literally exposed himself like a
common tireman. and largely contributed, by his examplo
and his directions, to the ultimate reduction of the contla-
gration. Foveral of the cliict ministers wore also on the
spot soon after the outbreak of the flames.bin Highness
tho Grand Vizier being the A; at, followed speedily by the
Senibkior :°nd Admiral Musta^ha Paeha, tho reis of the
Araen.il.

'lhough the Are broke out about one o'olock in the
afternoon tho Sultan did not leave the scene of the dins-
-ter till r.oarly seven o'clock, when the demolition of
several liout-o* in tho line of tho flames dually arrested
Uieir progress. Iho usual happy peculiarity of Constan¬
tinople fires has, fortunately, to be here again roportod:
great as was tho destruction of houses, no livos wore lost.
In th« falling down or one of tho houses demolished to
stop the Hami*, the Soraskier, Meheinet Ruchdi Pasha,
was struck by a tailing beam, and wounded in the bead,
llis Highness was promptly carried up to Mr. Uttoni's,
and there received all needful attention. Tho Iqjury, we
are now happy to Irani, w >sbiit slight, and the Pasha
was yesterday ablo to resume his duties at the Sorus-
ke tat.
The offlrial returns of tbe calamity report 362 houses,
