Ly the arrival of Surgesn John Melregor, of the Third
Counecticut Volunteers, in this city (rom Salisbury, N.C.,
who has been unconditionally discharged, we are snabled
to lny before our readers some intoresting inteliigeace re-
lative to the progress of events at various places ia the
South, including Richmond, which Iatter city the surgeon
fis also lately beenm in. Dr. McGrogor was taken
priscner at the battle of Bull run, aud bas, ever since
that memorable day, boen & close captive am.og the
robals, both at Richmond and S8alisbury, North Carolina
Hr nrrived in this oity direet from Salisbury on
Friday last. On the day of the battle of Bull run
Dr, McGregor remained with his men during the
heaviest fire, and did all in his power to alleviate their
sufferings and give them encouragement under Lhe severe
ardeal of ponflict which they were obliged to meet, and
which the Connooticut troops mot upon that oocasion, to
their honor may it be said, without flinchieg, untll the
disastrous retreat was d. Dr. Mot re-
maised on the battle field soven days alter the
Bght, engaged in attending to the worst of the
wounded. From thence ho was takea to Richmond,
tozother with the other Union prisoners, among whom was
Col. Corcoran, These pri wore d in Rich d
wntii the 10th of September, when they were ssat down
to Charleston. The main poinis of intersst oceurring in
these vicinities during this period bave boen detalled al
fength by partion who roturned North mince, and it will
Bore bo ucnocessary to go over thom. Having remalned
five days in Charleston prison,they were removed to
Custle Pinckney, where they ined until the land
of Lthe fleet at Purt Ruyal. The prisonera were then sent
back to the Charleston jail, wnere they were detained un
til the 18t of Janua'y. It was In this jail that they were
coullaed during the great conflagration which took piace
in Charlestun. Every house snd everything in tho neigh-
Bortiood of the jall were on fire, and the yard was flled
with burviog brands and a1l imaginable rubbish, coming
from the burning buildinga. While tbe fire was raging in
fuli fury, the prisoners, instead of being given a chane:
to save themselves from burniog up, were coufiued in
soparate cells. The fire burved everything around the
jail, mnd it was a miracie how that bullaiog escaped with.
eut sharing the same fate.

1t was about this pariod that Dr, Griswold, one of the
Unim asslatant aurgeoos, died.  After his desth the ofl.
wir in gharge called upon General Ripley in order to as
cor'ain what disposition he shouid make of the body
He roceived tho following reply—'' Dig a bole sad bury
him like a damuved dog.” And this is the kind of foel,
tng which exists all over the South In regard
@ such matiors, Truly we wsre fighting «
vody of semi-savages, instead of men whom some claim
0 be our brothers. During their siay in Charleston, Dr.
MoGiregor winies the treatment of the Union prisoners
wis mnoal savage. They never recelved Lhe leass parti
ale of necessary apparel, and had to lve upon rations
cunsisting of bacon and breasd. The bacon was of the
worst description, being alive with maggots and Ube bread
sour a8 » lemon.

On the 1st of January the party left Charleston for
Columbin, The Union forces were then ai Spono, and
briug incroased al Port Royal, so that in the route to Colum

b{ n pagsed through shat city in large numbers
The ships for obstructing the Jamea river were laden
withiu sight of the prisoners, and the whols block ad,
inlning the jall was taken down, Night snd day troeps
pasasd throuch the city, After the battle of Williama-
burg the rebel wounded gould be plainly sesn passing by
and able bodied man by thousands were seen in hacks
hasiening pust, as I the exertious which were made
during the duy were too much fr them. Theas
hacks wers also put into sarvice in order Lo carry soldiers
from the York depot to various points. After the rebel
army moved from Willlameburg nearer to Richmond,
the streets and every part of the city were erowdoed with
soldiers, who bivouacked thers during the night. At this
time army storas of all dvacriptions were passing back
through the o ty. Hevvy siege guns, with numbars o!
oigices and cars from the York River Railroad, were
drawn through the strests. Army wagoans, filled with
nmmunition ana all the other appurlonances of grim war-
fare, were hurried through as fast as possible. The
passing and repassing of troops was constant, and every
costume and every spacies of arm might be seen in the
ranks, Consterpation was pictured in every [eature
whan the nows came of the army rotreating. The ter.
rible cannonading shook ths very foundations of the cily,
and |t was the gonsral balisf amoog all that the city
woudd be in the hands of the Unionists before long.

Belioving this fact of tho Union triumph, the prisonors
were immediately hurried off to Ballsbury, N. C.
They were three days and two nights on the journey. On
the way lhey met several trains loaded with Lroops, must
of whum carrisd no arms bul pikes. AL Raloigh wers
largo camps of instrucilon. Arviving st Sallsbury, they
warn niaced in & garrison which contained some sixtoea
thousand prisoners. This garrisen was rornnrlr a cotlon
manulscturing  establishment lsting of a large
mill, four Ing cabins and six Ioclhmu. Swnnl prison-
eri wore thore from Tuscaloosa, The quarters reserved
for the ollicers ded an lisat view of the
towa,

The condilion of the hospital at this locallty is described
aa heartrending in the extroms to think upon—the ma-
Jority of the siok having 1o lay upon the floor, without
anything undsr them. Tho principal diseases wers ty-
phoid fever, scurvy and diarrhoea. There was no medi.
¢ine or food of any consequence, and the poor fellows had
to sndure their agonies in silence, without sny remedy
whatever, Tho first of our soldiers who died at this sta-
tion was interred io the Lutheran burying ground; but the
women of Salisbury sama forward and interfered in this
also, as ot Columbia, and the body was removed to a tan-
yard, where all subsequent jntorments wers made. With
regurd to the names of those who died, Dr, McGragor was
unablo to furnish & list, Now, whon ous looks st the
terrible depravity of the womnaen of the South In this con.
nectlon, it must appear actually borrifying. But it will
wot do to harp on this subject at length, as the mare facy
% impressive gh, without ing it lu any fourish-
ing language, A fund was got up among the Union ofi-
cers for hospital purposes; but 8o exorbitast was the
price demanded for medicines that It was impossible to
purchase them—one ounce of caalor ofl costing one dol*
lar, and balf & dram of quinios the same price,

The officers’ room aiso commaaded s guod view of the
railroad, aud there passed during a fortnight over
one thovsand troops per day to Richmond., It was un.
derstond that there were nine thoussad troops at Char-
luttesville waiting transportation.

Une circnmstance which Dr. McGragor . desires 1o
allude to particuiarly is the death of Capt. Tillinghass, of
the regular army, who acted as atd to Gea. MeDowelt
and who died on the third day after the battie of Ball
run, from & buliet wound in the abdomen. Shortly before
his death he was visited by tho rebel General Evans,
who recoguized in him an old classmate. Evans took the
Captain's wodding ring from his fAnger, together with
uther vaiuables which be had on his person. Taking the
blouse of the gallant soidier,and holding it before his
nyes, which were already glazed in death, he tauntingly
#aid that he would send the articls to his wife to show
where her husband bad becn shol—there appeariog a
hole in the back part of the blouse, the missile of death
pasaing right through, Caplain Tilllnghast wus baried
under & cherry tree, and the place marked whers lie
ihe remains of aa brave a soldier as ever drew sword.

These sre the principal foatures which have charse-
teriged the captivity of Dr. MeGregor among the rebels.
