{ Second--That il any Btate shall not by the 15th
»f Angust furnish its quota of the additiofh} three
dinndred thousand volunteers authorized by law,
e deficiency of volunteers in that State will also
ibe made up by a special draft from the militia.
The Becretary of War will establish regulations
flor this purpose.

Third—Regulations will be prepared Ly the
War Dopartment, and presented to the President,
With the object of securing the promotion of
®ficers of the army and volunteers for meritorious
#ad distinguished services, and of preventing the
momination and appointment in the military ser-
iee of incompetent or unworthy officers. The re-
gulations will aleo provide for ridding the service
of such incompetent perrons a8 now hold commis”

Ever gince the firing upon our shipping at the mal
boat Juuding by the enemy's balleries, oor Lrdops Luve
veenpied the opposite shore. Yesterdiy a reodnuois
sance was wade irom that point back into the country,
te wilhin fourleem miles of Potersburg. It wam com.
dneted by Calonel Averill, und was composoed of 160 of
the Fifth United States aud 150 of the Third Pennsylvanis
cavalry, with foar ¢ompasies of the First Michigan in-
foatry. Oapiaing Castor and Bowen, of Gen, MoClelian's
#tafl, gecompanied them.

At Cox’s Mills, five miles from the viver, uhey encoun-
lered the Thirteenih Virgioia cavalry drawn up in line.
Our men gharged on them, when they broke and ran.
They drove them 1o thelr encampmont st Eycamors
church, two and & ha)f miles further, where they again
furmedd, but wers inglorionsly pub to Dight, leaving bebind
ol their tente, camp cquipage and ipnary stores,
which vur troops gatbered togelber and burned. The
rebele bad two borsia killed, six men wousded and twe
1aken prisopers, Onr lgss was one horse killed.

After seouring the country a short distance further,
they returnc: 1o the river. There is po further evidesce
of rebal guntoats on the river this side of Fort Darling.

Two of the gunt were yoslerday aflernoon en-
goged shelling the oppusite shore above City Polol.
