It will afford promotion to many worthy officers
who have endured hardship and privation for th**
cause of their country, and will secure to the
now levies commanders -who understand their duty
in the field. It will be seen by the list of promo¬
tions, Ac., in the New York regiments, up to the
6th inst., that quite a number of non-commissioned
officers have been promoted to lientenancics.
The news from General Pope's army is not very

important. The General reviewed the infantry and
artillery of Genera] Banks' command yesterday.
The typhoid fever prevails In many of the regi¬
ments, the Sixtieth New York suffering considera¬
bly. The latest news from Cilpepper intimates
the advance of an expedition from that point, the
obieot of which, of coarse, it is not deemed proper
to state.

Secretary Stanton has Isaaed two important
orders, which will be found in another column.

We say. then, that every loyal man muBt and

will rejoice at the*e orders. A few northern
newspapers have published treason long
enough. A few northern orators, in public
and private, have spouted treason long enough-
From this day forth the North must be a unit'
and force takes the place of moral suasion.
The President has set his foot down upon a plat¬
form to which no Union man can object, and
every citizen must stand with him. The national
government has asserted its integrity and its
power, and every citizen must submit. For the
future all of us must be unconditional Union
men. This settles the fate of the rebellion. The
war would have been over long ago had not the
united South been opposed to a North distracted
by abolition intrigues and secession murmur-

inga. Now, with more men, more money and
more resources than the South, we cannot but
succeed. Indeed, we are upon the very thresh-
hold of success. The robelB have done their
utmost, and that utmost has failed. All that we
require now is to overwhelm the rebellion by a

sudden, a miraculous display of strength. The
call of the government for six hundred thou¬
sand more men announced that this display was
to be made. At this crisis, however, a small
number of domestic traitors became bolder
than ever, and never have secession sym¬
pathizers been more blatant and abolitionists
foul tongued than during the past few weeks.
For a moment the nation, disturbed by these
clamors, seemed to hesitate and pause on the
very eve of victory. The government saw this>
and the President was equal to the emergency
Ho decided the negro question by confiscating
the slaves of rebels on the one hand, and re¬

fusing to receive black regiments on the other.
This done, he has issued these special orders,
in which he gripes both secessionists and abo¬
litionists by the throat, and chokes them out of
existence.
We congratulate Secretary Stanton that his

name is appended to such orders as these. He
began the first stage of his career as Secretary
of War by issuing a bulletin against Malcom
Ivae, and b« concluded that .stage by resigning
all control of our armies to the mora able and
experienced Gen. Halleck. He baa begun the
second stage of his secretaryship under better
auspices, and now directs his energies not
against an inoffensive man, but against the
enemiea of his country. We congratulate the
President that he has again shown himself to
be, aa we have always esteemed him, the man
for the time and for the Union, and that, undis¬
mayed by opposition and uninfluenced by abo'
lition intrigues, be has again displayed his keen
appreciation of the wishes of the loyal people,
his shrewd comprehension of the requirements
of the crisis, and his thorough, hearty and un¬
conditional devotion to the constitution and the
Union. We congratulate the country that at
last we are to prosecute the war in earnest;
that at last no traitors, North or South, are to
be spared; tbat at lust the days of the rebellion
are numbered; that at last our administration
and our generala are working in perfect har¬
mony and concord; that at last we are to over,
power the rebels, not in words, bat by superior
numbers; that at last* every citizen of the
United States is to share in tb« glory of re¬

storing the Union; that at last no man is to be
allowed to be in the Union nod aot of it.en¬
joying its blessings without defending its liber
ties; raaping its advantages, but shirking its
responsibilities and assailing its integrity;
willing to live in it, but unwilling to fight for
it; that, in short, we at length hwe a govern¬
ment, and that all is right at last.

The Draft and the War M IW Union.

Who Are Hxempt and
We are receiving a multitude of letters fiverr

day, asking us all aorta of questions abo»H vhe
effect of the draft upon different classes of irf
habitants.one wanting to know if a certafc*
disease of long standing does not necessarily
exempt him from service ; another, if belong¬
ing to a Are department docs not save him; a

third, if the fact of his having served seven years
in the militia is not a sufficient reason in law
that be should not serve now in time of war; a

fourth, if the circumstance of bis being au alien
is not a protection against the draft. Other
correspondents ask us other questions too nu¬
merous to mention. Instead of replying to so

many letters in detail, we will endeavor to
answer them in batches, according to the prin¬
cipal points of the Militia law, on which the
draft is founded.

All able bodied white mala citizens between
the ages of eighteen and forty-five years, resid¬
ing in this State, and not exempted by the laws
of the United States, are subject to military
duty, excepting persons in the army or navy or
volunteer force of the United States, persons
discharged from the army or navy, or the mili¬
tary service of the State, after a j>eriod of seven
years, unless in time of insurrection in the
State, or invasion of the State, or war; ministers
and preachers of the Gospel, and all State officers,
from Lieutenant (Governor to constable; Shakers
and Quakers, professors, teachers and students
in colleges, academies and common schools,
firemen in active service, and firemen who have
performed their regular torm and are known us

''exempts;" idiots, lunatics, paupers, habitual
drunkards, arid persons convicted of infamous
crimes. Aliens are, of course, not liable.
There are two classes of persons about whom

doubts have been raised, and much discussion
set on foot.those who have bodily ailments
and firemen. Under the impression that every
kind of disease would ba a bar to the draft, thou¬
sands of citizens have incurred the expense of
medical certificates, which are of no more value
to the parties than the paper on which they are
written. If they are within the age, and are

not otherwise exempt, a plea of disease will
not protect them, till they are examined by
tbe medical officers of the United Stales
army, whose decision alone is of any avail in
the case. We may here state, however, that
Adjutant General Hillhouse, in a rocenl order,
says that physical disability should in all cases
be established to-the satisfac tion of the enroll¬
ing officer by a physician's certificate, as well
as the affidavit of the pfrty. He enumerates the
following diseases and imperfections as proper
causes of military disability:.Wounds of the
bead which impair the faculties or cause con¬

vulsions; serious impairment of hearing, speech
or vision; anchylosis, or active disease of any of
the larger joints; the presence of pulmonary
disease or organic disease of tie heart; irreduci¬
ble hernia; fistula in ano, large hemorrhoids,
large and paiaful varicocele-or varicose veins,
which extend ufoove the knee; the loss of a limb,
or the thumb and forefinger on the right hand,
or of any two fingers on either hand; the loss of
the great toe; any marked physical imperfec¬
tions whioh would unfit for active service.

Neither are half of tbe exemption papers
prepared by the lawyers of any value. For in.
stance, an alien is-out liable, and requires no

exemption papers:-neither does aeitiaen under
eighteen or over forty-five years. If by any
mistake a citizen above or under tbe age should
be entered upon the list, he can,,after receiving
notice of being dtafted, have it set aside by
applying to a judge in his district within five
days.
Fiymen are exempt frost military duty, ex.

eept iii case of invasion of the State or insurrec¬
tion therein. Neither the officers nor members
of any fire company are to be enrolled on
the list, and the foreman of every fire /

company is bound, before thcl->tli of May
in each year, to file in tbe office of the town or

city clerk a list containing the names of tbe
members of bis company, and tbe town or ward
in which cacb resides, in order that they may
be omitted from the roll. All persons claiming
exemption shall Me a written statement of the
same, verified by affidavit, in the office of the
town or city clerk or county olevk, before the
loth of August, in default of which such per
sons shall lose the benefit of the exemption, un¬
less they are specially exempted by the act of
Congress, on the ground of age or health or

non-citizenship. The officer making the enrol¬
ment, if any person be exempt by law. will note
the same by writing the wetd exempt" oppo¬
site to his name.
The persons thus carolled shall form the re-

serve militia of the State.those between the
ages of eighteen aud thirty the first cla^s, and
those between thirty and forty-five the second
class. The uniformed militia are liable to mili¬
tary duty first, the first class of the reserve
militia next, aml.lastly the second class of tbe
receive militia,
Srxh is the recent law of our State Legisla¬

ture. The first eectioa of the law of Congress,
passed on the l<jth of July last, provides as fol¬

From the foregoing it is easy to tee who are

liable and who are exempt; but it in advisable
for all who desire more particular information
on the subject to purchase a copy of the State
law. rut we truot that tbe queetion with
all good citizens, and even aliens, will
not bs how they may escape servioe in the
cause of the republic in the suppression of this
rebellion, but how they may render it ihe
greatest service in their power. If they are

not liable, or if they ate exempt, atid y»t are

within tbo military age, and are of sou/id body
and mind, and have not a family depending on
them for support, they incur a nvoral ohiiga-
tioo to enlist in the army of the Union; or, if

The Kternal Unity of the Amerlrarn He-
pabllc.Views ef Oar Catholic Prelates
In Europe.
The twenty-first day of July, 1862, will

henceforth be regarded as a dies faustua
in the history of old Ireland. On that
day the grandest demonstration that ever
graced the capital city of the bland was
witnessed by thousands upon thousands of the
Irish people. The occasion that brought these
crowds together was the lnyiner of the fc^da-
tiou stone of a new Irish Catholic University,
near the city of Dublin. No correct estimate
has been formed of the numbers who took part
in the procession of the day; but it is stated
that they must be counted by hundreds of thou¬
sands. There was a most illustrious assemblage
of foreign bishops, and America was well and
ably represented. Besides the Right Reverend
John Hughes, Archbishop of New York, there
were present toe Most Rev. Monselgncur Char-
bonel, Bishop of Toronto; the Most Rev. Dr
Loughlin, Bishop of Brooklyn, N. Y.; the Most
Rev. Dr. McCloskey. Bishop of Albany; the
Most Rev« Dr. Lynch, coadjutor Bishop of To¬
ronto, and several other distinguished bishops.
' The foundation stone of ths new institution
was laid with the usual imposing formalities,
after wbifh a most eloquent sermon was

preached by the Archbishop of New York.
Full accounts of all these interesting ceremo¬
nies appear in our paper this morning. The
words of the venerable Areibishop were most
aptly spoken* and may truly be said to have
been "like apples of silver in pictnres of gold.»
He said tit;* it was some fifty 7ears since he
voluntarily abated away from the shores of Ire¬
land and was borne westward to another coun¬

try beyond the broad Atlanfcfe. This country
was the iUniled States of America. Here the
young Iri ih adventurer.now the distinguished
Catholic prelate and scholar.found endless
opportuni tbs fbr improving and developing his
ability; as he says, "legislation had not
attempted t+> take away the key or knowledge,
and, althoiipj a Roman Catholic, he was made a

freeman ard an American citizen long before
the act of Cj* bolic emancipation was passed in
England." The warm encouragement, and
friendly pre* ection which America then sl owed
to this young Irishman wwe like good seeds
«own on fr 4 tfnl ground. After the lapse of
