Though the boilers sad
machinery and coal bunkers occupy considerable apace,
there is ample room for officers' quarters and the accom¬
modation of the crew. The New Ironsides has bat three
decks.the orlop deok, In oonsequenee of the light
drsft of the frigate, being dispensed with. On
the spar deck the ctroles havs been laid for the
pivot guns, and the Joiners' werk on it Is In a very
forward state. A number of joiners ars at work on the

gun deck, fitting up the captain's quarters, wbioh are

spacious and well lighted. When furnished, they wM
present a handsome appearance. No other officer is al¬
lowed a cabin on this deck; but all, from the lieutenant

down, are quartered on the berth deck. The cabins of
these, with the wardrooms, are all completed and rsady
for eccupanoy. The total number of offloers on board the
Ironsides is about thirty. These Include the commander,
lieutenants, masters, surgeons, chaplain, engineers, lieu¬
tenant of marines, midshipmen, master's mates, paymas¬
ter and clerk, boatswain, gunner aud carpenter. Though
the Ironsides is of the same tonnage as the Wabaih, she
wHl not carry as large a crew, inasmuch as she is to be
dismantled bofore going out. The armament of the frl"
gate, consisting of sixteen eleven-Inch Dablgren guns on

the gun deck, and two two hundred-pounder Parrott guns
on the spar deck, was put on board last Wednesday.
The work on the outside of the vessel is so nearly com¬

pleted that a few days will be sufficient to finish lt«
Niagara..There is a rumor that the recommendation

of the board of officers to razee the sieam frigate Niaga¬
ra will be carried out. Captain Hudson, "the cable
Commodore," adds his support to it, and no one know
our "pot ships" better than he. The proposition is to
ray.ee the frigate about four and a half feet in the bull, a

light rail and hammock netting to replace the present
bulwark, which poor Steers was so proud of. Thirty
guns.twenty on the berth and twelve on the spar desks-
are to be the new armament. Somosay It would be best to
out the bulwarks entirely off and mail the ship, but this
can be done whon the first move is mado, if it seems advi'
sable.

Tho unpalntod build¬
ings and fences have boen whitewashed, and tbe streets
are kept clemlyto a degree which, after a month's so¬
journ at Hilton Head, Is positively delightful.

We hear,
however, that the rebels have completed their naval ram''
at Charleston and Savannah. If this bo true, a concertod
movement against our fleet at Port Royal and our land
forces may at any moment be looked for.
Tne Militiry Commission Is still in session. Tho case

of Mr. Sedgwick has boen concluded, but the decision of
the Court bos not yet been made public. Mr. Sedgwick
c'aims to have made a fair and square bargain with Gen.
Saxton for tha lumber which he attompted to ship; Gen.
Saxton, on tbe other hand, alleges that Mr. Sedgwick,'*
conduct was nothing more nor less than au attempt to de¬
fraud the government. The Commission is to-day occupied
with tho trial of a nogro for the murder of anotner
negro,committed on St. Helena Island last winter.' H is
a case of love, jealousy and crime, which, in New York
ot Brooklyn, wound bring ont tho best ta:euts or iho Sun¬
day paper reporters; but hero in South Carolina it lacks
interest.

1 think there is a conflict or jur isdiction at this point
which cannot fail, it' continued, to bo productive of un¬
pleasant results. General Braunan is at tho hea l of the
military forces. General Sax ton commands the civilians
an I ;ovorns the n»groes. Which of the two is the supe
rior authority? I learn that a no<ro employed aa a stew
ard on one of tho transitorts, and who had etolori a sum
of money from the Captain, who.kept him in airesi, was
set at liberty a few days since by one authority, and that
he was subsequently arrested and is now kept in durance
by the other. It is a trivial case, but It is nevertheless a
case In point.

the United States o!Tl era hero having no Instructions In re¬
gard to them.what would have become of these brave i'el-
lows had It not been for these much abuse State ai,ent-?
One thing ie certain, that up to a recent period these poorfellows would have wandered about our streets or slept in
the lock up, and, arriving at all hours "f the night, would have
crawled bleeding to our b.vwsvs, unnoticed and nclected,
had it not been lor t ie«e same Slate a :en'S and the two in¬
stitutions sustained by private subsi rlpnon. attended bv
tbe most delicate and routed ladies of our city.I menu
the New England Soldiers' Relief Asso iation and the Park
Barracks. And further. I know that any neglect of these
men in the streets ol New York would have created such a
howl of indignation from one end of the loyal Staten to ti e
other, that even thoso who are now so ready to deproeale
the services of State agents would have felt uncomfortable
in their places. One steamer, the O ften Queen brought us
at one trip one thousand sick, wounded and dlsablsd men.
We went to Colonel Tompkins for advice. He said ho had
no authority, but would recommend us to send them home.
And I have'his writing 10 thai eilect now. Our hospitals
were full, and with notice from Dr. Cuyler (for no'i es
began<o.eonie then) that two morn ships loaded with sick
and wounded had started for this port, we were obliged to
semi the men home to empty our building for Ihcir re-
caption.

T'lAIH OP BON. 81K ALLAN NAFIKK M AC.NAB.

The dl8ikn,i]Mhftd provincial statesman, Mop rtir Allan
Napier MacN >b, Bart., died on Ihe 8th Inst., of gastric fe¬
ver, at Toronto, Canad*. He was born in Niagara, Feb. IB,
1708. Couse<n.ei.tly lu> waa Biity-feur year* of aye at bis
demise. He wo* of Scottish exlrasuou, and llio eon of a

general officer in tbe British army. His grandfather waa

a royal forester of England. IIis father was the principal
aid-de camp to tho late General Pltoco", thctlrst Governor
of Upper Canada. When, during Die war of 1&12-16, the
Americans went to York (now Toronte), April 27, 18)-'),
Sir Allan, theu a boy between thirteen and fotirleon years
of age, atUndlbg tbe school of !)r. Stracbmn, then Bishop
of Upper Canada, volunteered, with mauy others, and
marched Into the woods above the garrison with the
grenadier oompuny of tho King's regiment, who were

uearly all destroyed by the Atuenuna. 'ihe army sub.

sequenlly retreated to Kingston, where, through the in.
fluence of the hue GenerulSir U. II. Sheafe, young MacNab
was placed en board Sir James Yeo's nhip, on Like Onta¬

rio, as a midshipman, In which capacity bo acted under Sir
George Provost, and accompanied the expedition toSack-
ett'sHarbor and other Amoricau lake ports; buthesoou
abandoned tho navy for the army, resuming hi* position
in the kit tor arm of me service, joining ibo Onelluu
dredth regiment, theu in advance on tho Niagat a frontier
He participated In the storming of Fort Niagara and

taking of Buffalo and Black Rock, wfclcli placed the Nia¬
gara frontier in poidCHSion of Ihe British, for which ser

vices lio was prom- ted to an cntigncy in tho Forty ninth
regiment. With this regiment,about the commencement,
of the L mer Canad'an campaign, ho marched to Halts
burg, where ho commanded the advance guard at the

bridge over tho Saronnc on the morning of tho attack,
lie continued to sorve with his regiment until the reduc¬
tion of the army in 1810, when lie retarLed to York

(Toronto), and commenced the study of law. with tho
then Attorney Gonornl. In 1824, shortly after beiug
called to the bar, MacNab established himself in Ilum-

ilton, then a village of only twe hundred Inhabitants,
where he socured to him»elf a very lucrative practice,
and was the first barrister \vh > was honored with a silk

gowri as Queen's Couuscl for Upper Canada, lu 18-8 he
luuladl(H< ulty with tho House of Assembly, by whose
order he was committed to custody, but was soon after
set at liberty. la is29 he was elo> ted member of the
Provincial Legisl»ture lor the county of W'entworth. In
which ho resided, aiid from that timo until 18;>5 whs a

member of tho Canadian Parliamu.it. He was for several
years Speaker of the House of Assembly of the province
<>r Upper Canada, and iu 18.'<5 was Prime Miuiste.-, under
the administration of the Earl of Elgin, and leader iu the
House of Assembly.
During tho insurrection in Canada in 1837-8, and when

Speaker' of the Asaeinbly, Sir Allan, holding the rank of
color.ol, commanded the militia lorco in Upper Canada,
and after the dispersion of thj rotels at Galiow.s Hill he
put down tho rebellion in the London district. At one

day's notice he marcbcd with stxleeu hundred men to tbe
Niagara frontier, where he remained for the greater part
of the winter, to repel the threateued attack o; tho insur¬
rectionists and American sympathizers. Ho routed tbo
insurgents near Toronto, December 7,1R37. He subse¬
quently sent an expedition to Navv Islaud, in Niagara
river, where tho insurgents were cannonading tho village
of Chippewa, on the Cfcnadat-'ido. He seized the steamer
Carollue, which was employed to convey stores and as

sistance to the insurgents. Having driven the steamer
ashore, lie sot tire to it and sent It In llames
over Niagara Fall*. Tlia British claimed by tlii.s
action, in cutting out and destroying the Caro¬
line, he put ail - end to llio rebellion and gave a

quietus to tbe threatened invasion of that part of the pro¬
vince. The seizure of tho Caroline was made at tbo
