Great Battle Near Culpepper
Court House on Saturday.

@General Banks Sustains the
Heat of the Battle and
Holds His Position.

THE L0SS HEAVY ON BOTH SIDES,

Wasumwazon, August 10, 1862.

Tho moat desperate fight for the numbers engaged
Simce the war commenced oogurred yesiorday at Codar
Meuntain, eight miles south of Culpepper Court House,
Virginia, between Gonsral Banks’ corps d'drmve of Gen.
Pope’s foroes and the rebels under Stonewall Jackson in
perscn. General Pope had sent General Banks' command
%0 the front early (n the morning,and the divisions of
@enerals Angur and Williams teok position & mileora
mile snd & balf this side the greund of the skirmish of
the day provious.

In (he afternoon Crawfurd’s brigade of Gen. Williams’
division, composed of the Forty-sixth renmlvmh‘
Tenth Maine, Fifth Connecticut and Twenty-clghth New
York regiments, with Best’s battery of regulars, moved
forward loa plece of high ground betwesn Cedar creek
snd Crooked river, some four miles morth of the point
where the Culpepper and Gordonsville turnpike crosses
that stream. To the seutn of this point, distant about
three fourtha of & mile, rices the Cedar Mountain, a spur
of the great thoroughlare range.

No souner had our Lroops emerged from the timberon
the norih,and croased Cedar Creek,than a baitery of
Beavy guus, located in the thick timber hall way up the
‘smountain side, opsned upon them with shoet and shell,
and anotber, of smaller guns, from & poiot of timber about
Sree-sighths of a mile to the westward.

Eoat's battery of Parrott guns was immediately planted
on the crest of the hill, sud began repiying lo the two,
while th infantry was posted in line of battis to the right
of the battery. Bt

The cuemy kept up & continuous fire from both bat
rles fome balf an bour, which was rapidly reluroed by
Gupt. Brest, when thres additional rebel batteries opened
from aa many different localities.

At about five o'clock the rebel infaniry was discovered
n strong force upon our right and in front supporting the
pobel batteries, when word was sont back to the main
Body siating the fact. Immediately Gen. Augur's divi-
sion, with the remainder of Gen. Widiams' divigion,
were thrown forward and posted upon the right of Gen,
Crawford and frooting the desge timbaer where the rebel
tafantry wore posted.

General Banks now rode on (0 the fleld and diresied
the eperations. General Geary's brigade of General
Auger's division had the udvanos and mainlained It ad-
mirably. General Geary's brigade cousisted of the Finh
@hio, Beventh Shio, Twenty-ninth Ohlo, Twenty-sighth
Pecosylyania and Snapp’s Battery,

Mo rooner bad these treops taken their plases than tho
pebels opencd musketry fire upon them from two side®
and in front, aided by the batterios before mentioned.
e batiories 0n the mountain Also kept up & mos®
destructive ire, but the federal trocps never faltered or
@ven winced. At balf-past five the battle became gene-
val, sriillery replying to artillery and infantry to infan-
Wy, and desperation was ibe order of the day. The fight
sontinued until darkness put & siop o the carnage. |
Bave wilnessed many batties during this war, but [ have
seen none whero the Leancious obsilnacy of the American
sharacter was so fully displayed.

Ovr troops foughh with the valor of veterans. Mo
secuer did & volley of musketry or & discharge of artillery
mow down the ranks of a regiment than the gapa were
glosed up and & pew front prescnted. Reglumnut vied
with regimont, sad brigads will brigade, Ia deedso,
walor; and few lnsiances Imdesd werc there where even
mdividuals faltered.

The Eighth and Twelfth regulars attached 1o Gonoral
Banks' corps, led by Caplain Piicher, did excollent ser’
wice. Caplain Phcher was wounded severely, though
ot dangerously, i the knee by a muskel shot, but he
ept the Bald antll the end.

With the seitiag in of darkness the firing of muskelry
eeared, bul the ariillery upon Lhe moustala kept upa
rmadom firing ootll near midmight. At dark our Lroops
withdrew o a small espas of wood, about half & mile to

The night was unusually lustrous, and all preminent
ebjects were aa plainly distinguished sa in the bright
daylight. Thoreughfare Mounlain loomed up to the weat,
rebel sigual light now fashing through space, and our
oolumns standlag by their muskels stretehed up and
all the slopes sud Gelds, were dimly descried with
facus lowards (b snsmy.

The wounded eamg In o foot in grest numbers, and
the ambulances were promptly on the spot to carry off
those unable to walk,

The scenes that made the mornimg light terrible were
{ho congomitants of all battle fields; but the unusually
Beavy loss of feld and line officers was remarkable.

Gen. Banks had his horse killed under him, a8
did also the chief of Gen. Pope’s siaff, Col. Ruggles.

Large numbaers of hespital tents snd stores were sent
from Washiogton to-day %o the scene of action.
Culpspper is one vast hospital, though most of the
wounded will be sent on to Washington for treatment.

Another Account of the Battle.
HrapquarTERs, Six Mixs Bavown Currerrea, Va. ,J_
August 10, 1862.

A battle was fought yeslerday between General Banky
and Stonowall Jackson, General Bayard,of Gemeral Me-
Dowsll's corps, with his cavalry brigade,had been en-
gaged the day before in the extreme advance near the
Rapldan river, skirmishing and mapceuvering, taking
some prisoners, and ending with slight loss—bafing the
effiorts of  large force to surround and out him off.

Yesterday morning he was engaged for some hours be-
fore General Bauks came up, and, with four regiments of
cavalry the First Penvsylyania, First Maine and First
Rhode Island, delayed and embarrssged the enemy’s ad-
vanoe.

The rebels, under Jagkson and Fwell, had crossed the
Rapidan in force, and their advance guard, 15,000 strong
was attacked by G ‘m,“‘,lﬂﬂm'
b about six miles sputh of Culpepper Court House.

The fight was aimost wholly with artillery at frst; but
the infantry becamo engaged aboul six o'clock, aca a de-
termined and bloody contest followed. g

General Banks' right wing, under General Williams,
suffered severely. .

The rebel poeition was in the woeds, while the troops
which attacked them were obliged te eross open ground.

It was not till about six o'clock that nb_wm‘
the rebels were attacking In force., FPrevioualy to that
there had been a rather desultory canncoade. The whole
rebel force suddenly sttacked in uverwhelming number®
at all poiuts,

Nearly all (heir regimenta had full ranks.

At half-past seven o'clock Gen. Pope arrived on the
field from Culpepper, sccompaniea by’ Gen. McDowell,
with part of McDowell's corps. The batile was subsian.
tially over, General Banks holding the same ground tha'
he occapiod at the beginning.

After the arrival of General Pepe there was an artiliery
ocontest, continuing at intervals til nearly twelve o'clock’
The night was 'Ilﬂlll.ﬂﬁ’ clear and 1the meon
full. The rebels planted & baitery against General
McDowell's ceairs, whers General Pope and General
Baoks were, bringing thom both upder the fire,

The generals and their staffs were 80 near the rebel
lines, being actually in front of their own lines, that
s sudden charge of rebel cavairy was made from
the woods g quarter of a mile off, apparently with &
view to capture them. Tho attempt was repelied by a
vigoroun fire from McDowell's troops, and tho generals
and their staffs left the ground under & cross fire from
{he rebels and their own troops. The Ore of the rebel
batteries was aftorwards sflonced.

Gen. Pope on arriving ssnl freah troops to the front to
take the place of Gen. Banks' exbausted columns. Tn®
enemy did not renew the atiack exoapt by artillery, The
troops were under arma and in position all night.

tian. Banks waa on the Ookl throughout the action and
was constantly under fire. His handling of his droops
and perscnal gallaniry are highly praised by his officers.
The bravery and good eonduct of the troops were con-
spicuous during & large partof the fight. When over-
powered by oumbers, some regiments retreated ko dis-
order. i

Qeneral Banks is ratber severely hurt by an aceident,
Acayalry treoper ran against him,snd be was struck
heavily in ihe aids. Neveribeless, he remalned on the
field, and is on duty this morning with his command,

General Geary is wounded, and has had aa arm am-
putated.

The losses are very hieavy on beth sides—aot less than
2,000 or 5,000 killod, weunded and missing on each side.
Some prisoncrs were taken by Loth.

Jaskeon and Ewell were both preseot in ihe battle.
Relnforotments under Gen. A. P. Hill, to the smount of
18,000 men, reached the rebels last night st abous the
sume time ours arrived.

IS IPCLELLAN A SOLDIER ?

The Opening Battles of the
Rebellion.

The ¢ Short, Sharp, Decisive” Cam-
paign in Western Virginia.

What a Soldler Can Do When Uniram-
melled by Politicians,
® %o, &, &e.

The history of MeClellan’'s campaign in Westorn Vire.
ginis muy be considered by some, at this conjuncture, na
old and uninteresting. But we are bappy to thiok thas
that claes of our readers js small. To the reader of co-
temporansous history the eampaign in Western Virgiula
is beginning to bo appreciated. As b was the opening
ampaign of the pr beliion, the imporiance
of its results on tbe goneral issus, and the great military
genius it develuped , render it one of great interest.

The early mgitatlon of the seceaswon question, the
eecession of Southern Stwtes, the fall of Sumter
and the fnal scgosmion of Virginla, whieh capped
the climax of tuo rebal confederacy, eseh event
oocurring 1o rapld succession, npaturally produced
much unsasivess throughout the country, but espocially
in those States, aud particularly in those sections lable
to be | diataly affected Ly the op of the hazard-
ous experiment of wholesale rebellion. The socession of
Virginta was looked upon as s foregone conclugion hng
before It was publicly aanounced, seoresy being observed
in order that the lendors might improve every sdvautage
to make tho helllali work succossful, question of so-
ceaslon or no secession from the Unlon was offered to the
peoplo of Virginia, The manner in which this election
was conducted—ez narts, under e menaces and threata of
tho rebol mob—rendered the wiz populi null and void,
The rebols carried the election, and Virgluia voted Ler-
salf political dnmnation. But, while the groster portiom
of Virginia voted for secesnion, the northern poruinn of it
embracing ten or u dozen eounties, kuown as the ' Fan
Handle,"” boundod on the east by the Allesghauy Moun-
talus and Peonsylvania, west by the Ohio river, north
by Penneylvasiia, and south by the Greal Eanuwha river—
declared itself, by the popular voice, unalterably at-
tached to the old Union. This attachment to the Unlon
waa declared, ludividoally and cellectively, amid the
threata of the few leading secessionists in Lhat seciion,
who th d their " veng upon the hoads
of these loyai Virginlans, The Comvention for furming a
new Biate goveroment succeedsd the secession of old
Virginia, and this was followed by the establishment of
tho State of Western Virginia, The noble sondunt of the
peopls of this embryo Stale was bravo in thoe extromes
backed up aa It was by & meral ecurage displayed unly
by s brave snd determined peopls. While their com,
dugt was the admiration of all loyal citizens,
tho Governors of Ohlo and Pennsylvacia—Deuni-
son and Curtin—pledged to Lhe new Biate the entirs sup.
port of the military forces of their States te protect it
gainst the it of secessi ; and when the cam-
paign shonld be forced {'there should be no cessation of
bostilities until the national flag foata over efery parti-
cle of national property in the couniry.” The organiza-
tion of troops in the States of Obio sud Pennaylvania ab
this time waa pregressing under the call of Presidest
Lincoln for 76,000 mesn. In the former Biate, in Lbo
sarly part of May, Geurge B. McClellan, then the Presis
dent, Civil Pnginosr and Geperal Superintendeut of the
Ohlo sad Mississippl Ra'lroad, was tendered the posi-
tion by Governor Denison of major general commaud-
Ing the Obio militia. Aimost al the same Lime, Govern-
or Curtin,of Peunsylvania, made MoClellan a similar
tender, urging him to mecept It as Pennsylvania was his
nalive Siate; but Governor Demison’s offer came firet
and was accepled. The Governor of Ohio, in muking
this wise sclection, did so on the merits of Gen. MoClel.
jan's former connection as an ofleer of the United Stales
Army, In which army he had fought his way o a
eaplajpcy during the Mexican ocampaign; and
while In thal ocspacily, as ome of the distin.
gumbod mombers of Lhe military commission who
vislied Europe during the time of tho struggle betwesa
4he allied foross agalnst Russia, im hisabsence enjoying
ample facilities for inspeciing all ibe eperations of both
bosiile eamps, he was snabled to render him-
solf persenally [(amiliar with all the delanils,
in every pessible aspect, of modern warfare on a
giganiic soale.
