‘ Four Prrassr, Ga., Angust 10, 1862,
Caplure of the Rebel Steamer G neral Les— Violation of
Fiags of Truce by the Rewls dbe.

The rebel sleamer (ieneral Lee was gaptured this morn-
ing in the Savannah river, under cironmstances of & preu-
ltar pature. At about seven o'clock word was roported
to Colonel Barton thal a flag of truce from the rebels was
it wight and approaching the fort.
