Pillow. This was abandoned after a force of 20,000 men
had been pushed by the rebels te within striking dis-
tauce, and the main portion of the fores was withdrawn.
I do not know tho ressoning by which the rebel leaders
wers led to believe the plan unfeasible, nor am I
at all positive that it has been really abandoned. All I
koow ia that it loocks so mow, although the military
authorities are somewhat alarmed in anticipation of an
attack there.
