THE SITUATION.
Oar army has immortalized itself, according tu
allithe aocounts of the buttles fought on the histo-
rio ground of Bull run Friday, from daylight 1o
dark, and renewed yesterday. The official order
of General Fupe to Major General Halleck, which
we publish in anotner column, gives the story
briefly and graphically, and, as substantisted by
the detailed acconnts which we present to om:
readers to-day from other sources, furnishes a
complete description of these eventful battles,
the result of which has been to discomfit the enc-
my and place bim In & trap for which he wa.
not prepared. Instead of outfanking Gene-
ral Pope, as Jacksoa designed, he has
found himsell. uftor two days' hard Aght-
ing, surrounded by the forces of General:
McClellan, Pops, Burnside, McDowell and Bige!.
Bull run has been agaiu the sceos of  sanguin-
ary conflict, but this time it has proved the scene of
triumph for the Union arms. It is true that the
fisld was won at a great sacriflce, our loss being
put down at eight thousand men, and that of the
enemy at fully double that number, while the
amount of the rebels capturcd is comsiderable,
though not yet fully ascertained. The movement
of the rcbels was & bold and daring affair, and
we may well congratulate our generals upon
the skill and energy which converted what
whs designed to be a successful advance npon the
uatioual capital into & decided defeat of Jacksou's
forcea™sud an unmistakeable victory for the Union
armies. Thoe two maps which we give to-day will
illustrate the scene of tha ({irst and the recent
battles on the memorable gronud of Bull run.

The wants of the wounded In these conflicts
will be prowmptly attonded to. The employes of
the different governmeont departments at Washing-
ton to the number of uearly ons thousaud have, wt
the sugzestion of the War Department, started
for the scene of action to sact as nurses. The
pliysicians of Phiadelplis with Christian prompti-
tude have also volunteered almost to a manto
procoed to the battle Bcld, and render aid to the
suffering. No doubt the medical corps of the army
will be reinforced from other quarters also, and
the sick aud wounded of our gallant army will
quickly recvive all the ationtion they require.

Fhe Crowning Vietory of the War=The
Second Great Hatfle of Bull Run.

We have the supreme satisfaction of con-
gratulating our readers this morning upon what
we accept. from the facts before us, as the
crowning Union victory of the war.

The old battle fleld of Bull run has been im-
mortalized. The conflict of Friday and yester-
day on that memorable field completely eclipses
the comparstively small affair of July 21,
1861. In that battle, under General McDowell,
onr forces actually engaged did mot ex-
ceed 18,000 men, and our losses in kiMed
and wounded were 1,480 ; while, with some
27,000 men in the fight, the rebel loss (Bean-
regard’s report) was 1,593, In this last battle,
cn the same ground, our forces engaged could
bardly be less than 75,000 veteran soldiers,
and the rebel army was donbtless fully up
this  fignre, including raw  recruits,
if mot considerubly beyond it. Our losses in
the first day’s fight are roughly estimated by
(iogeral Pope as mot less than eight thousand
Lilled and wounded, while he think: the rebel
loss two to our omne, The casualties of the
sweond day may have been greater or less
They have not been repoited. It is manlfest
however, that in desperate fighting, and in the
iggregate of Killed and wounded om both
sides, this second great and sanguinary battle of
Bull run will eclipse evea the two days’ bloody
contlict at I'isburg Laoding.

The Kuights of the Golden Cirole,

Weo publish- this morning a long and semi-
official wcoount of an organization knewn as
ton Knights of the Jelden Circle. The ob-
wots of this organization are sald to be to
theow obsincles in the way of the government,
and to give aid and comfort to the rebellion in
cvery possible way. The exposition which we
publish is from the Cairo correspondence of the
Chicago Trilune, and purports to be based
upon the sworn aflidavita of responsible par-
tiea, The ceremonies, signs and gripe of the
order are assumed to be fully explaived, and
the arrest of & member of Congresa and of
several otber prominent eitizens of Southern
linois is reported. On the whole, the exposi-
tion in question is very curious, absurd and in-
teresting, and will well repay perusal.

It strikes us, bowever, that the attempt to
represent this so-called Order as a great.con-
spiracy against the government is eilly and per-
nicious. In our opinion, the Order of the
Knights of the Golden Circle is as complete a
humbug as the Order of the Sons of Malta, and
the two orders very mnch resemble each other
in their signs, grips and ceremonies. Both of
these orders were devised by dissipated fellows,
with the object of obtaiming pleatiful free
drin The pretence that the Knighta of the
Golden Circle originally intended to filibuster
Central America into the Unlon i3 just as grest
a sham and delusion as the pretence thit the
Sons of Malta desiged to filibuster
Cuba Into the Union. We kunow all
about the 5002 of Malta now, and its members
freely avow, since the Order has been squelched,
that their intention was merely to have a little
fun, * sell” a few friends, and indulge in oys-
ters and champagne at the expense of the initia-
tion fees. The Knights of the Golden Circle
had no better or worse intention. It i perfect
folly to represent them as conspirators and
rebel sympathizers, and to give them the credit
of widespread organization, powerful support-
era and mumerous adkerents. The exposition
which we reprint seriously states that the
Order is an organized plan to foment rebellion
in our midst, snd to encourage armed resist-
ance to the authorities. It charges that the
leaders of the Order are in direct communica-
tion with the rebels, and that they ave armed
by the rebels and send recruits to the rebel
army. It states that the Knights are sworn to
resist the draft and the tax, and have their
generals, captains, lieutenants and other officers,
who drill them for this purpose. It details the
most absurd signs, grips and passwerds, but
says that, ¢ though absurd, they are not the
less likely to be (rue.” It represents that
signs are agreed upon by which Northern and
Bouthern members of the Order shall recognize
each other in battle and designedly overshoot
each other, and by which, when making a bayo-
net charge, the Northern Knights sball signify
their intention to surrender as prisoners without
striking a blow. Now, if all this trash were
not pernicious to the government, were not
hurtful to the Unfon cause, and were not a great
hindrance to enlistments, it would be too non-
sensical for notice,

It will ho observed, howover, that only abo-
litlon journnls—like the Chicago Tribune and
New York P'ost—indulgs in this sort of sedition,
and that the newspapers and ibe men whom-
they charge with conneciion with the Order
are gniformly democrats. Some time sgo the
aholition journals made such a hubbub about
the matter that Secretary Sewnrd was se-
duced into wriling a [foolish letter to ex-
President Plerce, usking bim if he really be-
ionged (o snch an organization.  Of conrse the
ex-Prosident, like any other gentleman, knew
nothing of the Order exeept through the news-
papers, and reiurned & most polite but decided
negative to the Secretary’s inquiry. We are
glad, however, that this cireumstance did not
wholly silence all mention of the Order, be-
ennse we think that this is a very proper occa-
sion to summarily extingnish a real conspiracy
againd the government which the charges
against this Order merely eouceal. In other
worids, we believe that the fuss raised about thy
Kuights of the Gulden Circle is simply another
shrewid dovice of the abelition organs to divide
the North and hinder enlistments. Here are
newspapers seriously stating that a great con-
snirncy against the government and in fuvor of
Jefl, Duvis extets threughout the loyal States,
andammbers its conspirntors by thomsands, 1s
pot this calenlated to afford wid and comfort to
the enemy ! Here are jonrnals solemnly repra-
swenting that the great mass of democrats nd
the greal majority of demoeratic newspapers
in the North are seeretly sworn allies of the
gebels, Is not this giving comfort to the ene-
my and atiempting to divide and weaken the
North? Here are jowrnsls deliberately stating
that thonsands of onr soldiers are ready and
willing to lay down their arm® sod survender
to the retels. Is not this giving aid and eom-
fort to the enemy ?  Here are journals not only
admitting the possibility and probability of re-
sistance to the draltand the tax, but actually
anpouncing that preparations of a glgantie
character are already made to support soch
resistance with arms. I8 not this aiding and
comforting the enemy und embarrassing the
wovernmend® And are not all such statements
s those to which we refer directly in violation
of Secrctary Stanton’s order probibiting sll
writing and speaking ealenluted to disconrage
onlistrrents!  There can be but one answer to
these questions, and oar special provost mar-
shnls ought to make that awswer suffigiently
peremptory and vmphatic

The whole truth of the master is, that the abo,
litlonists and republicans are now very greatly
disterhed inregard to the coming Congressional
ologtions, They very much fear that they are
to he caundly and effectually thrashed, and we
hope that their fewrs may prove well grounded,
itis for thid reason that they are 8o very fond,
just pow, of calling every man a traitor and o
rebel sympathizer who does not agree with
and vole with thera. It is for this reason that
thay are boldly representing an organization of
bummers, like the Knighis of the Golden
Circle, ns an armed conspiracy of democratic
politicians. It is for this reason that they re.
peatedly charge that democrais, now fighting
for the country which abolitionista stay al
home and assall, are armed opponents of the
draft and the #ax. It s for this reason thal
some of our soldiers, and even some of gur
major"genernls, are ascused of favoring the
rebels and desiring to be defeated by them.

But their oriminality
i# no reason for placing a ban upon the whole
press, contrary to the letter and spirit of the
constitution. This is only doing injustice to
the people and to the administration itself.
In our system she peeple have a right to know
all that transpires.

The ¢rus plan is to let the report-
ers alone. Their interest and the inferesh of
the papers they represent are fo publish
the fruth. They may make mistakes now and
then; but they will soon Correct themselves:

"Zounts of the great events in which the pa-
tion is now engaged. To exclude the press
from reporting the baitles of the war s con.
trary to the genius of our institutions and cal-
culated to engender the darkest suspicions.
What is the result now? The people have no
confidence in the despatohes from the seat of
war, and “ false as a bullelin’ is fast becoming
& proverb among us. Panies and stock gam-
bling are among the fruits of this policy, and
it has proved highly injurious to the govern-
ment in every waoy. When the truth is kep;
back the people naturally imagine the worst. If
the truth of a disaster were told prompily the
effeet would mot be injurious. The public
would rise to the oceasion, and all
would go well. But treat them with
distrust, and what can be expected in return?
Treat them with confidence, and generosity will
be the result. Why should & government, con-
scious of itse own imtegrity, act as if it were
afraid to let the people know what was done or
suffered in the people's name ? The people are
sovereign, and they bave a right to information;
and no man, be he high or Tow in office, ought
to conceal it from them. The newspaper is one
of the essentials of an American citizen's ex-
istence. To deprive him of the news, espe-
ciully where matters of the most vital interest
to him are involved, is certainly not the best
way to make a government popular or to retain
for it the confidence and respect of the nation.

A. T. Brewarr ror Govirsor.—We lately
nominated Mr. Stewart for Governor of* this
State, in opposition to political backs of every
color. By reference to an article from a con-
temporary in another column, it will be scen
that the idea bas been taken up by other jour-
nals, and that Mr. Stewart is likely to become
the man of the people, without reference to.

It only re-
quires an effort on the part of the conservative
masses to overthrow the rotten fabries erected
by party spirit, and to bring forward an able
man, whose motto is *“the Union and the con-
stitution,” as the standard hearer of the people.
