At the dawn of dny the hattle v\:m resumed on Lhe cen-
tre and right by Bumoer and Hooker, who, after a sharp
coutest of two hours, arove the evemy ahout one .mile,
The rebele ealiled shortly afterward, el with terrible
lozs regaiued most of the geound. At this time the foar-
loes and indosuitalile Hooker recelved noghot in the ankle
and was carried (von the tekd,

General Rishardson, comuonding a divislon, was se-
vorely wounden at Lbe same Lime, Geoeral Summner, de-
terminhig to rolake the loti ground, srdered iho troops to
advanes, which they did with a will, driving the rebels
before them with great elaughter. They uot only reteok
ke ground, but dreve them a quarter of 4 mtie bayond,

In this action General Mangileld wus abot throvgh the
lunge, and éled snou after.

Haumnarown, Md., Bopt, 17, 1662,

The batt!s raged with greas spirit. The firing on either
#ido was very beavy unill towards sundown, when the
rebels were ilauked by Hooker amnd Porter and severely
punished; iheir fire become desultory, and it was evident
that their ammunidion was glving ont.

This morning the battla was renowod by the rebels
with renewed vigor. They aeled as If they had been
reinforced and furnished with fresh ammunition.

The bait!e lasted nntil four o'clock Vhis alternosn, when
the rebels retreated, leaviug General Lopgatreet and the
remnant of bis division in our hands as prisoners.

The entire rebel army w!ll Lo captured or killed. There
is mo chance left for them to croze the Potomag, as the
river ia rising and our troopa are pushing them oon-
tinually, and ssnding prisoners to the rear.
