The Finance bill reported by the Committee of Ways

and Meaub Ls aa follows .
Be it enacted, etc., That the Secretary of the Treasury

be, and he U hereby, authorized to borrow from time to

time, on the creditor the United States, a bum net ex¬

ceeding nine hundred million dollars, and issue therefor
coupon or registered hoods, payable at the pleasure of
the government after to -nty years, and of such denomi¬
nations, not lees than arty dollars, as he may deom oxpe-
dient, bearing interest at the rate of six per centum per
annum, payable semi-annually in coin; and be may hi his
discretion dlsjioso of such bonds at any time, upon tbo
beat terms he can obtain, not less thau par for lawfu'
money of the United States, or for any of the certificates
of Indebtedness that may at any time be unpaid, or for
any of the interest bearing Treasury notes here¬
tofore Issued, or which may be issued under
the provisions of this act; and all the
bonds and Interest hearing Treasury notes issued
under tbo provisions of this act shall be exempt from
taxation by or under State authority; provided that there
shall be issued and outstanding of bouds, Interest hearing
notes and United States notes, at any time, under the
provisions of this act, no greater amount altogether than
the sum of nine hundred millions dollars, except an addi.
tlonal amount equal to any amount of tbo seven and three,
tenths bouds so called, heretofore issued, which tnay bo
redeemed and funded in such bonds as are authorized
under the provisions of this act.

And l-e i' further enaded, That the Secretary of
the Treasury is authorized to issue on the credit of the

cither of the depositaries which shall be designated by
the Secretary of the Treasury for such purpose, shall re¬
ceive in exchange therefor dup'iaale certificates of decant
[or the amount of principal and any accumulated interest
thereon, ono of which may be transmitted to tho Secre¬
tary of the Treasury, who shall thereon issue to tho
holder an equal amount In bonds of the United .-letee,
coupon or restored, as may be desired, bearing interest
at the rate of six per cent, payable semi-annually in coin,
and redeemable at the pleasure of the government after
twenty years; and such United states notes may
be used by tho Sec-rotary of tbo Treasury
at their par value in tho payment of the lawful creditors
of tho United States who may be willing to receive tho
same, and shall be received at their par value In payment
for any bonds that may hereafter bo negotiated by tho
bocretary of the Treasury, who shall also allow in any
such negotiations and pay la coin any interest which
may have accumulated thereon; and the ilecretary of the
Treasury may, as the exigencies of the public servicemay
require, reissue any amount of United State# interest
