Herewith you will receive the President's Message aad
uucompauyiiig documents.

custody. This wh desome severity produced tbo desired
effect, and on official assurances from the en'iay that
General Pope's order was no longer in force, and tnit ba
had been removed from bit command, Ibe captnrad on¬
cers ware ]>aruled for eachange. As I have observed
.hat la some of the lCngltab Journals tbe facta have been

-ttrangoly perverted sod the action of tbe President cen¬
sured as wauting In humanity, It i» dean-able that some
proper means be adopted by you for giving publioity to
the facts. Tbe confinement of tbe others, notwithstand¬
ing tbe thieat of great rigor, was tbe same oa that of all
tbe other prisoners of war, and no other severity was
exercised towards them Ibaa a refusal to parole them for
exchange till Pope's murderoue orders were set aside.

It may nut be improper to oall your attention, for such
use as niay occur, to the enormous tosses suffered by the
enemy during the present campaign, and to which history
furnishes no parallel except the disastrous retreat from
Moscow, i give yep tbe fallowing estimate, which, with¬
out any pretension ts exact accuracy. It reduced much
below what is hollered to be tbe real state of Uie case,
from souroes of information derived mainly from the
enemy 's own ooulet-stene.

After I bad famished him with information In regard
to the area, papulation, d bt, tuscs uud agricultural
productive capacity ol Texas, ho remarked that the re¬
sources of the Slate were magnificent, and callable of sup¬
porting a powerful and independent |ie<iple,and then asked
me whether I thought It would not be to the Interest of
the Slate to assume an independent nationality. 1 told
him that the people of Texas, being mostly emigrants
from the old Southern States, were strongly attached to
those States and to our federative system of govrfnmont.
whichil at some length explained to him. I told him
that they never could harp been Induced to secede from
tbo l.nlted stales out to preserve that form of govern¬
ment. which was In danger o( being destroyed. I further
stated to hiin that not only the affections and sviuiiathies,
but also the interests of the people of Texas bound iliem
to tlie States of ibe oonedoracy: that their Institutions,
pursuits and agricultural products were the same, and

J®"11!** saiety required horm'ny amongst thew,
which could only be insured by a confederacy; ihit, as a

separate nnd Independent State, Texas would be weak
and incapable of self defence: that we ware scuslble that
we would bo subject to be involved Ineolliuion with our
sister Southern Slates that the similarly of Institutions
and production, which are now bonds or union and ibe
causa of harmony, would become causes of rivalries,
jealousies and perhaps wars between the .States, that in
the confederacy we would not be a w«ek and dopeiident
people, incapable of resenting insult-wr repelling aggres¬
sion. The subject was then waived, and wo talked of
other matters.

But for the fact you hjd called my attention to the
correspondence lietween the Governor of Texas and the
1'reach counter agent at Gal-, oetoa, this conversation
would, perhaps, have made no Impression upon my
minu, but as an mtraduction to me was s >ught by the
Vice Consul, with the view to obtain ctstis'loal informa¬
tion In regard to Texas, sod the subject of the separate
independence of that-riiate was thus introduced by blm,
It struck me that it was sot casual or accidental. lie
furthermoie stated to me that be had written to the
consular agent at Galveston for information upon the
resources of Texas, and had received from blm a sped
men or sample <tjexae wool, which he either had or in¬
tended to send to franco.

I bave deemed it proper to communicate the foregoing
to you, as affording confirmatory evidence to »he conclu¬
sion that It Is the object of Ijiuiu Napoieon, and perhaps
of other of tbo European Powers, te Indues Texas to
srsuuie aa Indojiendeut nationality.

It is gratifying to perceive that you bad, aa was coo-
fldently anticipated, reviewed your impressions, and de¬
termined not to withdraw from London without the
previous Instructions of the President. Your correspon¬
dence with Karl Russell shows with what scant courtesy
you bay# been treated, and exhibits a marked contrast be-
twean tha conduct of the English and French statesmen
now In office hi their intercourse with foreign agent*
eminently discreditable to tbe former. It is lamentable
that at this late period In tbe nineteenth century a nation
