DESECRATION OF THE DEAD.
flow the Bodies of Deceased Persons Were
Removed from the Salllvun Street
Methodist Church.The Bones Smashed
tp and Huddled Togetner in Small

Boxes.Investigation by the Cify In¬
spector.IiiterestlnK Testimony.Colonel
Oetavan Reprimands the Accused and
Threatens to Revoke Their Permit, &c.
Tbe City Inspector's office was tho scene of a novel in¬

vestigation yesterday, urislng out of singular charges
pre erred against certain pcrsoDS engaged in removing
''end bodies from the vaults of tho Methodist Episcopal
church in Sullivan strcot, between Amity and IHeeckor.
Tbo substaneo of tho accusation ts that tho trustees of
tho said church employed persons to perform tho work
with a sole view to ocouoiny, and without any re-

gird whatever,to tho maunor In which tho work
was to ho executed, permitting tho most disgraceful acts
of mutilation u|k:ii tho dead, uud allowing tho laborers to
plunder the coffins of tholr lids and linings as a portion
of tholr perqulsUoe. These wore the principal allegations
in tho complaint ug iinst the trustocs,anil they wore qulto
sufficient, as a matter of course, to arouso a high statu of
excitement and indignation among tho people living iu
the vicinity. Some few persons having relatives buried
iu tho vaults of the church visited the place to m cert dn
whether thoro was any truth iu the outrageous rumors,

and found to thoir disgust, it is alleged, thai the slute of
affairs was even worse than they had been led to sup:1 so.

Among thoso who witnessed wilh their own eyes the
proceedings complained of were Lieutenant Demurest and
Robert A. Miller, residing in tbo Eighth avenue, lho
latter, Immediately after viewing tho conduct of the
laborers, repaired to the odlco of the City Inspector, aud
tu.ulo formal charges against the trustees and the labt rors

employed by them, (,'olouel Delavau, therefore, with
commendable promptness, scut a suitable person to
niuke a personal iuspection of tlio work and to report
whether thoro was any truth iD tho charges. Thl-
person reported Hint the chnrges were in tbe main

true, and that tlio operations of (he laborers were nest
disgraceful. Colouol Ileluvan Immediately ordered an
investigation, and summoned the Irurtoes aud several
witnesses to appear before him at noon yesterday.

The complaint of Mr. Miller wasrathsroutof the usual
style of such documents; but, inasmuch us it was the only
document upon which tho charges were fouuded, wo give
U, wriMtwi el literatim, as follows:.
