DEFEAT OF GENERAL BERTHIER.

The Freoch General's (Berthiar) vangunrd, four thou
oand ptrong, wae completely surprieed by cight hundred
Moxican cavalry, and about two thousand French troope
were killed and wounded. Soveral French officers were
Sakon by the lasso and draggod off,

CRITICAL CONDITION OF THE PRENCH.

The prospects of the French leok exeeedingly bad,
‘They can gel no supplies from the country, and they are
surrounded by a most determined enemy, who watch
every opportunity to take advantage of them. Tho Mexi-
®an guerillas are over on tho alert, and lasso every
French soldier they find straggling from his camp.

EFFICIENCY OF THE MEXICAN GUERILLAS.

Fronch communication between Vera cruz and @rizaba
Bas been completely cut off by Mexican guerillas, aud can
enly bo re-estubllshed by strong French guards, posted
all alovg the route. In this way the guerillas, who are
tn strong (e oo the llne of communication, harags the
Frenct unceasingiy.
