-addressed to them. afler baving assured themselves tit
tbe contents of the sald letters were purely commercial,
Mr. Seward auswered (hat the demand was of the bighest
moment, and that it was for him w eovler on
the subject with President Lincoin,at the same Lime
apologising for not being able 1o grant &t once what France
requestodl.
