Tragical Affair In Stanton Street.Myste¬
rious Shooting Case.

A tragical affair, Involving the death of a young man

named Henry Foster, occurred in Stanton, near Columbia
street, ou Weducsday night. Deceased, itappearod, lived
at No. 2S1 Stanton street with his brother,nnd was a shoo
cutter by trade. On the cvontng in question he returned
home about half-past ten o'clock, and throwing himself
on s sofa, said he was shot. He wasjbloedlog freoly from
the abdomen, and upon examination it was found that
there were no less then throe distinct wounds, all within
a diameter of six inches. Drs. Graef and Hsverlu were
sailed uppo to administer to the wants of tbe wounded
man, and at once pronounced tbe case hopeless. They
questioned Foster as to tbe meaner in which he came to
bis wounding, but were unable to elicit anything beyond
the fact of his having been shot by some person an*

known. Decossed appeared to be very uncommuni¬
cative on tbe subject, sod tbe impression Isft upon
tbe minds of the physicians was, that be knew
more about tbe aflhlr than he wished to make pub¬
lic. Officer Van Tsssell, of the Eleventh precinct, upon
whose beat tbe affray la supposed to have occurred,
visited the woundod man soon alter the arrival of the
doctor*, and questioned Foster very cloeely upon the sub-
joct of tbe shooting, but was unable to gain any inlorma-
tion bevoud the fact that the fracas occurred in rifanion
street, near Columbia. Ah in the case of the physicians,
the polloeman was led to bcliovo that the wounded man
was anxious to conceal the circumstances attending tho
fracas. The relatives and friends appeared to bo Igno
rant of the causes which led to the trouble, and did not
know who to suspect of the crime. During the night
tho patient, who appeared to retain bis senses to tho
last, commenced to sink rapidly, and at half-past eleven
o'clock the fallowing morning be died from the effects of
tho wouuds. Coroner Wtldoy was duly notified of the
afliiir. end was engaged yesterday afternoon in investl
gating the case; bnt up to last evening tho shooting was
still iuvolved lu myatony.
Our reporter sailed at the late residence of the deceased'

yesterday afternoon for tho purpose of ascertain log some
additional facts In relation to the allalr, when he was in
formed that deceased was in coraisuiy with his younger
brother about half an hour before he was abet. They
parted company, it appears, nour (heir residence, tho
younger brother goiug on an errand to a shoemaker's in
the neighborhood, and the deceased going in the direction
of Columbia street. What transpired in the half hour's
interval which occurred between the parting of the
brothers and their meeting again is wrapped in mystery;
but tho Coroner's investigation to day will probably tend
to throw some light u(iou tho matter. One of tho balls,
which was extracted by Dr. lloverm, was evidently 11 ret
from a large sited revolver or Porringer.most probably
the latter. The remaining bullets will be extracted to day
by Dr. Bouton, who has been ordered to mako a post
mortem examination of the body.
Tho aflkir created considerable excitement among the

residents in the neighborhood, and nil sorts ot stories
were alloat in regard to the origin of the difficulty The
locality whore Foster is supposed to have been shot is
very thickly populated, and that a shooting affray could
occur tbero at such an crrly hour In the oventng without
the knowledge of the Inhabitants seems almost incredible.

FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.
Tuimdat, Feb. 26--C P. M.

Tbe gold speculation received a cheek this morn¬

ing. partly in consequence of the tenor of the ad-
vioes from Washington respecting the fiuancial
measures,and partly from the proposed tax on

dealings in gold. The price, which was about 172
at the close yesterday, opened at 171 to-day, fell
to 169%. then rallied to 171%, sold in the after¬
noon at 172, tmd closed 171% bid. Bills fluctuated
between 187 and 189. It is pretty clear that the
proposed tax will deprive some of the gold gam¬
blers of their vocation. When they have to pay
one-quarter of one per cent on each purchase or

sale of gold, and one per cent to the bank which
carries it, the margin for profit will be so reduced
that we shall not witness as many " quick turns '¦

as at present. Let alone, and left to the opera¬
tion of the laws of political economy, gold would
decline considerably from present points. But It
caunot decline much so long as a couple of hun¬
dred people are gambling in it at the rate of half
a million an hour.
Honey is easy enough at6 a 7 per cent. Few

of the brokers are willing to pay over 6, and the
supply at this rate is adequate for the wants of the
street. Commercial paper sells at 5 a 6 per cent,
and is uncommonly scarce. The banks are eager'
buyers of certificates of indebtedness at the recent
advance.
The stock market was irregular this morning.

Governments were very firm; the registered sixes
were % higher, and the April and October notes
once more touched 105. The demand for these
securities appears to bo evenly divided between
the country towns in the interior and foreign
capitalista. As a general rule, railway shares
were lower. Erie declined % per cent. Pacific
Hail 1%, Central %, Hudson I.Harlem 1, Michi¬
gan Central 1, Southern old %, guaranteed
Illinois 1%, Galena 1%, Toledo I, Rock Island 1%.
The only stocks which improved were Pittsburg,
which rose 2 per cent, sad Fort Wayne, which
rose %. The advance in these stocks is due
to the announcement of the ratification at
Pittsburg yesterday of the consolidation of the
two companies, thus putting an end to the
rivalry which has so long existed between the
"all rail" aud "rail and water" routes between
Pittsburg and Chicago. The consolidated compa¬
ny becomes one of the moat powerful, if not the
most powerful, railway corporation of the West,
and stockholders may at length congratulate them¬
selves on the prospect of rcgulur dividend., on
their property. No line of railway in the country
ought, to prove more lucrative than that which
leads from the great manufacturing centre of Penn¬
sylvania to the great agricultural depot of the
West. At the one P. M. session of the public
board the market was rather tame until the close
of the session, when a minor that Congress had
agreed to a further issue of $.700,000,000 legal
tenders started speculation afresh, aud higher
prices obtained all round. At the second board
the rally was not sustained, and a decline of % a
