A special moviing of ilio Chamber of Cnnmeree was

bold yesterday al their rooms, 10 hour the report of lbe
committee appointed to lake .010 coMideratwo the bill
m before Congress relative to the Revenue law.

Mr. A. A. low, n the abeenoe of thePresident, occu

pled the chair.
Mr. Cuaaue 6ocu> reed the report, which is as fol¬

lows:.
The committee to wham wee referred the bill now be¬

fore Congress, entitled "A hill le prevent and punish
Ireuda upon the revenue," Ac., Ac., beg leave to re|*>rt
that they have examined with aa much <aue as the limit¬
ed time allowed them would permit the Senate bill, No.
j06, reported by the Committee on Finance on (bo 10th
tost., and which has since passed the Senate and 1a now
before the Judiciary Committee of tbo House, mt also
substantially the same bill, No. 730, introduced in the
House by Mr. Washburne and referred to the Committee
on 1 otnmerce February 10.
Your committee ie deeply Impressed with the im¬

portance of tbo subjects embraced In the bills abovs re¬
ferred to.
No cummuuity can be mere interested m protecting and

upholding the houest commerce or the country than the
merchants of New York; tholr capital and good name are
invested in it; they are pledged to aid and assist In the
establishment of all proper barriers und saieguarde
against frauds in the revenue of tbe country in (be im¬

portation of merchandise, because frauds iu tbe reveons
work a like fraud on the honest importer and, while your
committee find in these bills t me things to co.nm< ud,
they cannot fad to sec in Idem evidence <4 hasty and in¬
considerate legmiation, and believe that tbe passage of ei¬
ther «f them, without material amendments, would he
productive cf evil ratlier than good. Yotir cciatp Uuoh.ia
not had time, and w.ll not protend toooaly<4 yOjNUtl time
the whole bill, but will take a section or titajlg jpbeua-
live of its cbaructer.

For ineunce, section seven provides that upon ah nttirio-
v* that any fraud on tbe revenue hue at uny time been
commuted, or attempted, tbe district Judge may iiisiie a
warrant directed to the Collector of Iho Port, directing
him or his agents to enter any place or premises, where
any invoices, hooks or papers are deposited, and take and
arry tbe same uway to be Inspected, and retain them as

king as he may think necessary. Your committee is of
the opinion thut such a provision is not called for under
any circumstances. Any merchant, however iuii >cent,
might, at the instance of eny evil disposed person, be
ruined under such a iuw, by having his books and pa
pers taken uway, and his iv bole business arrested. Sup-
lioee a merchant hus received and entered at the Custom
House nu invoice of merchandise consigned to him for
solo on shippers' account, lie has paid duty oo tbe in¬
voice quantity and value, which he supposed was correct;
but it turns out that some discrepancy or error is dis¬
covered at tbo Custom House, which may cast suspicion
on tbe honesty of the consignor, but which, if be were
present, he might remove by explanations, or, suppose a
clerk, discharged for dishonesty,out of reveugo should
an: use hie emyloyer of some attempt to defri.ud the re ve¬
nae.under such a law all his books und papers could
be token away, overhauled and retained at tbe discretion
of the Collector or Solicitor of tbe Treasury.
Such a law would give power liable to great and fre-

ipieui abuse, and, iu tbe bands of unscrupulous persons,
whose chief object is pecuniary gain, would be made tbe
engine of extortion.

In tbe opinion of your committee this provision, if
adopted, would lead to corruption and oppression.

Sec. 13 takes away tbe merchant's right to hold the
Collector responsible for his acts.a right which tbo com¬
mon law gave him. and which, under no circumstances,
should be taken away from him. It is in the power of the
Collector, and A power every day exercised, to mass tbo
merchant pay whatever duty he sees fit to impose, and uo
merchant can get possession of bis foods until fio payr
whatever duty is demanded, no matter bow unjust or ille
gal tbe demand may be: and it is now proposed, when a
merchant bus been put to tbo trouble, dc.uy and expense
of bringing an action to test the legality of such cxa> tinn,
and hM obtained a judgment in the courts or tbe
tinted Males ugaiust tbe t'olloctor, to take
away I,is right to enforce the payment of
that judgment bj execution, if the government do
not pap it, und place bim entirely at the will and
mercy of it.o government, and of a Collector wbo.oi
dec!: ion und exaction have boon annulled by tho
court. Tbe plea for taking away this right of the mer
count, which be has enjoyed ever since the formation of
tbe government, is based OB the fact '.bat be, the 1 oliec
tor. is supposed to actur.der the direction of the Secretary
of tho Treasury, and pay into the Treasury a.l moneys
collected, and therefore ought not to be bold responsible.
The an-wcr to this is ibai uo person is obliged to take the
olHce of Collector, and wboever does take it mum bear its
burdens.

Again, if tbo rollector, acting under the directior.r of
the secretary of'tbo Treasury, exacts d uties illegally, that
otllcer .s bound to indemnify and save tbe Collector barm-
.ess. but the merchaut would have no claim which be
could enforce against the Secretary, but would be left en¬
tirely at. the mercy uiid caprice or that otficer and bis
subordinates und then again w ould be opened a door fur
extortion in the shape of commissions and fees to secure
tbe payment by the government of tadgMMt obtained
in the United Stairs courts. If tbe government in¬
tends to be boaest and to pay the judgments
of its owe courts, why deprive a merchant of tbe
power to collet them Has that power been abused?
lias execution been issued without necessity or hastily ?
If any abuse Of this power CUD be fhown to justify it,
let Uiere be a proviso that execution shall not issuo till
thirty days ufter final judgment. This would give all
needful time for tbe government lo pay tbe amount and
thus chic the Collector fri.m all trouble.
Yo ir committee would recommend to any person who

favors this scheme to deprive the merchant of his remedy
lor il.cgai oppression, to read the opinions of Judgediory
and Judge McLean, iu 3 Howaru's Reports, page 2b2.

And your committee reepectfully oiler tbe following re¬
solution :.

R< solved That tbe report of the committee appointed
