The Insurrection of Poland Is beginning to Influence the

politics! mind of the more ardent spirits in this metropo¬
lis. Yesterday oontlnual arrests were modo by the police
In consequence of several hundrod young men from the
Various collegiate institutions having oollected en masse
before the house of Prince Czartoryakl, who, although the
constant apostle or patience to the Polish refugees, has in
tbe present Instance so far departed from his usual role as
to write a letter to the various French Journals of the
caoital declaring that no surprise ought to bo fell st tbo
Insurrection of Poland, as It Is but the inevitable conso-
quenre of the series of excesses which has been crowned
by the late arbitrary rocrultment ordered by Russia. Tho
Prince demands respoct for the dignity with which tho
Polos know how to bear their sufferings, being convinced
that some day or other tbe Powers of Europe will
la their own interest, do something in favor of tho Poles.'
Above all the Prinoe protests against tbe manner in
which some persons seem disposed to invest the parts
which Poland and Russia are enacting, Poland being
represented as criminal, while Russia Is made to stand
forth generous, indulgent and magnanimous.
The words used by IL Barocbe In the debate on the ad¬

dress In the French Chambers, which were meant to
throw a wet blanket on Polish well wishers, have had a

contrary effect.the moro especially as soon after letters
'doelved showing that lbs existing revolt Is

.¦e of the most gsnsrsl of any of tho numerous in
turroctioDg that have occurred. In Galicia It has
slraady assumed a very formidable character; and, though
the Kusalans really occupy the more Important towns and
fortresses, from some cause or other they do net appear
to follow the rebels Inso tbe open country. Tho roads aro
earlainly in an awful stats.perhaps scarcely passable
and Una reason is alleged for their apparent suptneness;
but it la said that lbs whole country Is so Invested with
bands of insurgents, who. In gneril'a fashion, can operate
so effectually on the regular forces sent against thorn,
tbat tbe Russian commanders are absolutely afraid to let
slip their legions.
Tbe Russian force thrsugbout the whole kingdom

amount# to about 120,000 men, and, as large garrisons
must necessarily be left In the towns, this force is mani-
fsstly Insufficient. Whenever an attempt has been made
to scour the country, bands of fugitive conscripts and
Insurgents have Incessantly harassed tb# Russians, and,
though dispersed for the momcct.lt is only to appear
again on another point. Tbe originators of the move-
mast at first only aimed at taking possession of the woods,
la the hope of escaping lbs conscription, and wars with
cut arms, ammunition or leaders; but, being pursued and
attacked, and defending themselves as well as tho cir-
sumslances would permit, others, on bearing of a twills,on
betwean their oountrymsn and lbs bated Russians, fled to
their aid, till at last the whole nation appears to have
moved as one sun to tits national causa.

Accounts from Parts contradict the report that I/hila

Napoleou had decided upon recognizing the Southern con¬

federacy, and state, on the contrary, that he fully expects
his late proposals to the federal Cabinet will be accepted,
and pave the way for an amicable settlem cot between
North and South. Both parties, be thinks, are tired of
the struggle.particularly the North, who would be glad
of a pretext for opening negotiations without eompromls
Ing her dignity or incapacitating herself from prosecuting
the war, ae would hare been the case If the had
agreed to his original suggestion of a six months
armistice. A congress for arranging terms of
peace has often sat for years before hostilities were

terminated; that at Munster, In Westphalia, tor Instance,
which put an end to the Thirty Years Was, lasted from
1644 to 1648, and Its preliminaries had been discussed as

far back as 1641. If, during the agitations, one or the
parties attains decided advantages In his military opera
ttons, the terms of the arrangement may be altered op to

the last moment, as happened at that very congress of
Munster. when the capture of Prague by the Hweles over-

Nuue
roua bands of sympathizers were allowed to leave
Cracow and Letnburg without being molested by the Aus¬
trian authorities, and supplies or areas and ammcnltion
were conveyed to the insurgents from the same quarter.
At last, however, the Cabinet of Vienna has caught the
alarm. The danger or the Insurrection spreading into
Gallcia aud communicating itself to Hungary, where the
el.gbtesl spark would suflice to produce a geuerul cuntia-
gration, was too Imminent to be overlooked or under¬
valued.
On Monday the Diet of Golicia, wbere the national

party were preparing a motion hi lavor of their brethren
in Russian Roland, was suddenly prorogued, and it is
stated in the semi official papers that the Governor,
Count Mensdorf (a cousin of Queen Victorias), who is
accused of want of energy in suppressing the demoustra
tlons of the Polish patriots, will bo removed from office
sod replaced by some old moustache of the Haynsu
school. In short, it is far from improbable ibat the dis¬
turbances in Poland will revive the mutual assurance
company of the three Northern Powers which was brokes
up by the Oriental war; but it romaior. to be seen who
tber their ui.ilod efforts will be able to stein lliu ad
vaucing tide. It has lung been the opinion of intelligent
observers that the next great revolution wuuld
have its origin in the east of Europe, aud
bo far events have certainly justified their pre
diction. Wo knew that the emancipation of
the Russian serfs has completely disorganized the
social system of that empire; we are assured that the
agitation prevailing among the people has even infected
the soldiery, and the speech of the Czar to his officers
shows that be does not rely implicitly on the fidelity nf
his body guard. If the Polish insurrection should lead
to a similar outbreak Id Russia, the whole immense ter
rilory inhabited by the Sclavonic race would soou be in
Homes, and a convulsion would be lelt throughout Europe
that would shake every throne to lis fnuudaiiuns And
this is tba moment cbosen by King William and his ad-
vtosis to sagais la a wanton sad unprovoked cooflict
witli the most Toys! and peaceable people on the face of
the earth.
