Commander Worden, of the Montauk, baa added another

glorlooa achievement to hla liat of succeeaee. He baa
burned, blown up and completely destroyed tbe rebel

a leaner Nashville, thus accomplishing tbe purpose for
which hla veesel was sent to tbe Ogeechoe river. This
event, so gratifying to us and so damaging to the rebels,
occurred on the morning of Saturday laat.

During the afternoon of Friday, while tbe Montauk and
several wooden veseels were lying some two mllos below
Fort McAllister, the Nsnhvllle was seen to move alowly
from her anchorage and assume a position just Myond
the work which has for several montha afforded Its pro¬
tection to the privateer. Aa night came on, and she re¬

mained in her new position, It began to be believed
on board the Montauk that tbe Nashville waa aground;
and a reconnolsaance under cover of tbe darkness proved
the surmises to be oorrect. At the earliest dawn tbe
Mootauic weighed anchor and steamed boldly up to the
obstructions, and within seven hundred yards of Fort Mo-
Allieter. Tbe Nashvilla waa still further up tbe stream,
and between bar and tbe Montauk was a point <* low,
marshy land, Mm trees upon which partially bid bar from
view.
