stomach from aiukiog. The deposit waa carefully removed;but the fttcuiaeb cooId not be found. Mr. HeberItn,a brother in-law of Mr. Tbomaa, oamo ap and said
that be hod also been searching for it, but wHhoot auceoaa.

Mr. Thomas was present at the investigation yaaterday,
and oceopied a aaat by the aide of bta counsel.

Delia l.yun, sworn.l live with Mr. Thomas in the capacityofchambermaid, have rauiiled there eleven months;

Mrs. Thomas waa vary wall uutll the lost three months;
She waa stole a long time from aorvouruees; Dr. Kheln
una to use her Or*, and did not seem to do her any
good, and Mr. Thomas rant for a doctor at Hobokeu, who
cured her; hare never known of any dilUcolty between
them. Mrs. Thomas netd to get in a passion with the
governess aometunea; she had a S]>at with her husband
sometimes, but do uot know what it was about; Mr.
'1 homes did all be could for his wife; can't remember
that Mrs. Thomas complained of ill treatment; Mr. Thomas
was home when bis wife came h me that night: I saw
bar that evening; alia made no eompUunts of 111 health,
and appeared well. aha bad bar tea tbat evening as usual;
