© The Rbode Islund election has fallen like a
wet blanket upon the copperheads. Tloy wers
warned by New Ilampshire that they were
playing a desperate game. They were pre-
pared for a close contest, and perhaps for a
drawn battle, in Rbode Island; but the resn!ts
of the late election there have utierly con-
founded all their calculations, That election—
in its results perfectly consistent with the re-
sults of the Northern elections of last Ootober
and November—muarks another popular reac-
tion in bebalf of a more vigorous and decisive
prosecution of (be war, and against a disturb-
ing political faction ; and there Is no reason to
doubt that the voice of the people of Rhode
Island will be the voice of the people of Con-
necticut in their State election on Monday next.
We think we caunot be mistaken in the conclu-
slon that the popular verdict from Rhode Island
against this impracticable and revolutionary
peace programme of the copperheads is but the
outeropping, in a small corner, of a solid
formation of public opinion underlying all the
loyal States.

A great political reaction, however, may be
more aptly compared to = great frashet in the
Mississippl river, carrying with it o vast amount
of driftwood and flosting rubbish, which, as
the waters recede, is left high and dry at the
head of every island and upon every projecting
point of land. The peace agitators of the cop-
perhead faction of the North were but the bits
of driftwood and rubbish borne along in the flood
of the State elections of last antumn.

The rebel chiefs
themselves bhave deflanily announced this s
their ultimatam, to wit—tbat this lasue between
them and the supporters of the Union must be
settled by tbe sword, and the people of the
loyal States have simply resolved that it shall
be 8o settled, inssmuch as it can be settled in
no other way.

This puts an end to all argnment in favor of
armistices, or conventions, or mediation in sny
form. Hence this popular reaction in Rhode
Island against the copperbead peace inetion—it
is because that faction interferes with the vigor-
ous prosecution of the war, and is giving
aid and comfort to the enemy. The Cen-
tral States, from the Hudson to the Mississippi,
last autumn rose up In judgment agalnst the
disastrous war policy of the administration,
under the preposterous theories and disergan-
izing war measnres of the abolition faction.
The results bave been good. That disgrgan-
izing faction has gone to the wall. Its lesders,
with a few exceptions, bave become compara-
tively tractable and docfle. They no  longer
Insist that emancipation acis and proclamations
will subdue the rebellion, but they recognize
the necessity of meeling and defeating the rebel
armies by force of arme. Now, in their tumn,
the copperhend faction are beginning to receive
their instructions from the people. They are
told from Rhode Island that their peace conven-
tions, and armistices, and denunciations of the
war, are as far from the road to pesce as sn abo-
lition crusade, and that the agitation of peace
with the rebellions South, at the expemse of
civil war and meb law in the North, is little
better than open rebellion.

President Lincoln is thus assured thet, against
all sorts of selfish and miserable intrigulng po-
litical factions, be will be supported by the
people of the loyal States in the presecution of
the war. But, on the otber hand, with the enor-
mous forces and resources ai his disposal, let
bim fail, during this spring and summer, to
achieve the grand results which the country has
tbe right to demand, and bo will not eseape the
judgment of » disappointed people in our State
elections of next October and November,
