formidable army in front of General Uosecraus,
with several detachments operating upon his

[ flanks.horse, foot and artillery.in addition to
' numerous band* of irregular cavalry or gucril9las, cutting up hi* supply trains and transports
1 in bis rear. The grand design of all those

movements, wo tbink, is disclosed in the letter
of the rebel Governor Harris, of Tennessee,in which he promises his secessionfellow citizens that, with the return
of the season of low water in the Tennessee and
Cumberland rivers, wlion Rosecrans shall be no

longer able to use those important ohunnels of
communication, his amy wilt Be attached and
driven out, and Tennessee will be fully reclaimedto the "Confederate States." While his river
communications are still open and navigable, it
is important, therefore, that General Rosecrans
should advance upon the enemy and spoil their
calculations by driving them out of the .State,
itnt we hear of no active stops towards an ad[vance on his part. What is he waiting for? We
Ruspect that he is awaiting the results of Gen.
'Grant's inexplicable strategy against Vicksburg.

It appears to us,-, however, that the rebel
r army of Tennessee might be routed and dispersed,and the rebel stronghold of Vicksburg

reduced, by a 'very simple prooess. Let the
army of General Grant be joined with that of
General Rosecrans, and the two together will
make very short work of the army of Bragg.
Conceding that the army of Pemberton, from
Vicksburg, with Grant's abandonment of that
place, may come up to the support of Bragg,

0 his forces will be still far inferior to ours. Nor
can Pomberton afford to withdraw more tban
half bis forces from Vicksburg, with half a dozen
gunboats left to watch him. Unquestionably,
therefore, by this junction of Grant with RosecransBragg would be defeated and driven off,
with his army so cut up and so demoralized and
soattered in searoh of food that our victorious
forces by an interior line, through tbe heart of
the enemy's country, could move down into
Vicksburg without further serious resistance.

, In the meantime the gunboats could do all tha^
Grant can do on the Mississippi river; and there

, is no other position in ail that country in which
t he could not tight the army of Pemberton more

advantageously than behind its strong defences
of Vicksburg.
The stupendous rebel fortifications of Colum1bus, on the Mississippi, were taken at Fort D<melson,on the Cumberland, by the simple processof turning them. So Vicksburg may be

* turned in Tennessee, by the junction of the ar1
mies of Qrant and Roeecrans. It is these divin
sions and subdivisions of our forces at many
places which so weaken our movable armies

a as to enable the enemy in almost every groat
s field engagement to bring a superior foroe

against us, with hardly half our aggregate num9ber of soldiers in the field. Let the government
leave to take oare of- themselves all unimport1ant towns and plaoea captured from the enemy,
