Booker's campaign la a failure, Just when It was supposedto be on the yery ape of a brilliant suooasa. It la
aadarstood that be was outgenerallod by Lap and tola
army outnumbered by the rebels. Still a rotreat was not
looked for; but Booker himself seems to hare lost con*
fidenoa in aucctss, particularly as Bedgwlok's oorps bad
not Joined him, and thus was Induced to .giro tba
order to retreat. The army retired over tho
United Statea Ford and Banks' Ford. The backward
movement commenced at ten o'clock last (Tuesday)night, and before daylight this (Wednesday)
morning the artillery and mule trains had all croasod,
and the infantry was still croeatng, Couch's comb in
advance. The enemy were not able to horses wr arm y
In ita retreat very materially. Their sharpshooters tried
to pick off toe artillery horses and mounted officers, and
wberover they could bring guns to bear upon us they did
so; but our artillery usually dislodged them before they
could infllet much damage. The army is now supposed
is be on its way back to its old eamplng ground. There
is no apprehension that the enemy will cross the river la
pursuit, except, perhaps, some of Its cavalry.

Tits FAiLUsn or sxtgwick to join nonrrs.
The failure of Sedgwick's corps to olfect a junction

with the ma)n army, aa had beau designed, had a considerableeffect la causing the baokward movement, that
was no fault of either Sedgwick or his army. They were
sandwiched lu between Lee and Longatroet, and crushad
by overpowering numbers In the direotlou of Banks'
Ford. Here they managed te effect a crossing, but
not without fearful lose. Their killed and wounded
ere set down aa between five and six thousand. The
enemy's loss, it la eeld, la etlll larger.

It la estimated that our entire lose iff this brief and
bloody campaign Is from tan to twelve thousand that of
the rebels much heavier. Our deed end many of our
wounded had to be abandoned. Our artillery is saved.
There la some speculation here as to whether thq junctionof Booker's army with Heintselmaa's reinforcements

and what Is left of Sedgwick may not stay the retreat.
Still, If there wee n"thing else to prevent e renewal of tba
attack, tba tarrible rains, and tha consequent swelling of
the rivers, are a sufficient impediment. The troops have
suffered greatly from tha bad weather.

Before any information had been reoeived of the
achieremeuts of General Sloneman In cutting off oommu-
mealion between eredertclrsDurg and Kk-hmood, and
opou tho strength oT painful rumors In circulation that
ttioy nad not only been unaucceaaful, but bad pur
pneely failed to comply with the orders given to
them, an order was Issued by General Hooker,
through General Van Alen, Aid de-Camp, relieving
Stonuman and Averlll of their commands, and directingthem to report to Washington under arrest. Since
the reception at the intelligence that Stoneman has been
successful, and has accomplished all, and perhaps more
than all, that was expected of him, this order will unquestionablybe revoked, add a compliment paid to these
morals for the execution of a brilliant and dangerous

Here the
enemy fired upon It, killIns many of the wounded and
oanetag speedy removal. It was next established on
the open field back of the brisk house, but for similar rsnsoosjraa spaadUy ramoved to Urn brick bourn itself. Tbs
destruction of this building and the torn of the wounded
has already baan mentioned. The hospital waa then reestablishedat the White House; but soon alter the retire
ment of our troops rendered It necessary again to remove
tbe establishment, end it waa located In the woods on the
road to tbe ford. Here the shell af the enemy again
reached it with serious offset, many whose wounds
had been dressed being killed. Tbe doctors agem packedup, end started down Mm reed, finally locating them
selves, with their rapidly increasing charge, at the FitshughHouse,on the south tide of the river, close to tbe
ford. In all these movements the attending surgeons
have never bees accused of neglecting tbetr large number
of patteuU. Their industry and attention have woo the
highest encomiums lor the medical staff of tbe Third
corps, which was the first to send toy of its wounded
Sfcsv to permanent hospitals, beyond tbe present chances
of war.
