Juan Ramirez, which body, attached to Genera] Negrete's
division, I also sent to the assistance of the point at
tacked. They behaved as gallantly as the former ones,
.and In such,* way that there is nothing left to he desired.
The principal hero of this brilliant achievement n Cokaiel
Ausa, who, with the two battalions mentioned by me,
defended the point that I entrusted to hiscourage in.a
manner that has- astonished the French officers. This
youug chlSrVtas cut off roe a few minutes by the falling of
iSibulldtngonhlm,c<usedhy the artillery of the enemy,
but bis soldiers at last aooooeded In rescuing him from
the rulus. This act was performed by a few daring sol
diera and offloers of Pnebta and Zacntecaa. whoexpoeed
their Uvea an-n testimonial to merit. Generals Dtaz.Berrtozabaland Llave oootrlbnted to the victory achieved
this day by as: for, by the rapid Are of their respective
loseee, they prevented the enemy from moving on the
column* thrown oat Santa lnes, causing him great loans at
the sum thM.

I-will also mention that I have been highly pleased with
the efficiency and promptitude with which tbeee officers
executed all my orders, as well as with the bravery and
coolness which they showed during the battle. I am also,
for the same reason, planned with Generals Negrete and
I'rieto, who. being at the head of the reserves, carried
.out mv orders with promptness and efficiency, thus contributinglargely to our triumph. Of Generals Meadoza
aud I'sz I will only ay that they were, as usual, of the
