Wednesday was a day for Chicago to be proud of. By
tbe votes of her citizens she proclaimed to the world that
tbe right of Tree speech has not yet passed away; that Iminuniiyof thought and discussion aro yet among lb# iu
ilieuahle privilege* of men born to Iroedom. Unitedly
her peo|ile raise their protest against the ast sought to
be enforced in their rery midst, striking at tbair prerogatives,their birthright, their franchise, and, with the
power which alone tbe popular voice can carry, sent out
a warning which ranaliclsai may well bawl. Twenty
thousand bold men with one acclaim decreed that speech
and preen shall be unirammeled, and that <la*|xHI-m shall
not usurp the inborn rights of lbe American cltiiao.
From early dawn, through the day, and far into the

night, the atreeta were thronged with eager and earneat
men wboee word* were tboae of deepest indignation and
reaentmeni at tne blow ao openly alruck at their libortlea.
To do justs c to the intenaity of thia feeling would transcendtbe limited apace bere aOirded, and it must suffice
to Bay that no event occurring In the bletnry of tbe North
treat ever exoited ao general and ao uncompromising a

spirit of opposition Kven the aggressive boldnraa of that
fanaticism which urged and applauded the measure >|uail
ed before this mlgbiy popular demonstration, and surght
protection In cowardly ei'auce, or behind tbe sullen array
of bayonets which alone.

Then, I
ay, so far as I fete, the editors sad proprietors of the Tim-s
newspaper are considered, they, like true, honest,
honorable, patriotic men, have upheld the constitution
and laws or this country by submitting their ease to
judicial tribunal.'

There are three rights dear to American clti
tens.freedom of speech, freedom of the press aad purity
ot the ballot box. Two have been violated; hot whatever
there to dene by the people to restore these rights, which
are inherent In them, and which are guaranteed by our
constitution without violence; when the ballot box le
degraded then we have netting atoe tort. It to tlx a time
for us 10 consider what shall be our course In order to
retotot the oppressor's power. (Great applause ) Per
mlt me to t^y to you that It deea not become us aa a

party, having a just appeal to the law, having
Arat appealed to the courts, to cause a doubt to he
thrown over the sincerity of our principles, or to attempt
te right ourselves In any other manner than by this ap
peal to law. I*t ua express our opinions freely and fear
lately aate our constitutional rights,and as toth* duly
of these who are our servants sod not our sovereigns,
(loud cheers ) We recognize in no men, no set of men.
the right, or rather the power, to deprive us of any of the
ifrtvllege* which are eecurad to an American clllaxn by
the constitution. (Applause ) We ask nothing axcept
that they rive ns tne benefit of our constitution.
(Cheers.) We are willing to bind ouraelvaa and to throw
ourselves upon Ibe Intelligence and patriotism of the
country, and all the time we will abide liy the coeeiltu
tP<n. We appeel to those In power, we ask them not to
goad the people to violence, but to permit ua quietly to I
pursue our avocation* end to pay attention 10 our own

affairs, without betdg irritated and goaded by prohibitive
measures and unnecessary narsnnnm. i may oa permiiie.1
