Statement of Captain Lambert, of tlae
I Klngflshtr.

The whaling schooner Kingfisher, Captain Lambert, wee
c ipturod anJ burnod on March 28. The following is Cap.
Uin Lambert's " card of thanks
The KioglLshor. on the 23d or March, when io latitude

1 20 north, longitude 30 20, was boarded and taken pos
boohtoo or by the steamer Alabama. I was ordered on

b *rd of her, and waa told by Captain Semmea that my
voeoel was a prise, Ac. After taking out of my Teasel
Burn provisions as they desired, they set lire toller. I
was on board the Alabama twenty-three days, and must

say that I was treated well. Captain Semmea gave me all
my nautical instruments. With him I had but little conversationbut be appeared like a perfect gentleman, and
tils language was such.
Mr Kell, tbo First Lieutenant, appeared the aame. Dr

Oault, the surgeon, aeems rather reserved. All the others
I bad frequent discussions with on any topic 1 desired.
Ueutenant Howell, or the marines, I think highly of; and
Mr Armstrong, Second Lieutenant; Mr. Wilson, Third
lieutenant, and Mr. Lane, Fourth Lieutenant, all seemed
pleasant men. Dr. Llewelyn, assistant surgeon, and Mr.
Sinclair, tha master, are doe men. Mr. Freeman, first
assistant engineer; Mr. Brook, second assistant engineer;
Mr C'ammings, third assistant soglneer; Mr. O'Brlta,
fourth iMistsnt engineer, and Mr. Pundt, fifth naeiatant
engineer, are all rrlendly, good feeling then. Mr. Smith,
the CapUln's clerk. Meeers. Bnbcock, Sinclair, Mafflt and
Andersoo I sball always remember with gratitude for
tholr kinduoee; tbey did me many little favors that were
of greet eervice to me.

Mr. Alcott, eatlmaker, and Mr. T. C. Cuddy, the gunner,
are al>o nice men. Mr. McOerkey, the boatswain, and
Mr. Robinson, carpenter, elao treated me with klndiioss I must not forget the steerage ateward; he did me

tntoy urors. Mr. Evana and Mr Fnlam, manter'a maten,
and Mr. King, the master at.arms, are well appearing
meu Although Capt. Semmoa burned my vessel nod
causod me great lose, yet I have no reason to oaU him n
bad man or pronounoe such spttbela upon him an many
bare done.

The following la the statement of Captain Frobook:.I

commanded the brig Vary Alvlaa, which sailed from
Boston oa tne »t or June ror New urteaos, who » iooa

of oommissary stores, consisting of 8,100 barrels oI
pork, beans, fcc. On the morning of Mm Kb instant,
when In latitude 84 20, longitude 74 13, It was reported
to me that a brig wae In tight, standing to tbe westward.
Aa soon as sbe got within range it was observed that she
had tbe American flrgflytog at bailment, which I understoodto be a signal of distress. I stood for tbe stranger
and bove to. A boat containing sir men was soon seen

to leave tbe vessel and row towards my brig. Tbe personin charge ol tbe boat's crow, who proved to be a

master's mate on tbe rebel brig Coquette, in answer to a

ball, said that bis vessel was tbe brig Clarence, of Baltimore,forty days from Rio Janeiro, and that they
were abort of provisions, wbicb be would like me to

supply them with. He said tbat they were most in
want of bread: but tbat be would like a lit'lo
beef and pork also. When the boat bad reached
tbe Mary Alvlna, tbe men came on deck, and the person
in command walked to tbe quarter-deck, followed by tbe
boat's crew. As they approached me pistols were drawn,
and tbe officer said.'*Captain, I have tp inform you tbat
you and your crew are prisoners, and your vessel a prize
to tbe Confederate brig Coquette." Being unarmed, and
seeing tbe folly of making any reeistanoe, I qnietly submitted,and myself and crew were soon transferred to
tbe deck of tbe privateer. Euch of us was permitted to
take on board a small bag or clothes. Nothing else was

removed from the brig but my oautlcat instruments,
which tbe pirates get and retained possession of. When
the officer in charge of tbe boat boarded ua be informed me
tbat If I bad not hove to as soon as I did be would have
shot the man at tbe balm; and tbe captain of tbe rebel
privateer stated tbat he was on tbe point of giving
me a shot. In about fifteen or twenty minutes
from tbe time I reached tbe rebel vessel tbe Mary
Alvlna was on fire. 1 understood tbat tbe beds
and other combustible materials on board were saturated
wltb W and pitch, to aid in tbe burning of the brig. My
crew was put Into tbe bold of the privateer, with a guard
over tbe hatchway; but I bad tbe freedom of tbe vessel.
There was no restraint upon me whatever, and tbe crew
conversed freely with me. I should think tbe crew

numbered from thirty to thirty-five men, and tbe Coquettebad four guns on board. I am not able to give tbe
precise calibrtTof tbe guns; two were small and two large.
Tbe Coquette sailed under the American flag, and a log
was kept oo board,si or tbe Clarence, or Baltimore, nrom
Rio. I «u told that tbe Clarence bad only SAO sacks of
ooflee on board, and tbastory was that tba captain of tba
Clareocs bad bought it at Kio on bis own secount. Soon
sftor tba capture of my vessel a brig from tba north bore
In sight and tbe privateer gave chase. Tbe strange vesselcrowded sail, evidently having taken alarm from the
burning of the Mary jUvlna, and kept ahead, Ibough
the privateer gained upon her, until U becametoo dark to keep up the chase. I learned, whan on

heard, of tbe capture of the hark Whistling Wind (before
reported). I saked, as a special favor, that I might be permittedto have my ship's papers; but It was rerused. On
tbe night of tbe 11th a vessel, supposed from bar colors
to be a United States steamer, came in sight, bat she
paid no attention to tbe privateer. Fearing that aba
would hoard as three of tbe guns ware thrown overboard
and ths remaining one bid In the oahin.
On the 19th the bark Taoony was captured, and the

effects of the officers and crew transferred to her, and
she wee then made tba privateer, tbe Coquette being
deatroyed by Ore. Soon after tbe capture of tbe Tacoey
the schooner If. A. Sblndler wee captured. A "Quaker
gun" was used In tbe capture of this vessel. A spar,
painted black, was run over the aide of tbe Taoony, and
the ecboooer was ordered to heave to or he blown out ol
water. I was well treated on toe privateer, as wars the
other officers captured. The crew of tbe privateer is composedlargely of foreigners, chiefly Englishmen. Only
afew of them appear to be thorough sailors. Some of
tbem told me tbat their term of enlistment was up, and
sipries81 a wish to be released. My impression Is tbat
the change from tbe Coquette to the Tacony was made
from a fear tbat a description of the Coquette might reach
the North through tbe release of tbe officers and crew ot
tbe Whistling Wind. A surgeon on board the prlvateei
was called Brown; be belonged to Norfolk. One of the
othvr officers was called Gutts; he belonged to New
Point Comfort. The onlv email arms tbat CaDtain Frohock
saw on board wera (bote carried bjr the men.

Tho eohnooor Kala Stewart, of Philadelphia, Teagoe,
Waaler, waa captured on Friday, June 11, at ton*
A. M., by a lender lo toe privateer Florida, formerly to*
Oreto. to let. ST dag. IS win. North, leofttude TS dag. 4
win. Weet, only about forly-flve rnliee nortbeaaterly from
Capo Charles The privateer (a brig) wa* diaoovered
abo-it eight o'clock in the morning, directly on the rewe I'*
ooara*, hove to, with aa American Dag (Union Jack) Hytrin.Naar bar ware alao hove lo a bark and a achaooar.
As Mm Kale Stewart passed under the brig's Store she
waa hailed and ordered to heave to, and at Um same In
ataat her porta ware rataed, exhibiting a gun. Captain
Teagna at onoa hove to, thinking the brig to be a United
States erulaar, and ha waa at oooa boarded bp a craw
from the privateer, who took pomssaton' la the
name of the Confederate government. Captain
Teague waa at once ordered on board af the privateer,with bia papara, and there, in eonai

queooe of the number of ladlea and children, he
had on board an- pawaugera, be waa allowed to raiaota
bia vaaaal bp giving n bend for seven ihouaand dollars
papaWe thlrtp daps after a ratiBeation of a treaty of
peace between the Coothderate States and the United
States.

Captain Teague waa abort of water and provisions, and ao

' informed the captain of tbe privateer, who promised to
send some on board the Kate Stewart, but tailed to do 80,
probably wishing to bo at once out of sight of tbe two
voaaela, which he ret on Are at the mum time he sent bis
prlsouera on board tbe Stewart. At a quarter-pest
eleven A. M. the privateer hoisted a signal for the Stewart
to proceed, and at the same time she stood off to the eastward,leaving Ibo two vessels In flames. Atone o'clock
P. M tbe Kate Stewart standing toward the Delaware
Breakwater, was complctolp out of eight of the privateer
and the buri log vesse't.
The Kato Stewart took from tho privateer the offlcera

and seamen of the brig Mary Alvira, of Boston, Frobock,'
master, bound from Boston to New Orleans, with an assortedcargo. She was captured on the 9th Inst., at
half-past eight A.M., latitude 34 41 North, longitude
74 20 What, and burned tbe same dap. Also, tbe
officers and crew of tho bsrk Tacony, of
Philadelphia', Munday, master, two paasoogers and
eight Beamed, bound from Port Royal to Philadelphia,
in ballaat. Alto, the officers and crew of the schooner
M. A. Shlodter, of Greet Egg Harbor, Ireland, master, I
and six seamen, bound front Port Royal, in ballast, to
Philadelphia.
The last two vessels were captured on the same morning

as the Kate Stewart. The escape of the Kate Stewart
was owing wholly to the fact that s(ye bad fbr passengers
four ladies and (bur small ehildreo. Were it not for the
helpless condition of these passengers, this vessel
would bare shared the fate of the others. The
rebel captain (who gavo his name as Read of
Jackson, Mississippi,) wanted no encumbrances of the
kind on board hie vessel. While the privateers srero In
possession of the Kate Stewart they were very polite to
the passengers, assuring the ladles and children that they
snonld not be harmed, and that they need give themselves
no uneasiness.
The privateer was named the Clarence, of Baltimore,

and was herself a prise. She was captured by the Florida,
while on her passage from Rio, with 900 hags of ooflhe
and other merchandise. She was a that sailer, and had a
crew of about forty men when she made the captures.
After making these captures the privateer transferred his
Hag to the bark Taoony, and the Clarence was consigned
to the flames. In less than an hour after the Tacooy was

captured her name was removed from her stern, and she
is now doubtless going on a mission of destruction in
nliM of (hi PliMnM.
