On tbe morning of the loth inotwnt our blockading Boot

This
little opiaode of soldiering on Folly Island put an end to
all peaceful rebtloue wbicb have existed so long between
tbe contending forces. It waa aooo ascertained that the
crew of tbe wrecked vassal bad aet bar an Br* before
leaving.
On tbe afternoon of the same day tbe enemy opened on

our picknb from their batterlea ronllguoua to tbe Light
bouse Inlet and from tbetr rifle pita.
On rrtday afternoon, tbe 12tb, tbe Morrb Island batteriesagain opened on our poaltlon. and kept up a very

rapid and concentrated Ore. Tbe ganboat Commodore
McDonougb Immediately steamed up the Folly river and
co-operated with the shore batter! a, wben they delivered
a well directed Ore Into tbe enemy'a worka. That night
tbe gnna were carried to tbe extreme front.
The Savannah Kiyskiem of tbe IBtb claims that we

were driven from Utile Folly. This Is a mistake,and the
above paper need not anticipate anything of tbe sort,
much less tbe iwople of tbe North. Our pooltloa baa
been taken, and Reoeral OUlmore will maintain It, anonr
force, la sufficiently strong te do so.
On Saturday aftareana tbe engineers, under tbe IndomitableOantnln Cruaor, were severely shelled while

working on tbe extreme end of tbe bland. Many shells

They 'Instantly
t urned back, and exhibited some flne athletic strokes with
tbeir oars until out of range. At tble Juucture of affairs
Captain I'slne deemed it prudent to return Immediately
to Fully Island Soon after leaving tha vessel the Morris
Island batteries opened upon the steamer; but fortunately
our men were out of range, and returned unharmed.
The rebels have at tha ivesent time flfteen guns bearingui«n our position on Folly Island; but we are preparedfor them at all points. Our front ia lined with

8hnr|iehootors, who annoy the enemy greatly, as thetr
gups are mounted eii bnrtietU, while most, If not all. our
own are mounted in embrasure. This fact gives us a doeldedadvantage over the enemy.
