The
rohels entered the town, and our men o T am

very credibly fnformed, without making any very deter-
mined resistance. Our loss op this occasion wan nearly
ono thousand men, including & camp of about six hun
dred convalescent soldiors. Put this was not the worst
part of the business, The rebels, by the capture of our
force, gained poasession of Fort  Buochanan and Fort

hene, and fy iler ear further down the
bay. On these fortifloations were mounted sightesn or
twenty guns of beavy callbre, several of which wers the
finest silled ploces wo had in this depariment,

Sotnn of the peces we lost were those recantly laken
from Camp Parspet, others riked from the steamer Hins -
man, that sank in the bay last Mareh.  Allogether this in
ok of the severost blows the resels have deals us in thin
part of the conntry. In milllary circles fruabear City is
considered & place of great importance, The fortifications
at this polnt commanded Harwick Hay, the Ateharalays,
and (o fact all navigation from the Gulf to the Attakapas
counlry. The rebel force we vacounterad waa under com
mand of Magruder, acd is variously estimated al (Fom Len
