mournfully upon the willows. Tho news up to the oven-
Ing of the 4th of July, which roachod here yesterday, and
which cuntained the accounts of the lighting at Gettys¬
burg, has not been at ail satisfactory to them. They
had boon anticipating gomothlng of an entirely different
description, and the capture of Washington and the entire
defeat of the Army of the Potomac wore the principal
It,' ins of their anticipated bill of rejoicing. For a week
past they have been preparing for thia, and had projected

a graud celebration at the Grand Hotel in honor of the
event. Had it occurred, tliea tho Emperor, either single-
handed or In conjunction with Spain, was to have ac¬
knowledged the Southern conroderacy; for they have as
aurted that Mr. Slldell had arranged this whole matter.
In his last interview with the Emperor "lhey state that
he convinced his Majesty of the Importance of
placing an extensive territory under a government
frleudly to him and hostile to us between Mexico and the
United Status, and, it is even Bald, had offered to give up
Texas to France and to agree to the gradual abolition or
alavery. In roturn for thia the Emporor waa to acknow¬
ledge the Southern confederacy, and then lend his physi¬
cal aid to them in regaining possession of tho Mississippi
river. All that waa lacking, they asserted, to make their
programme a fixed fact, was the news, which they ex¬

pected to receive yesterday, of a great Union defeat.
This did not come, however, and they are gloomy, unhap¬
py and exceedingly dampened in their enthusiastic ardor.
We, on the contrary.every man of us.feel six inches
taller at the hope tliat at length our army has found a
loader worthy and able to handle It and to lead it to
victory.
The reply of Russia to the notes of France, England

and Austria is expoctod to be received to-day or to-mor¬
row. It is generally believed that Russia will accept In
prlnciplo tho propositions made by the three Powers, and
thus Jhrow upon the Poles the onus of refusing what
will not be at all satisfactory to them. In any event,after the determination exhibited by the English govern-most not to go to war for "an idea" In the Interest of
Polaud, It is gonnrally believed that no war will ensue.
The United States school corvette Macedonian, on her

The street rows have not been renewed, and Berlin
bai relapsed Into the state of sullen tranquillity from
which they tnd momentarily aroused It.

tho military and deluded by the peoplo nm.d crl«s or
"Long live tbe constitution!" aud "Down with Hism^rk. '

King, It seems to be one of the thousand myths to which
the Polish Insurrection has given rise; for Boneza has
since been IcUled, and we (lo not hear of the Redziwils
going Into moarnlng.
The failure of Messrs. Behrend & Co. of Dantzic, one of

the largest commercial booses in Prussin, has created
usual excitement in the mercantile community. Their lia¬
bilities are estimated at from two to three million thaiera,or which half a million are owing in Warsaw and about as
much in this city The liehrends are generally respected ;
one ofthe partners Is amember of the Prussian Chamber of
Deputies for his native place, and was chosen Vloo Presi¬
dent in several successive sessions: the second is married
to a Miss BalfT, daughter or tbo celebrated musical com¬
poser, and sister of the fair Lady Crampton, whose appear¬
ance as a suitor In the English Divorce Court has been at¬
tended wllh such curious disclosures. It Is believed that
great exertions will be made by the friends of Messrs Bch
rend to obviate a declaration or bankruptcy: and as the
suspension of payments is caused chiefly by the disturb¬
ances In Poland and by the low state of ths rlvors,which prevents the grain purchased of th» Polish and
Russian landholders from being shipped to Dantzic, It Is

. not Improbable that bv allowing them a little time they
majJn the end bo enabled to meet alt their engagements
antTOmerge triumphantly from dllliculties in which theyhave been Involvod , not by any fault of their own, but bynatural and political causes which they could neither
foresee nor provide against.

The case of "The Countess Delia Beta v. Lord Voruon"

U now before the public, and though it is uot yet
concluded, enough bu boeu elicited lo modify very ma¬
terially tho impressions which had got abroad respoctlog
It. An injured woman appeillng for justice against a
heartless seducer, who leaves her to support herself aud
her offspring as best she may, must always be an object or
¦ympiitby.nnd the more so If the accused party be a
wealthy nobleman. Such was the picture which had been
paiuted by some over zealous friond of the Countess, who
does not seom. to have foruaoen the diKenchanimoul which
would be wrought by tho publioity that was claimed on
ber behalf. We now knew the worst, and to what does it
amount,' In the year 1842 Lord Vernon formed a connec¬
tion with an Italian lady, by whom he had four daughters,
and with whom be appears to have lived for ten years. In
1862 this connection was broken off upon terms which
certainly aannut be considered unfavorable to the Inter¬
ests of the ludy. By a deed dated the 30th oi August,
In that year, Lord Vernon covenanted to pay an annuity
of £1,000 for her separate use during her lire and his own ,

and aa annuity of £200 to each or the daughters lifter her
death. In case any or them should marry or attain the
age or twenty one without marrying, £100 a year out or
the £1,000 was to be paid to tiiem respectively during
bit lordship's lire. He rurtber covenanted to leave
£20,000 in all ror the benefit or the mother daring her
lire, and, after her death, to be divided among mo
daughters. These provisions were clearly expressed to
be tuade upon condition that the mother should maintain
and educatc the young ladles daring tbeir minority to
the satisfaction or the trustees, who wero empowered to
make any deduction from the allowance winch they
might think fit lor this purpose if that condition should
be broken, ho lar, then, whatever tqay bethought or
the morality or such an allowance, there was uuthiog un¬
handsome In the way of terminating it. A jointure or
£1,900 a year is no despicable pension ror the widow if
an English gentleman, and in Italy such a sum represents
Bomeftiing more thun humble competence. The lady may
bavo been wronged originally , as every woman is wrong¬
ed who, whetoer treacherously or not, is tempted to sac¬
rifice her virtue and good numo: but she received what
the world would call an ample pecuniary reparation.
The sequel is boon told. Wo need not loliow the history

or the present Coiuitess uella tiela further than to say
that in the following year she married the Count, frout
whom she appears to have beou afterwards separated ,

still rotatniug the custody of the three survivors of Lord
Vernon's lour chlldrea. Some mouths ago he heard that
"they wore not happy with their mother ,'' and bad left
ber house at Cairo. Thereupon he instituted proceedings
in Chancery with a view of making them wards of the
court and obtaining a f chemo ror tbeir education. I'end
log this, some part 'or the monthly instalments hitherto

Meanwhile an .rder was made for
the appropriation of rour hundred pounds annually io
the support oT the three sisters. It is this order which
the Countess now socks to get modified, at the same
time claiming access to her daughters, one of whom has
been seriously III. This application Is still buioro the
Vice Chancellor, bat whatever bo his decision it will, uo

doubt, carry out tne presumed design of the original set¬
tlement. I/ird Vernon's counsel declares, on his bnhair,
that bo neii Iter has, nor ever had, the least idea of bhrink-
log irom tho liabilities which he incurred in 1802, and it
is out justice to say that the focta, sj far as they are
known to us, do not furnish the smallest proton for such
an assertion. How H came lo be made is now the ques¬
tion. aud to this question we fear no satisfactory answer
oau be given.
Judgment was given in the case on Tuesday. The Vice

Chancellor confirmed bis decision already given that the
Countess should have reasonable access to hor childreo,
but he refused lo allow her more lhau £400 a year, as
te tho farther proceedings, he strongly recommended
those who advised the Couutess to consider whether It
would not be more for her Interest to withdraw tho case
altogether.

A TRAIN Of THAnglMM.

The last of a train or tragedies has been concluded at
Limerick, In the sentence or M. Dlllaae to tea years' pe.

away. fti<> deed was done In open day, with ¦ reektaaadisregard of cotuuKjnencus, thy ussaiMluii and their employ¬ers reiywg on tho isymputhy or tho fears of the peasantryto secure their impunity. But thsy were woefullydecoivod lieclcham waa arretted while bis hands
were j ot rod with the innocent bloud of bis victim. A

hurriedly, but with care and caution. The Attorney Gene¬

" respectable" lariuer named Cooke who harbored Walsh,
waj> tried and found guilty of thib offence and severely
punished. It was lung felt to be alm<*t a Ubeleas
sacrlllce of human life to bang the hired instruments
of agrarian combination while the secret instigators
and employers of thofco wretches escaped. Justice could
never be satisfied, society could uever bo safe, while the
chief criminals were beyond the reach or punishment. It
was felt, therefore, to bu a matter of vital Importance to
the pnaco of tho community to couvict the men who hired
the assassins of Mr Fitzgerald This tbo Attorney Gene¬
ral has happily accomplished m a way which leaves no
thins to he desired or regietted. Denis Ulllane was
tried as an accessory before the fact, in hiring and arm¬
ing the assassins. The evidence against him was con¬
clusive Ho was feund guilty and executed. Only
one of the guilty parties now remained unpunish¬ed Michael Dillane, and ho has boon awarded the just
p mishment of his crime He had been In jail for
eighteen months. The indictment charged him also with
being an accessory before the fact; but, iu consequenceof a defect in the evldenc* to sustain the capital charge,the Attorney General withdrew It, and resolved
to proceed upon the minor counts. To those the prisoner
ploadod (entity, finding It vain to struggle against the evi¬
dence. The highest penalty the law allows In such a
cuse.soliciting to commit murder. Is ten years' penal
servitude, and of this Mr. Justice Keogh declared that he
would not abate one hour. Such speedy and complete
retribution.so many trials for an agrarian murder in
Munster, without a single failure of justice, without a
disagreement of the jury, so much public satisfaction with
the results have not boon known during the present cen¬
tury. What makes the matter more remarkable is that
the juries were comiwsed of [toman Catholics and Protest

CoLowmt,.j have the bunor to report to the General
commanding ths department, that oo,lho 6th of llay last,
Company H. Third infantry, Cailiornia' volunteers , Captain
Black, lei t this port pursuant to my orders, eu route, vli
Bo* Elder, Bear river. Cache and Martihe valleys, for a
point at or nsar the Great rend or Bear river, knows m
Soda Springs, Idaho Territory, for the purposo or estab¬
lishing a new port la that region, for the protection of the
overland emmigration to Oregon, California, and the
Bannoak city mines.
Accompanying this expedition and under its prote Ilea

were a large number ct person* heretofore residonts *f
this Territory, decoders (under the name of Morrisites),
from the Mormon church. Many, If not all of tbem, hav¬
ing been reduced by tbe continued persecutions or
Mormons to the most abject poverty, have for Boiue time
past claimed and received the protection of the forew
under ray command.
Prudeutlal reasons, applying m well to this command

as to the Muriaites themselves, rendered it advisable
thut they should be romovud from the vicioity of tbia
camp, and beyond the evil influences and powers of the
Mormou hierarchy. Regarding the expedition to Soda
Spring*, Idahe Territory, as presenting a favorable op.
portunlty for this purpose, I ordered transportation to be
provided for the most ludigeat, and the distribution of
provisions to the destitute, both en route and after
arrival at the new post, until such tiiao as by industry
and well dtrocted etfort those Impoverished and persecaMA
people , should be able to support themselves. Home ef
them wore able to ruralsh their own teams and wagons.
Most of them gathered up their household goods and pro¬
vided themselves with a acuity supply of provisions hr
their sustenauce. They numbered In aU oae hundred and
sixty souls, composed of ftity-throe families, seven single
men and tour widows. On the next day.May 6.1 fol¬
lowed with Company H, Second cavalry, California Volua-
leers, Lieutenant Clark commanding, und ororlioic the
main tram and inlautry twenty-Uve miles n irtn oi this
city, l'moeedlng thence by easy marches or from tlvo to
eighteen miles per day, along the eastern shores of Great
Salt Lako tho entire command arrived at Brlgliam City (or
Box Klder), sixty milee north, May 8. Hoie leaving the
iniantry and tralu to proceed by the old beaten road
through Cache and Marsh valleys and across tbe moun¬
tains, via Hublett's cut off, I took tbe cavalry by a less
froijuented road, crossing Bear rivor at tho lower terrr
tl.onoe up the plateau lying between tbe Malade and Bear
rivers, over the mountains dividing tho wasters of tho
Great Basin from those or the .Miaku and Columbia rivers
tbonce down the Westerly side of tbe Marsh valley'
crossing Fort Nocuff river, north ol Sublet!'* cut off, sad
down the east and right bank of that river to suako
river ferry, adistauoeof two hundrod miles Irom this
post, arriving st this point May 13. our general
course to the ferry was a little east of doe
north, passing through a series of valleys weg
watered, and with light timber along the streams and oa
the mountain sidos. The luxuriant vegetation at this
early i.oason of tbe year, furnishing good grass for the
uuimals, as well as the evidences of Isst yaw s gjowth,
besjuko the fertility of tbe soil, und its adaptation tearrt
culture. This remark more especially applies to Marsh
valley, lying due north of, and adjoiumg, Cache rtller
tho latter being already thickly settled by Mormou'
whose most northerly settlements extend within flity or
twenty miles of the first niontloned valley the Bear

Giving them to under¬
stand tbe determination of tbe government to puuisli al
bad Indians summarily, and roceiving assurances or to
ture good conduct on their i«irt, 1 passed on without no¬
testing those Indians. At Snake river ferry were seve¬
ral large trains of emigrants bound ucrth to tha
mines, and were recruiting their animals. Here, aieo
was at eucampmsnt of the Shoshone (or Snake) Indians*
numbering in all, including those who esme In the next
day, 1£60 or 300. They were ail mounted, aud gruzino
in the vicinity a considerable amouut of stock. Ibaso
Indians were reliably represented to me as friendly ¦.*

I.eing accompanied by Judge Doty, Superintendent of
Indian Allaars for Utah, a coulerence was hrdd with the
Indians on tho night of our arrival, which was attended
by i ho cnief, old and young men and auuawa.
