ping agreement entered into with the owner November
and December, 1842. Ibra voyage from Yarmouth, N
to a port or ports In the British West Indies, thence to
purl or )>orts to which the vessel may lawfully go, fir a
term not to exceed six months, to have final discbarge in
Nova Scotia; a certificate of eulry and clearance of tbe
vessel by tbe British Viee Consul at Itatamoroa, Apr8 23,
1808: a journal or log account of the voyage or tbe ves¬
sel from Matamoros, commencing la June, 1863; master's
manlfekt of eighty four bales or cotton rroin Jlata-
nioros to Nassau, N. P., dated May 23, 1803.
Frt m the proofs In preparatory it seems tbe
vessel was on her voyage from Mat imoros to Nassau, but
was a bad sailer, or. owing to the state of tbe weather,
was unable to make ber courae acroes tbe Guir stream, and
it was attempted by ber master, with the coogem of ber
superenrgo, te carry her to tbe port of New York, and
her master was attempting so to navigate ber when pbe
was seised, not making for'any other port, and when
seised was off Cape Batteras, as was supposed , eighty to
one hundred miles. Ber ship's company were all British
sublets, and none of them bad gny Iptereft in the yttgel
or cargo. Ibe vessel was loaded with cotton alone. No

The L'tti'ed &atti n. the Brig Italella Thompson and Oar-
go.This vessel and cargo were captured a prim of war.
June IB, 1803, on tbe Atlantic Ocean bytthe United States
steamer Tbe UnlteU States, and sent to this port for adju¬
dication. James McUaniel, of Halifax, Nova Scotia, In¬
terested and claimed as owner of tbe brig, and Nehemlah
K. Clements, for himself and others, appeared and
claimed the cargo. As In the preceding case tbe vessel
bad a certificate 4T British registry given at Halifax
August 6, 1802, as of a British vessel, built in New Bruns¬
wick, 1801 , to James HcDaniel, of Nova Sootla. The ves¬
sel bad a certificate of entry and olearaoce at Halifax,
April 27, 18*3, for Nassau, P. R , of a cargo of sundries,
and a clearance at Nassau June 5, 1863, for HuiiJ
fax for a cargo of spirits of turpentine and
upland cotton, with title of instructions, bills of
lading and invoice conformably thereto. Tbe oargo
was taken on board in the harbor of Nassau. Tbe ship's
papers, upon their lace, were regular and in due order
The master and ship's company were proven, oo the pre
paratory examination, to be British subjects, without any
interest either in the vessel or cargo. The voyage coui-
meuced at Haltrax and was to have ended tbere. Tbe
vessel made no port between Halifax and Nassau on the
outward voyage, nor between the same ports ou her re
turn voyage, and was not near any port when captured,
and bad not attempted to enter any port on her return
voyage. She was captured off St. Coorge's Tanks All
the papers on the vessel were rogulur and apparently
fair. No proofs wsre given oo the oxamlnatkn In pre¬
paratory that the cargo of the vessel was procured from
