It was ascertained that there was a brigade of rebel
tsavatry between little Washington and rtiKirrysville, but
tbev ev inceil no hostile demonstrations and did not be¬
tray a disposition to attack our cavalry.
The captured private Bridges had a imteh of letters In

an enveope, addressed to Andrew H. Barbee, Snorrya-
villa, Rappakanneck county, Virginia, from which tho

. MARCimra AGAIN.
On Thursday afternoon last, about bUlf-past four

o'clock, an order was gives for this corps to pack up and
march as rapidly as possible. In half an hour all was
ready and the corps was Moving. Hour after hour passod.
It was midnight, and the marching still continued. A
rest of a few moments was ordered at intervals, and the
woary soldiers threw themselves upon tho ground until
the command, "Kail In! forward!" was given, when the
men rose to their feet and continued on without a mur¬
mur. Tramp, tramp, tramp was all the sound that was
beard from tbe rotnhlng column, while the wagons and
artillery rumbled fci tho rear.

KNCAXPIP.
In nnotbor hour we wcro imioimped. Pickets were sont

out, coin-o was made, and a short time afterwards the
weary mou and horses were asleep. Kour hours of rest
passed, when again the corps was preparing to move,
and at eight o'clock we continued tbe march.
At ono P. M. we arrived at our present camping ground.

Whothor all the other corps are noir us, how long we
shaU remain bero, or what is intended to bo done during
toe next two or three weeks, I must not state.

tlfCAW K1R1.VO HEARD.
About ftmr o'clock yesterday afternoon cannonading

CAITt-RKft ON I1CKHT.
Last night Lieutenant Palmer, of tho Fifty seventh New

York regiment, disappeared very mysteriously. He was
on picket with his company, ami was last seen at eleven
o'clock by Lieutenant Sweonoy , of the One Hundrod and
Fortieth Pennsylvania. There is no doubt but that he
was surprised and capturod by guerillas.

terday , together with a fow Intelligent eontrcbauds of
both Bcxen and all colors.
Among tbe rcbol prisoners and deserters was a very

simple mteded citizen, who was told liy some of the other
prisoners that all captured on both sides were to be bung,
in order to terminate the war sooner by reducing tfit
number of men callable of bearing arms. The citizen bo]I loved It all. but thought It was a hard oase for him,
because too bad never handled a musket, never shot -a
gun, and never discharged a pistol hut once, aid that wa3
many years ago, when he was a small boy. Besides that,
he said tie was a Baptist, and thought that under these
rircumatances be ought not to be hung. Tbe rebel boys
enjoyed bis simplicity and credulity, but told
blm tbat being a non-combatant and a Baptist
would not save him, as be could not prove
bis Innocence. Ihcy were willing to be hung, tbey sial,
became they were tired of the war, and he ought to: be
also, even if the sensation was a little uncomfortable.
