Th* man who com
rattled th* murder Is a sailor on board ths United States
aupply ship Connecticut, named Tbomaa MoQoud, other
wlM known m ThoeoM MeCuaa, his r*al nam*, aged
about nineteen years. So far M the circomstaaoes
bav* transpired it appears that McCloud and
two other sailors, named Mdaey Adams sad John
Callahan, deserted from the Connecticut, lying at th*

aeveu o'clock P. M. Ibey landed near the foot of Hudson
avenue, and stopped to gat some liquor. They became
quite Jolly, aad walked to Proopect atrcot. t-bortly after
turning tho corner the accased met the decease*! an
aMeroallea ensued, and MeClood, taking out hia fcrbe
(such M used by Mil' rs) , stabbed Connolly lo the left
breast, the b:nde penetrating ti e hMrt. The wounded
man fell and expired lu five minutes theran' tor.
The perpetrator immediately took to his beets eod run¬

ning thsough the bMoss*nt*f No. 170 i'rosiect street
brake through a rear feooe sad secreted himself behind
a tree In the yard of a bourn frosting no Sand*
street. Chptaln Jacob* aad officer Bourne, of ths Forty
Secone precinct police, pursued bim and took him Into
custody. He made no resistance. In answer to some
qiiMtions he ststed that Connolly attacked him la the
sirset, snd that he used the knife in sett-defence. He
wm taken to the station bouse and looked up.
The knife, with tlie blood vet fresh upon it,wm picked

ap In the privy e( the yard he had entered.
The dec ased was conveyed to his i<areots' residence,

where the body wm viewed by Coroner Norris, who will
examine lolo the clrcumttences to day.
