THE THREE MILLION ORDINANCE.
It In Wot Tot Rlfnot b jr Mayer Opdyke.

Ho Proposes Amendments, Ac.
Mayor Opdyke bss not yet signed tbe three million

dollar ordinance passed by tbe Boards of Aldermen end
Councilmen. He calls for amendments ID tbe bill.
These amendments are now In tbe bands of Councilman
Morgan Jones, and will be submitted for approval to-day.

A special meeting < f the Board of Aldermen will be called,
and If tbey sgree in accepting those amendments tbe

i Mayor says be wlll'sign It. Of oonrse when tbe Aldermen
sgree upon the matter, one wsy or tbe other, tbe Council
men will follow suit. Tbe following are the amendments
offered by Mayor Ojidyk*.
Section 1 to read ss follows .
Section 2. It shall he the duty of tbe Comptroller to

pay, upon tbe order of said committee, to the family of
every citizen, and every perfOu who nboll have declared
his intentions to become a citizen in the manner provided
by law. who shall be drafted Into the military service o'
the United states. In pursuance of tbe provisions of the
act of Congress known a* the Conscription act. and whose
liability to serve shall have become flxod bv the action of
tbe Board of Enrolment of the district in which he in

drafted, and wno shall have been mustered Into such
service and sent to the proper rendezvous, In case the
aforesaid o mmlttee shall certify that the person so
drafted is in isdigent circumstances, the sum of three

I hundred dollars for the relief or the family so draftsd.
The payment to be nude to such member of bis family as
the drafted person may designate.
sections. In plsceof words "Who Is s fireman ," In

second line. osS Words "Whowsa an active member of
the Ftre Deportment of this city at tbe date of tbe Intro¬
duction of this ordinance "

Section 4. Insert after tbe words "t'nlud States," on
tbe eighth line, tbo words "and sent to the proper reti
deurons."

Section 6 to rssd ss follows:.
Tbe Comptroller shall also psy en tbo order of tbe said

committee to tbe family of any poraon who shall volun¬
teer aa a soldier, and who shall be accepted and sauntered
Into tbo military service of tbe United states, and be seat
to tbe proper rendezvous ss a substitute for some person
who has been or may be drafted, tbe sum of three hun¬
dred dollars for tbs relief of tbe family of such volunteer,
the payment to be made to such member of the family as
the ssid volunteer may designate; provided, however,
thai such payment shall not he mads in any case In
which any other payment is mads, either by s draftsd
person or nader tbe provisions of this ordinance, to tbe
person drafted, or to any person as bis substitute tho

» object of this provision being to prohibit the payment of
mors than tbree hundred dollars oo4er the provisions of
this ordtoance to or for any parson drafted, whether for
the relief or his family or to or for U>e substitute who
takes bis nlaee.
