Admitting the
allegations set forth In the petition and the HUtojnoiits
made under oath to be true the facts would seem to be
substantially as ftdlows Albert Seifert was born on the
20th day of Muy , 1841, at May ence, to the duchy of Harm
luilt, tiermany where his parents still reside. Sometime
In the mouth or May, 1881 he arrived In the cltv or New
York.hav lug been previously recommended by Mr pirents
to the c ire of au uncle, Henry Barlow, of Newark, New
Jersey. He met his uncle In New York, accompanied
him to Newark, resided with him for about three months,
then foc.i.d employment In Newark, and alter some time
went to the city ot Now Y'rk iu que«t ofsomething to do.
While there, and on the 11th of August, 1M2, he enlisted
in Company K, of the Thirty ninth regiment of New York
VolutiUers, without tho knowledge or consent of his pa¬
rents or untie. He has been in the service ever since was
in the battle of tiettysburg, where be receivrd a slight

I wound in one of his Imnds, from which he hiut In a great
measure recovered; and on tbe 16th of Julv last was
brought to the t'nlted States Hospital at Newark, where
bo now Is, in cbftr-e nn4 pndvr tb« wptrol of I>r. fioorge
Taylor, Medical I'irector. The primmer adn Its that
no deception was practtsea upon him at toe lime
of his enlistment; that no persuasion was mule use of to
inducc him to enlist; thai tbe uct upon his part was
entirely free and voluntary. He admits, too, that ho re¬
presented himself to the recruiting officer as older tlian
he reallv was, but stated nt the aamo time that ho was
under eighteen. Nevertheless ho was enlisted he re¬
ceived his bounty money, and took tbe oath of enlistment.
Ho has served, so far as appears, with fidelity, and ac-
Knowledges that ho has been kindly treated, and has no-
tblng to complain or. The petitioner now complains tb.it,
as his uncle and acting guardian, he is entitle<l to the cus¬
tody of the prisoner, and that the contract of enlistmont
having been entered into by a minor under the age or
eighteen ought to bo deemed void. By the firth section or
the act orCongress of Sept. 28.18M). it was made the duty
of the Secretary of War to order the discharge of any soldier
of tbe armv or the I'nited States who, at the time of bis
enlistment, wss under the age of twenty one years, upon
evidence being produced to him that such enlistment
was without tho consent of his parent or guardian.
In time of peace such an act might haw been

a pro|>er one, and ita provisions very salutary. Bat
every one can understand how. in a period of war, and
more especially In such a contest as that in which we are
now engaged. Us opo-Minns might be most disastrous.
Accordingly It was found that It Imposed upon the Se¬
cretary of War, whose time and energies were«lready
taxed 'to tbe uttermost, an immense amount of labor,
and that Its tendency was to derange and din rganlre the
whole military service. The applications for .dischargebecame so numerous that it was impossible to beetow
upon each the care required, and the consequonce was
that fraads and impositions without number were prac¬
tised, and persons who wore of full age at the time of
their eolistment were almost daily discharged under the
pretence of their hating tieen minors. Tbe evil was be¬
coming very serious and embarrassing. As a remedy for
this state of things Congress passed tbe act of Feb¬
ruary 13. 1802, by the second section of which
It is enacted, "That tbe fifth section of the act
of twenty eighth September, eighteen hundred
and fifty, providing for tho discharge from the
¦ervlco of mmors enlisted without tho consent of their
parents or guardians, be. and the same hereby is, re¬
pealed: Provided. That hereafter no person nnder the
age of eighteen shall he mustered into the United States
service, and the oath of enlistment taken by the recruit
shall lie conclusive as to his age." Tho language of this
proviso would seem to be too clear to ndmit of any seri¬
ous doubt as to its meaning. lterriilt ing officers are pro¬
hibited I rom mustering into tbe service or the lTnlted
States any person under the ago or eighteen ir they do
so knowingly they violate the law, and are liable to
punishment But at the same time it was foreseen that
there might bo great difficulty in ascertaining what the
ago or a person offering himself as a recruit really was;
and lr, upon representing himself to be eighteen, be
should be mastered into the service, and were then al¬
lowed at any time to claim bis discharge. upoD tbe
ground tb it he had deceived tho recruitlug officer as to
his age, this would have been to introduce an evil of

i recisely tho same kind as that which it waa the design
of this vory section to cure Therefore it waa provided
that tbe oath of enlistment taken by the recruit should be
conclusive as to his age But it is said that, however
this may be. so far as the recruit h-mself is ooncerned, it
never couM have been the intention of Congress to pre¬
clude all inquiry as to bis age when the application for a
discharge is made by bis parent or guardian. This is a
new and important question. It Is tbe first time that 1
have been called upon to give a judicial construction to
this act of Congress. And. moreover, there are many other
cases likely to arise Involving the very same principles

1 have therefore examined with some care the debates in
the Senate of the United "-'tales when this section was
under consideration, and propose to refer to what fell
from those who took a tending part in the discussion. In
order if possible to clear away any doubt that may exist
as to what was the design of Congress in the passage of
this proviso.
Mr. Wilson, in introducing the section a* an amend¬

ment "to the bill before the Senate, observed:.Manv
minora enter into tbe service of tbe United States. By
existing law the {secretary of War ia compelled to dis¬
charge them when application ia made. It make* a vast
deal of labor and causes disorganization In tbe service.
The proposition Is to repeal that act. bat to provide that
In the future minors under eighteen yeass of age shall not
lie mustered into the service, and that tho mastering oath
shall be conclusive on that aubiect. This point has been
disenssed in the Military Committee. I hope It will be
adopted by the £enalo.

Mr. Powell objected to that part of the amendment
which provided that the oath of enlistment should he
final as regards the age of the minor. "I think." said be,
"it would be manifestly improper to Ibaert sncb a pro
vision in the law. A youth under eighteen, who wished
to leavo bis rather, might go and swear that be was
eighteen years of age, and that would prevent bis being
discharged. It will lead to fata swearing and dlsobe
dience of parents. "
Mr. Hale said.I think that making tbe oath of tbo

minor conclusive on htm Is a Terr slight punishment for
the perjnry he commits. If he swetrs that he is eighteen
when be Is not he commits perjury , ana may be ponisbed
by Indictment: but tf. instead of that, you make his oath
conclusive on him and bold him In the amy, I think it la
very alight punishment.

Mr. Wilson. In farther explanation of the amendment,
said.Wa propose to require an oath aa to tbolr age. They
are to be given to understand that the law forbids their
admission into the army if tbey are under eighteen years
of age; that they mast take an oath Id regard to tlieir
age, and that this oath In onclustve in regard to their
nge.

Tike Operation! of m Confidence Man.
AKKKFT OP WM. H. WEBSTER, IN ALBANY.

The Albany Argtu has the following in reference to the
operations of Wm. H. Webster, who was arrested tn tjiat
city some days ago for counterfeiting Treasury notes .
Ho has been sending circulars to postmasters and

other local officers of small towns throughout tbe country,
covering a proposition to furnish tbe means of a ouccess
fill speculation, and ottering for sale, at thirty cents on
the dollar, imitations of the Cnitq4 States Treasury notes,
which ho promised should be so perfect as to defy detec¬
tion. If tbe person addressed answered favorably,
further correspondence ensued, a sample of the "Imita¬
tion notes" for tbe denomination of one dollar, genuine
issue), wonld be sent, which In poet cases would call out
nn order for a larger quantity of the notes, enclosing
hank bills to pay them at tbe rate of thirty cents
on tho dollar. It is evident that he never furnished tho
.'imitation notes'' spoken of in his circulars: that tbe
genuine one dollar note was employed as a bait to call
out an order for a quantity of them, accompanied by a
remittance in advance payment, which be would pocket.
In this manner Webster hna done a largo business, and
his correspondence shows that be has received hundreds
or dollars from dupes In all parts of tbe Northern states.
Webster Is about thirty -five vears of age, and has long

been a resident of this city. He has devoted much time
to "dodge*" such as that for which be Is now under ar¬
rest. and always with marked success. It would seem
that his study bos been to live bv swindling those who
are witling or vicious enough to swindle their
neighbors, and always to do this In a way thai
would save him from tbe penalties of tbe law. Thus
far be has succeeded. He cheats none but those who
Dlace in bis hands evidence of their desire to deal

In counterfeit money, and they, of course, dare not come
forward to prosecute lilm, because ibey would thus ex-
pour themselves to criminal cbargce.
Years ago be waa In tbe employment of Ralph Oaborn,

alias Dr. Tossant, who published a paper here called the
Mttropolilan. Oaborn waa a notorious swindler and coun-
tnrfelter, ard be used Ibis paper, which bad do local cir¬
culation. and which be distributed through the poet
offices gratuitously, for the furtherance or hts nefarious
schemes. He wm'for a lone time successful ; hot tn the
spring of 1S64 he and his wlte, and one Ahram Van O'l.in-
da, removed to Camden, New Jersey, where tbey were
soon after arrested on a charge of manufacturing bogus
money. Soon after Unborn and Van O'Mnrta broke .tail
and made their escape Some months later Oeborn waa
arrested In Erie county for making counterfeit money.
He was convicted and sentenced to ten years' Imprison¬
ment in the Auburn State prison, where 'be is now doing
tb6 State service. Webster remained hcqe, and under
tbe assumed name of Charloe H. Lameitieno he issued
circulars, of which the following are copies
