Great excitement prevailed among tbe delegate* this

morning. All tbe caucuses cloeed laat night without
coiiIdk tp any definite conoluikn. Tbe radicals, In their
multitude of counnollore, were unable to agree. Tbo taotlca
on ttn^othor mdo were simply to follow their leader, who
whs to be guided simply by tbe action of the radicate as

tbeir programmo developed. Opposition to the radical*
was their position.Raymond and Clark B. Cochrane to
lead

It was plainly to be seen «t an early hour this morning
that tbe radic da were somewhit alarmed and quite un-

.isy. Greeley aeserted that everything was in a confused
¦late, and informed mme of the candidates that be was
afraid that tbe other side would beat them. Thoy, how¬
ever, kept up their braggadocio that they had tbe Con¬
vention. Tbe radicula gave out that they bad aban¬
doned Opdyke lor temporary chairman, under the plea
that they did not deem it policy to ran him, and that
Ward Hunt w s to be their temporary chairman. This
iodire was talked over for some tune, when the word
came irom headquarters that Opdyke was to be the man.
*.1 iffht it M.then," was tbe response from tbe other aide.
This added to the confusion, and when tne Convention net,

at eleven o'clock A. M., everything wore the appearanee
of uncertainty more than at any other hear. But one

tblo^waR very apparent, and that was that tbe radicals
were frightened, and tbe other aide quite Jubilant. The
.latee or tbe two sides assumed a nor* definite form thla
morning. Tbe radicals were dropping tbe new ticket

, d"dii«, and running Bobiuson for renomlnation. The
ether side were pushing Thomas W. Olcott for the same

piac . Three candidate* were urged tor Secretary of
Stat*.D ew, Porter of N i«cara,- and Senator Bail.
Ottaere about as last nl.bt.

Senator Low .Chairman of the Central Committee, called
the Convention to order at olevoo o'clock A. M. Tbe hall
was full. Botb sides were there' promptly at the hour.

Be announeed the InterfiretatloB.thM be placed upen the
r<w>lutioo of the laat Convention !¦ regard to hi* duties
the same as agreed upon in eadcna.

Mayor Opdyke immediately rone and moved that the
.TRontsatlon of tbe Convention be poatponed until two
.'dock P.M., for the perpose of giving further time to
aaoault. so aa to harmonise Batter*.

Tli1» was an admission that the radicals had lost their
hold, and were unable to carry out their programme.
Kaym'nd, tbe leader on the other side, seconded the

motion. Uoth side* supported it; hat there was a large
slam in the body of tbe CnnveeUoa who cared nothing
about the light of the factloo*, who voted sgainat It; bst
they were in a minority, and a receea was taken.

It 1* hard to tell what WIN reaolt from this postpone¬
ment t anciissing m now the order of tbe day. Tbe ra
steals wii. nave to baelr down from tbetr programme, or
« row follow*.

Braaoro.Sept. 3.3 P. M.
The following oommhtee from the radical side:.Meaera

Rpdyku, Traman and Beasiens walled upon the Beward
men soon ai tar the reeeae, and propoeed to oompromiss
the question o( organisation by taking Ward Hunt tor
temporary chairman and Postmaster Wakeman for per¬
manent chairman.

This I am tryiigV) do Are
you for It? If you are. so far we are agreed. If you are
not for it, a mtcood way is to give up the Union. 1 am
against thin. If you are, yon should say aoplainly. If
yoo are not for force, not jet for dissolution, there only
remains some imaginable compromise.

I do not believe that any compromise embracing the
nmuHeoauce of tho Unlou is now possible. All that I
learn leads to a directly opposite belief. The strength of
the rebellion Is Its military. lis army. That army domU
nates ail the country and all the people within Its range.
Any offer of auy terms made by any man or men wilhia
that range In opposition to that army m simply nothing
for the present, because such man or 8>en have no power
whatever to enforce their side of a compromise, if on*
wore made with them.
To illustrate: Suppose refugees from the South and

peace men of the North get together In convention, and
frame and proclaim a compromise embracing a restora¬
tion of the Union. In what way can that oompromise
be used to keep General Leo's army out of Pennsylvania?
General Meade's army can keep Lee's army out of Penn¬
sylvania; and I think can ultimately drive it out ef
existence. But bo paper compromise to which the con¬
trollers of General Lee's army are not agreed, can at all
afreet that army. In an cffcirt at such compromise we
would waste lime whiob the ehemy would Improve to
our disadvantage, and that would be ail.

A compromise, to be effective, must be made either
with those who control the rebel army, or with the peo¬
ple, Qrst liberated from the domination of that army by
the success o! our army. Now, allow me to assure you
that no word or Intimation rrom the rebel army, or from
any of the men controlling It, In relation to any ponce
compromise, has ever com* to my knowledge or belief.
All charges and intimations to the contrary are deceptive
and groundless. And I promise you that if any such pro¬
position shall hereafter come, it shall not bo rejected and
kept secret from you. 1 freely acknowledge myself to be
the servant of the people, according to tlui bond of »ef-
Tice, tho United States constitution, and that, as such, I
am responsible to them.
But, to be plain. You are dlssatlsQod with me about

(he negro. Quite likely there is a difference of opinion
between you and myself upon that subject. I certainly
wish that ail moo oould be rree, while you, I suppose, do
not. Yet I have neither adopted nor proposed any mea¬
sure which is not consistent Jwith even your view, pro¬
vided yon are for| the Union. I suggested oomponsated
emancipation, to whlcti you replied that you wished not
to be taxed to buy negroes. But I bad not asked you to
bs taxed to buy negroes, except in such way as to save
yoo from greater taxation, to save the Union exclusively
by other means.
You dislike the emancipation proclamation, and per¬

haps would have It retracted. You say It is unnousti
tutlonal. I think differently. I think that the constitu¬
tion Invests its oommander-in-chief with the law of war
la time of war. The most that can be said, if ao much,
Is, that slaves are property. U there, has there ever

been, any question that by the law of war, property,
both ef enemies and friends, may be taken when neodod?
And is It not needed wheoevsr taking it helps us or hurts
the enemy? Armies, the world over, destroy enemies'
property when they cannot use It; and even destroy their
own to keep it from | the enemy. CIvillMd belltgs.snts
do all la their power to help themselves or hurt the
enemy, except a few things regarded as barbarous or
cruel. Among the exceptions are the massacre of van¬
quished foes and non-combatants, male and female.
But the proclamation, as law, Is valid or is not valid.

If it ia not valid It needs no retraction. It it is valid
It cannot be retracted, any more than the dead can be
brought to life. Gome of you profess to think that Its
retraction would operate favorably for the Union. Wny
better after the retraction than bsfors tho issue? There
was more than a year and a half of trial to suppress the
rebellion before the proclamation was Issued, the last
one hundred days of wMch psssed under aa explicit
notice that It was coming unless averted by those in
rsroM returning to their allegiance. The war has car
toinly progressed as favorably for us since tho issue of
the proclamation aa before.

1 know as fully m ou cu know (be opinions of others ,

that some or tbe commanders of oor armios to the Held,
who bars given us our moat important victories, believe
Um emancipation policy and the aid of colored troops
constitute tUe heaviest blows ypt dealt to the rebellion,
and that at least ooe of th<we important successes could
not bare been achieved when it was but for tbe aid of
black soldiers.
Among tbe oommaoders boldlog these views are some

who have never had anjr affinity wltb what Is called abo¬
litionism or wltb "republican party politics," but who
bold |tbem (purely as military opinions. I submit tbelr
opinions^ being entitled to some weight against tbe ob¬
jections often urged that emancipation and armlug the
blacks are unwise as military measures, and were not
adopted as such m good faltb.
Tou say that you will not Ogbt to free negroes. Home

or them teem to be willing to Ogbt for you.but no mat
ter. Fight you, tbeo, exclusively tcf save tbe Colon. I
Issued tnep reclamation on pi^poae to aid you in saving
tbe Union. Whenever you shall have oooquered all re-

sistaoce to tbe Colon, If I shall urge you to continue light
Ing, It will be an "apt time then for you to declare that
you will not light to free negroee. 1 thought that In your
struggle for tbe Cntoo, to whatever extent (be negroes
should oe se helping the enemy, to that extent It weak¬
ened tbe enemy in bis resistance to you, Do you tmnk
differently f I thought that whatever negroes can be got
to do as soldiers leaves just so much lese for white sol
diers to do In saving tbe Cmm. Does It appear otherwise
to you f Bat negroes, like other people, act upon mo¬

tives. Why should tbey do anything for us if we trill do
nothing for them r II tbey slake their Uvea for us tbey
must be prompted by tbe strongest motive, even tbe
promise of freedom. And tbe promise, being msde, must
be kept.

lutlon simply as a war measure baa uken tbe atiug
from that reeolutlon.
