Tbo principal points of tbo answer of Mr. Lincoln to
tbe Missouri Jacobin "Drake's Blttsrs" Oouimltloe havingboon published in tbe Hkkalo, we doom it a waste of
space to print tbe letter entire. W# giro, however, the
President's instructions to Gen. ScboAeld, tbe efficient
officer whom the radicals desired to have removed, which
covers tbe ground of the reply:.

Kxr.itmv* Mansion, 1
Washingros, D. C., Oct. 1,1860. J

General John M. 8ceoi.-nn.D-.
There is no organized military force in avowed oppositionto tlic gpnerul government now in Missouri, and if

any such shall reep|<ear, your duty in regard to it will he
too plain to require any special i-struction. Still, tbe
condition of things, both there and e'sswbers, is such
as to render it indispeusable to maintain, for a time, the
United Slates military establishment in that Stale, as
well ns to rely upon It for a lair contribute n of support
to that establishment generally. Your immediate duty
in regard to Missouri now la to advance the efficiency of
that establishment, aud to so use it, as far as practicable,
to compel the excited people there to leave one another
alone.

I'nder your recent order, which I have approved, yon
Will only arrest individuals, and suppress assemblies or

newspapers, when they may be working palpable injury
to tbe military in your charge: and in uo other case will
yon inter'ere wilii the expression of opinion in any form,
or allow it to be intorfered with vtolcutly by others, in
this you have a discretion to exercise v/llh great caution,
calmness and forbearance.
With the matters of remeving the inhabitants of certain

counties m vmtt:, and of removing certain individuals
frcm time to time, who are supposed to be mlsi btevoim,
I am not now interfering but am leaving to your own
discretion.
Nor um I interfering with what may still seem to you

to be necessary restrictions upon trade aud intercourse.
I think Droncr. however to enjoin nnon vou the followins.
Allow no part of Uio military under your command to bo
bo engaged in aitber reluming fugitive slave*, or in forcingor enticing slaves from tbolr homes; and, so far aa
prnci icable, enforce* the same forbearance upon the people.

Report to me your opinion upon the availability for
good of tho enrolled militia of the State. Allow no one
to enlist colored troops, except upon orders from you, or
from here through you.
Allow no one to assume the functions of cnnflsciting

properly, nndcr the law of Congress, or otherwise, exceptupon orders from here.
At olectlons, see that those, and only tboso, are allowed

to vole, who are entitled to do 'a« by tho laws of Missouri,Including as of tbose laws tho restriction laid by
the Mlsuour 'Convention upon those who may have particlp>t"dIn tho rebellion.
So far as practicable, you will, by means of yourmi'ittryforce oxpol guerillas, marauders and murderers, and

all who aro known to harbor, aid or nbet them. Rutin
like mannor you will repress assumptions of unauthorized
Individuals to perform the same service, because under
pr»tenco of doing this tboy become marauders and murderersthemselves.
To now rrstoro pence, let tbe military obey orders; and

those not of tho military, leave each other alono, thus not
breaking the pence themselves.

In giving the above directions, it Is not Intended to restrainyou iu nther expedient and necessary m tiers not
falling within their range.
