THE ASSAULT OF LOOKOUT MOUNTAIN.
In order to carry cot the proposed plan,and to keep the

enemy's lines as much extended as possible, It was necessarythat Hooker and Sherman should attack tho lines
simultaneously. General Hooker's task was to assault
I.coknnt Mountain, ar.d In the event of finding a weak
force holding it, or the failure <f the enemy to weaken
the rest of their line In ordi. to hold the mountain, to
take possession of it. It was thought that as Tunnel Hill
was of vast Importance to the rebels, and Lookout of the
same value to us, tbat they would strongly defend both.
General nooker had ooly Goary's division to make tbo
assault with, but was reinforced before the attack was
made by Ostcrliaus' division of Sherman'B corps, and
Whittaker's ana Grovo's brigades of tbe Fourth corps.
Lookout Mountain bas been so often described tbat
