THE BSITUATION.
The cavalry pickets of the Potomac army
occapy Culpepper, and extend some miles
beyond it. There is no change in the main body
of the army. It was intensely cold, with some
enow yesterday. The Russion officers visited the
army and witnessed a review of the Sixth corpa,

The troops in Weatern Virginia had some skir-
mishing with the rebels lately in the vicinity of
Blrasburg. On Monday last Colonel Wells took
thirty prisoners belonging to General Ewell's
corps.

Major General Buford, one of the most brilliant
cavalry officers of the Army of the Potomac, died
yeaterday in Waskington from sickness contracted
during the late campmign. His logs is deeply re-
gretted.

The Southern news trom Charleston ap to Tues-
day is telegraphed to the Riclmond papers and is
most interesting, Fort Sumter took fire on the
11th instant, from some unknown cause, and ten
rebels were killed and thirty wounded. Heavy
cannonading was kept up from our lund hatteries
during the conflagration. No firing on the
fort appears to have taken place on the
three following days; but on the 12th,
14th and 15th several shells, filled with Greek
fire, were thrown into Charleston, without dofng
much damage. Thirteen Union prisoners, includ-
ing, it Is said, “the commissioned officars of the
brig Perry, captured at Merrill's Inlet,” have
arrived in Charleston. This ia the first account
we have of the capture of the United States brig
Perry. It may be that she was driven ashore in
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American commissioncr, is calogined™y Lhe jowr-

nals of Lima.

General Barrios, of San Balvador, with his wife
and secretary, had arrived in Aspinwall, on board
the British frigate Butlej, from La Union. His
escape—which closes for the moment the bloody
drami in Salvador—from the troopa of Carrers
aud the hostile officials of Honduras and Nicara-
gua, was effected in & very remarkable and some-
whut romantic manver, after he had endured
sufferings and privations of the most painful de-
scription.

The British West Indin mail stcamer Saladin,
from Kingston, Jamaica, and Port au Prince, Hay-
ti, urrived at this port yesterday morning. The
news from Jamaica ia interesting. A great
dea! of sickness prevails in the island, which has
been visited by an appalling earthquake. Business
is very dull. The Rev. N. Lechmere Ellia, of the
Church of England,and late of Bouth Brooklyn,

liad arrived in safety. The Bishop of Delaware is
on u visit to Kingston. By ‘the invitation of the
Rev. F. 8. Bradshaw, rector of St. Michael's Epis-
copal chorch, the American Hishop preached se-
veral times before large congregations, The peo-
ple bave taken a great fancy to him, and speak
very highly of his merits as a preacher of the Gos-
pel. In reference to commercial affaira, the Mer.
cantile Intelligencer of the 5th inst. says:—‘‘Bince
our issue of the 24th ult., for the English mail,
trade, which we then reported dull, in conse-
quence of very heavy rains all over the island, has
aomewhat revived; but beyond a rise in sugar,
ceused by the advance in England, and a rise in
cornmeal, owing to the small stock on haod, there
is absolutely nothiog of importance to which we
can call particular attention.”

The news from Hayti is of interest, although

The Comimg Revoluti General Grant
for ODur Next Prestdent.

The approaching Presidential election will
mark a pew epoch in the history of this country.
The public disappointment resulting from the
incompetency of the present administration,
the necessitios Lhus arising for a new and a
strong man of the Napoleonic type at the head
of the government, the disaolution of the politi-
cal parties of 1860, and all the signa of the
times, indicate a groat and far-reaching politi-
oal revolution in 1864

Nor do we think that in proposing General
Grant as the man for the crisis we are mis-
taken aa to the drift of piblie opinion. Of all
our living heroos he slands before the conntry
to-day the moat succeasful, the moat acceptable
to the people, and as best entitled to the high-
est recognition of their coofidence and their
gratitude. We sccept him, therefore, as the
coming man. We are strongly supported in
this conolusion by President Lincoln, who, it is
said, after himself, haa declared General Grant
his first choice for the succession; and hecause
the man who bas so thoroughly tanned the
rebels so far is the man to tan them into sub-
mission, and all the disturbing political factions
of tho day.

Let u{e people bring forward and elect
General Grant, and they will have a President,
to begin with, free from any entangling al-
lisnces with the scheming party managers and
trading spoilsmen of the country. We shall
bave an indep endent President, with the will
and the ability to bring the war to a speedy
conclusion, and to re-eatablish the Union upon a
solid foundsation. In placing him at the head of
affairs we may expect, too, from the straight-
forward, practical and decisive character of
General Grant, such measures in the way of
retrenchment and reform as will lighten the
burdens of the people, while securing the pub-
lio oredit, the public finances, the currency and
all the businesa interesta of the country against
the dangersof & general revulsion. These con-
siderations, in wview of & national debt of two
thousand millions of dollars in 1865, will ope-
rate bardly less than his military achievements
in behall of General Grant, as the popular
leader under whom we may confidently move
for a new and improved order of things at
Washington.

Bul it is not alone in reference to our do-
mestic affairs that such & manas General Girant
for our next President is eminently desirable.
We shall want just such a man to bring about
a prompt and s atiafactory settlement of certain
important matters connected with our foreign
relations. We allude partioularly to certain
outstanding balances, resulting from this war,
againgt England and France. Our commerce
on the Atlantic Ocean has suffered from the
depredations of Anglo-rebei piratical cruisers
Lo the extent of twenty millions of dollars. A
requisition upon England for indemnity to this
amount from Gen. Grant, aa President of the re-
United States, would, upon s six weeks’ notice,
resull in the payment of the bill. Hogland
would understand this requisition from Grant
to mean the production of the money or the
loss of the Canadas and the adjoining pro-
vinces, and the dislodgment of all those rebel
traders who might atill be fourishiog at Nassau.
A huadred thousand veteran volunteers, upon a
very short nolice, would be ready at the call
of Presideat Grant to ropay the hoapitalities of
the Blus Noses of Halifax, or to try if the walla
of Quebac are alronger than the ‘walls of

Sumter.
The next international duty devolving upon

the administratioa will be the reaffirmation and
enforcemant of the Monroe doctrine in Mexico.
This duty will require a friendly notice of say

Gurmnart MoCreiian's Rerone.—The House
of Representatives, on motion of M:. Cox, bas
adopted a resolution calling for the “Report
made by Major Geoeral George B. McClellan,
concerning the organization and operations of
tbe Army of the Poltomac, while under his
command, and of all army operations while
be was General-in-Chief.” This is right, aa
that report must contain a vast amount of in-
formation ealculated to enlighten the people
wonderfully upon the wisdom of their rulers,
and right also as a measure of simple justice to
a gallant soldier. General McClellan’s report,
when made public, will exhibit to the fullest
extent the incapacity, injustice and vindiotive-
ness of the radical politicians at Washington,
in and out of the War Departmeat, who now
makefs triumph of the obscurity into which'they
have driven the senior officer of the Uaited
States Army. McClellan’s career at the com-
mencement of this war was one full of promise.
He bad been the fellow soldier in Mexico of
such men as Grant, with whom he had attained
equal distinction in that war. He gave us
our firat victory in this war, and he organized
the army that has fought our hardest battles.
Iiad be been dealt honestly by in the command
of that army it would have achieved cre this all
that its most sanguine friends could have de
sired from it, and would have had to-day the
mosl brilliant history of any army thal ever
received the fery baptism of battle. Bul,
thwarted at every step by the jealousies and
contemptible fears of the politicians, with Mr.
Lincoln at their head, every opportunity was
lost, and doubtless the report will tell us
exactly bow. Let us have it at once thea.

From the blighting influence that has crushed
the honorable aspirations of McClellan and of
Rosecrana General Grant is safe. e has risen
to a distinction that they cannot reach to, and

cannot shake; otherwise he would but add one
more to the many victims of this radical Jug-
gernaut. And he doubtless understands this so
well that we may expect [rom him, as one of the
earlieat acts of his Presidantial carcer, the reato-
ration of McClellan and Rosecrans to their pro-
per positions and honors in the army.

Tae Frrrv-vine Brocknrans iy Congrgsg.—
Fernando Wood persnaded fifty-eight other
blockheads, whom he calls democrats, to vote
with bim in favor of opening peace negotia-
tions with the rebel government.
