It m iy not be out of piece to say that there Is much
complaint throughout the ontlro confederacy, and purlieu-
larly in the I apartment or tho Trans Mississippi, In re¬
gard to the many speculations carried on by government
officials and agents, making use of their official positions
and advantages, as It Is said they 4n, to accumulate
wealth for their own benefit. I am satisfied that many
of these charges are basely Talee and slanderous, yet I
fear there are Instances of such wrong doing

I believe tho Confederate Congress should appoint a
Board of Ceosori In each military department, whose duly
it should be to examine most rigidly and searchlngly Into
the acts and doings or all government agents and dis
burning officers, holding them to strict nccnnntsbllity. A
mere suspension or cashiering of a defaulting disbursing
ogi-nt or offfrer should Dot suffice In these timet <if trial
and war He should be treated, as he really Is,.worse
than a deserter or traitor, and hung without boneiit of
clergy.

Tho policy wo propose will bo liberal and
jost to the planter, and will, we hope, secure
their aid iu meeting tbu wants of the army, our plan Is
to purchase i.ne-lidf of ihe coiton of llio plant'TB or
holders, and, ou its delivery at a government do;mt
or other place agrocd upon, to give an exemption
against military iinprcs ,mont for u liko ipmoUty.
t ndcr this exemptkn cotton cau be held or oxported
at the pleosui ; of the owner, and teams
engaged In lis transportation will also be free
from Impressment. For the cotton so'd to us we will
give cert llcates at Its specie value, to bo paid for In eot
ton bonds or such other tvpiivahMit as t'r-igress may pro
vide. Wu hud several iutei .oews with .-Senator Oldham
and several of our Kepresentatlve la Cou/res* before
they left for Richmond, who assured tn that thoy would
secure such legislation as would meet our views Iu this
particular. To pay for cotton ufederate money
would only increase tlie amount iu t ircnlottcn, and still
Turther deproclale Its value.
