Of tbe hundred dollar bounty
provided by tho act of 1881, but twenty-five dollars can
bo paid in advance, tbe seventy-five dollars being due
only after two years of service. It took some timo, al ter
OotoborlT, to get tbo people roused to the subject of
volunteering. They are now in most of tbe States earnest¬
ly engaged m it. and I have reports for October and No¬
vember and part of December, showing that forty4wo
thousand firs hundred and twenty-nine men have been
.Dilated, and the daily average of enlistments is increas¬
ing. Under those circumstances, I respectfully suggest
the propriety of a reconsideration of the act forbidding
bounties after January S.

You might as well attempt to
call back the life of the soldier Blaln in battle as to recover
what has been lost by the acts of tbe rebellious States.
If you can lake private property tbr public use, making
compensations,)«u can free tbeir slaves or use them to
the army and gtve them freedom as tho reward of their
services. These points be proceeded to argue to show that
these things needed no recreation of n Stats; bnt the Pre¬
sident bad bit the nail upon tbe head. This plan was
wise, sad jstt, and patriotic let the States reorganize.
Events would ahspo tbejmode.let them cloct their officers
end returns their wonted functions. Maay of them were

ripe for this. One tenth or tbe loyal voters was sufficient
for tbe purpose. This number was as large as was tbat
of asms of the States originally entoring the Union, or
who are now asking for admission. In other states,
where tho rebellion was unsubdued, the war must still
goon. He referred to tbe progress and success of our
arm, and argued tbat secession bad been cut in two,
sad was now seared on all its borders. He alluded to
8be position of France and England, and to tbo sympathy
of Russia and tbo middle classes throughout Europe In
hehair or our cause. One thing more only was needed,
tho army must be filled, and volunteering and tbe drait
goon. Lot three hundred regiments renew tbe spring
campaign, and before many months this fungus State,
whose corner stone and boast was slavery, would cease
forever from tho earth.

SEVERITY OF THE WEATHER.

White and Negro Soldiers
Frozen to Death.

Gen. Grierson in Pursuit of the
Rebel Gen. Forrest

THE OHIO RIVER FULL OF ICE.

THE MISSISSIPPI RIVER CLOSED,
ft*, 6ft*

Cairo, III., Jan. 4,1864 .

The steamers Duke of Argyle, from New Orleans, sod
the Hlilman, from Memphis, lure arrived here.
The thermometer was tea degrees below zero at Mem

phis od the morning of the 1st Inst., and at Cairo on the
same morning It was sixteen degrees below.
A number of persons were found frozen to death be

low Cairo on New Year's ere.
Ten negro soldiers had also perished at Islaud No. 10

from the oold.
Three members of the Fifty-second Indiana regiment

were also found frozen to death near Sand Bar river, six
miles above Fort Pillow. One of them was Lieutenant
Edward Alexander.
The trains, which have not been ruooing on.the Illinois

Central Railroad since the strike amoog the miners,
started again to-dav.
The weather is beginning to moderate somewhat; but

It is still snowing. The snow here is about four inches
deep.
Boats still go up the Ohio river; but it is Oiled with

large quantities or ice.
The Mississippi river is closed.
No serious damage was done to the Memphis and

Charleston Railroad by the rebel General Forrest when
bis forces crossed it last week.
General Grierson,at last accounts, was pursuiag General

Forrest south of Coldwater. s
General Lee had reinftrced General Forrest from

Okolona.
The guerilla General Richardson had crossed our lines

on the 28th of December on his way South. All has beeu
quiet in the interior of Tennessee since his departure.
A large amount of cotton, sugar and molasses arrived

here during the past week for Cincinnati.
The Duke of Argyie brings two hundred and eighty-six

bales of cotton, four hundred and thirty-eight hogsheads
of sugar aDd throe hundred barrels or molasses from New
Orleans.
The Hillman brings two hundred and thirty-dve bales

of cotton.
Generals Ord, Vcitcb, Hunter, Sowlar and Sherman

bare been here during the last wook. The latter is still
here. A salute was flred last night in honor of bis
arrival.

tbe men so re-enlisted shall be credited on said quota in
equal numbers to each of the Congressional districts in
said county.

A Richmond View of (he Rebel Situa¬
tion.

Tbe Richmond Examiner of December 31 contains on

exceedingly lugubrious editorial, from which the foilowiog
la oxtracted:.
To day closes tho gloomiest year of our struggle. No

sanguine hope or intervention buoys up the spirits of the
Confederate public as at the end of 1361. No brilliant
victory like that of Fredericksburg encourages us
to look forward to a speedy and success¬
ful termination of tbe war as In the laat
weeks of 1363. Meade has been tolled,and Longstreet
has had a partial success in Tennessee; but Meade's ad¬
vance was hardly meant in earnest, and Bean's Station is

a poor set off to tbe loss of the gallant men who fell la tbe
murderous assault on Knoxvllle. Another daring Yankee
raid has been carried out with comparative impunity to
tho invaders, and timorous capitalists may well pause
before they nibble at eligible Investments tn real estate
situated far in tbe interior.
That Interior has been fearfully narrowed by tbe federal

march through Tennessee: and owing to tbe dehcieocies
of our cavalry service Lincoln's squadrons of horse
threaten to be as universal a terror, as pervasive a ntii
sance, as his squadrons or gunboats were some months
since.
The confederacy has been cut in twain along the Hoe of

the Mississippi, and our enemies are steadily pushing for
ward their plans Tor bisecting the eastern moiety. No
wonder, then, that tbe annual advent ot the retgu of mud*
is hailed by all claaees with a sense of relief.
Meanwhile tbe financial chaos Is becoming wilder and

wilder. Hoarders keep a moro resolute grasp tbau ever
on necessaries of lire.
Whatever number of men, or whatevor amount

or money shall be really wanting, will be
forthcoming. Whatever economy the straighten¬
ing of our resources may require, we shall
learn to exercise. We could only wish that Congress was
notlnsusha feverish mood, and that tbe government
would do something towards the establisoment of a Sta¬
tistical Bureau, or some other agoncy, by which we could
approximately ascertain what we have to contribute,sad
to what extent we must husband our reooeroes wise,
cool, decided, prompt action, would put us in good condi¬
tion for the spring campaign of 1364, and the close of
Dext year would furnish a more agreeable retrosiwct
than tbe anim«. miraMit of blunders whlgp wa now
consign to the dead past. .

Non-producers, who are at tbe same time aoa specula*
tors, are suffering more and more. What was once com-
twtence has become poverty, poverty has heooms
penury, and penury Is lapsing into pauperism.
Any mechanical occupation Is more profitable than tbe
most intellectual profession. The most accomplished
scholars In the confederacy would be glad to barter their
services for food sad raiment, and ia the complete up¬
turning of our social relations. The only happy people
are those who have black hearts or black skins.

Unreasoning confidence has been succeeded by depres¬
sion as unreasoning, and the Yankees are congratulating
themselves on the result, which tney hawk about as the
"beginning of tbe end." We ail have a heavy score to
pay off. and we know It. This may depress us, but our
enemies need not be jubilant over our depression, for we
are determined to meet them.
