would "eerily crash through tbe Warrior's sides." Wo
CRtnit say whether t would or not, but we can say that
m crashing through the sides or tbe Atlanta It did no
more than would have been done ue easily by a sutv
eight pound ball, for tho Atlanta was not At to be called
«n iron-dad. Again, we ore told that the l'arrott gun
.breached Fort Sumter atfour thousand yards; but we are
alto told that after months of bombardment Fort Sumter
mil exste as impregnable as ever.
Even when wecome to gune tbe eame want of accurate

.dam unlades our conclusnns. We presume that by tbe
"Pwrrotl" gun .8 meant a two bondred.ponnder, but we
do cot know exactly with what charge it is tired, cor at
what range It s considered effective; nor can we ttM,
wtiut mictj ueede to be Jviiowd, how such guns stand
firing. As to the "Brooke" gun, we ure assured that its
performances against ''the forget1' would Astonish
Europe, bui as u-jr correal* mlent is not at liborty to do
scribe these results, we cannot make uge of them lor
compar-son. We can but repeat m th.s pinee what we
have said on more than one occasion.that, to tbe best of
our belief, tbe artillery used in our service would accom¬
plish everything that has been actually accomplished by
American artillery. The fact is, that tho amount of thee
achievements is \ erywllght indeed, unly one iron-clad has
been sunk at < harieston, and it is asked, we are told, In
America,-'Have you any gun in England which could
«;nk tbe Keokuk at that distance?" We answer that we
certainly have such gune. The distance in 'location was
"witbm seven hundred yards. ' and tbe Keokuk was pro¬
tected with on* the most imperfect armor. What we
should lite to ask >o reply is. "Have the Americans got a
gun which could pierce tho Warrior target?"
We hare argued these points on the presumptions

which the Americans evidently entertain; but we need
hardly add,Tor the .information of the public at home
that our Improvements in artillery science have already
carried is beyond tbe stage at which wo are imagined to
oo stationary. Instead of speaking of sixty eight pounders
and oce hundred and ten-pounders, we mignt speak of
our en hundred-pounders: instead or offering the
warrior target as our latest conception of strength
we wight oiler tlio target recently constructed bv
Mr Reed and pounded in vain with heavy shot. But it
is more prudent to keep our eyes on tho fact that the
Americans differ from tie net only in practice but in prin-
clpte. "The oh.iect of Europe seems to bo to plerco or
periorate iron armor by elongated bolts driven at im¬
mense velocity; tbe object ot America, to smash in tbe
sides of iron-clad vessels by ponderous spherical proiec-

SUM, apart from tbio consideration, there is quite
enough in this extraordinary divorgonco of practice to
make ns heedful and observant. Wo do not believe that
tbo Americano ore on any better track than ourselves
On tbe contrary, we believe tnat both In guns end shies
we have decidedly the jedrantage. But, as there is cer¬
tainly much to be discovered in a science which is enly
of yesterday, ae wo should never retuso to learn, and
never shot onr eyes to instruction, we oope that tho

J7. *8 £BV0 D01 cofwineed tbe Americans,
though it may not show that they ought to convince us
Sio harm, however, can be done by roconsldcnne the
question as often aa a fresh light is thrown upon it.

Submarine Werfm-t.

Few things :n the present American conflict have been
so much spoken of and have produced such small results
as the much dreaded "torpedoes." one, several weeks
ego. was exploded In Cbarlestou harbor under tbo bows
or the ironsides, raising a wave which swept her deck

CAfingunbed tho engine fires, but without injuring
the hull. Another, early in tho present year, exploded
under a transport in tbe Yazoo river, and destrovod ber
B it though the Confederate coast, harbors aod rivers
have been described as thickly planted with these aiien-
ciee or destruction, and mony enterprises have been
abandoned by tbo federals out of sheer terror of
encountering this unknown danger, these are
almost the soio instances in which any uracl'roi
result has been effected. This indeed was ad¬
mitted by Captain Maury in tbe courso of the dKcns-
sions at the late meetings of the British Association
(mr own experience in this species ol war is somewhat
similar. We have never. Indeed, attempted stationary
explosive rcrsels, for tbe s ifflciennt reason that we are
not In the habit of standing merely on tbe defensive, the
only situation in which they would be serviceable. But
when wo sought to aitack tbe French flotilla at Boulogno
rL®.®*.08°! they wore ealled-veErels
about twenty one feet long by ihroe wide, filled with

And, indeed, it may well be doubted
whether we shall be able to build any vessel, with stow¬
age capacity, wbuih shall be aole to hear this additional
weight. Certainly, at once, wo may consider all ships
with mere wooden bulls, like the Koyal Oak. or those new
vessels which laird Faltuerstonftaists on our laying down
iu order to use up tbe dockyard stores of ttrnber, and
which Mr. Reed is accordingly now desigumg, as placed
nort di ceiuUU by tbU last novelty in tbe art 01 gunuery.

It will bave been seen tbat we do not anticipate any
serious difficulty in the way of Its practical application.
Our mechanics,'and those other nations, are quite ingeni¬
ous enough speedily to devise for us self-opening and
sod closing submarine ports, from which a gun may send
its contents into its opponent's hull. For harbor defences
guns placed permanently below water m tbe channel,
pointed upwards tu a known directiou, and bred by a gal-
vac ic battery on shore when the hostile shipe are o\ orhead,
are an obvious method ef applying the principle, and pro¬
bably would be far more efficacious than a y self-
acting torpedoes. But even without any mechanical ap¬
pliance, is it impossible for sailors to sling a iieuvy gun,
geady loaded, overboard, and lire it by a lobe or wire as
they run alongside the enemy? Innumerable questions
of this character will rise from these preliminary Ports-
mcuib experiments. But while waiting for their develop¬
ment and solution, it cannot at least be denied tbat tbe
discovery of means by whlob the old peril of a sbot be¬
tween wind and water, which has sent so many n gallant
vessel to the boitorn, is converted into the peril of a
yawning chasm made three fatboms below tbe surface,
and tbe later application of horizontal shell firing, which
has abolished wooden vessels above, is directed against
the hulls beneath, opens up a new epoch in tbe su-ence
and art of naval warfare.
